the question of jurisdiction over racing
in Maryland.

“Brown has told his friends that in his
opinion the Jockey Club has no right in

a point of law to make. rulings regarding |

racing meetings outside of this state and
that he will carry the question to: the
courts for a decision.

“The friction between Brown and the
Jockey Club hag reached the acute stage.
It came to a climax last week when the
stewards refused to sanction the racing
dates Brown asked for next October. In
a letter to the Jockey Club, he asked the
approval of the stewards.

“'T'hig letter was not.received in gond
spirit by the authorities of the turf. In-
stead of granting the request, the stew-
ards notified Brown that the Joeckey Club
could not consider the application until |
the questions now unsettled under Rule |
170, of the. Rules of Racing, be adjusted.

He Must Be Shown.

“It seems from all that Brown has told
his friends anent the situation that he is
willing and ready to pay this tax to the ;
Jockey Club if the New York turf au-
thorities can show they are justly. en-
titled to it. Brown claims that the Mary-
land State Falr Association hold racing
meetings at Laurel under the laws of
Maryland, and that the Jockey Club has
no control whatever over raving 011tsicle
of New York state.

“Brown has ‘said to hig friendls fthat
under the authority of Maryland it is
not necessary for him to obtain sanction |
from the Jockey Club, and that he owes
the latter association no allegiance what-
It is on the contention that the
Jockey Club has no authority over the
racing in Maryland that Brown. has  re-
fused to pay the 1 per cent, tax to the
Jockey Club.

‘““The question of jurisdiction by the
Jockey Club ‘over racing in any state |
other -than. .that of New - York has Dbeen !
raised before. It is a point that is inter-
esting to the turfmen of America. The .
Jockey Club- calims authority over turf
affairs in the 2zone extending 'from Sﬂ-
vannah to the Mississippi in the Wesl,
and as far east as Maine. Heretofore the
Jockey Club’'s jurisdiction in the matter
has been accepted without question, If'
Jrown carries his case to the courts as
his friends he would "'IIE
point of authority will be settled for- all |
time and the Jockey Club will learn just |
what it may and may not do.
