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- MARRIAGE ENGAGEMENTS

Should, . or Should They Not rBe

.Civil Contracts.

Special Cablegram to The American.

London, January - 25.—Should an en-
gagement to marry be made a civil con-
tract? |

This question is asked in consequence
of the remarks of a French judge in a
recent breach of promise case.

“Marriage,”. he said, *“is no longer
based solely on love. It is mainly a mat-
ter of money.

“It would therefore be more satisfac-
tory if young couples were to follow the
American custom and draw up a con-
tract, with penalties in case of a breach.”
! A civil contract would not prevent liti-
gation, as should it be broken, one side
or the other would find reasong to fight
if any money were involved in the mat-
ter.

Various opinions on the subject have
been  gathered from different people.

“A man who would be cold-blooded
enough to draw up an engagement con-
tract and to 'discuss the damages of a
possible breach would be cold-blooded

| enough to evade the obligation,” said a

prominent public man.
. “T certainly do not think a civil con-
tract would be good,” said a well-known
journalist, “because it would destroy all
the < delightful irresponsibility - and ro-
mance of an engagement. It is quite time
enough to be serious when one is mar-
ried, and then one must be serious.”

A barrister gave his opinion as follows:

“If a man and woman choose to become
engaged on a frankly commercial basis,
with an agreement that if one wished to
break off the engagement the one who
did so should pay the other a fixed sum
of money, the arrangement would be
lezal.

*I think a court with such a document
in front of it would very narrowly scru-

tinize it to see if it were genuine; but if

it were found to be genuine I do not see
anything against such an agreement,
which I think would be enforced.

“It is certainly not the policy of the |

law to keep together engaged couples if
one changes his or her mind. Agreements

ag to the measure of damages after a .

breach are, of course, perfectly legal, and
no novelty. Such an agreement before a

breach would be a novelty, but, I think, |

valid.”

“I do not think a civil contract would
make an engagement any more binding,”
said a business woman. “because the
marriage contract, although so serious,
is disregarded and can be evaded if one
or other of the parties be so determined.

“Phere ig no doubt that money is con-
sidered in matrimonial affairs more than
it used to he.” |

Several women were indignant at the
idea of a civil engagement contract.

“A woman should never marry a man
unless .she loves him,” said one, *and if
she loves him she trusts him. I would
never enter into any engagement con-
tract.

“To people with any romance in their
nature such an idea would be distress-
ing.” ’

PRINCESS LOUISE SUED

Her Bullﬁog Bit a Parisian Hotel

Official in the Leg.

Paris. January 25.—The latest court

Fremch Labor Unions.

The latest issue of the government bul-
letin of the board of labor shows that
during the month of October, 1912, 50
new trade unions were started, with a
total of 4,365 members.  But, on the
other hand, 59 unions were dissolved, and
they had a total membership of 9,290.
Thus, in one month, syndicalism lost
nearly 95,000 supporters.

These figures show in a startling man-
ner the gradually increasing decay of
syndicalism: throughout France during
the past two years, and. is one of the
most interesting features of French social
life. MThe most marked decline is in the
most agitated centers. For instance, in
Marseilles alone nine syndicates died a
natural death during last October. 1t is._
to be remembered that that city has
rarely. been without a strike of more or
less serious proportions.

The Paris City Council, by a large ma-
jority, has decided to proceed with the
work of extending the Boulevard Hauss-
mann from its present terminus at the
Rue Taibout to the point at which the
Rue Drouot joins the Boulevard Mont-
martre.

The improvement will involve the:demo-
lition of a large amount of property  in
the Boulevard des Italiens, the Rues
Chauchat, Lepeletier, Lafitte and Tait-
bout, and will involve an expenditure of
about 25,000,000 francs ($5,000,000).

The execution of this scheme is to be
sold as a concession to a contractor, who,
it is expectted, will secure a large profit
from' the resales of the property involved.

It is now exactly 55 years gince the
work of constructing the Boulevard
Haussmann was begun. It was projected
by the famous Baron Haussmann as part
of the imposing scheme which cost Pari-
sians 843,000,000 francs ($166,600,000), but
helped to make Paris the city of noble
thoroughfares which it is today. The
Place de 1’'Etoile and the splendid series
of 12 wide avenues which radiate from it
was only a part of the baron’s scheme.
