Annapolis, Md., January 26.—Final
taps were sounded over the body. of
John Paul Jones, father of the American
Navy and untitled knight of the blue
waters, this afternoon, when his body
wasg taken from Bancroft Hall,
Naval Academy grounds, to the crypt
beneath the academy chapel. Within the
"artificial cavern of marble the metal cas-
ket containing the body is to remain,

nnless the government’'s plans go amiss,
forever.

It has been 120 years since John Panl
Jounes, the uncrowned hero, died in
Paris, and representatives of France,
which first claimed his burying ground.
Joined with high naval o
United States in the ceremony of trans-
.~ ferring the body from Bancroft Hall,
where it was placed some time after its
arrival in this country in 1905, to the
crypt. Several thousand men, women and
children from Washington, Baltimore and
Annapolis were also present at the
solemn céremonies,

And at last, in the words of the poet,
~ this hero’s admirers can say:

“Rest on, embalmed and sainted dead;

. Dear as the blood ye gave;

No impious footsteps here shall tread

The herbage of your grave, |
Nor shall vour glory be forgot
~ While fame her record Keeps.

Or honor points the hallowed spot

Where valor proudly sleeps.”

SIMPLE CEREMONY.

Because elaborate memorial services were
held at Annapolis when the body of John
Paul Jonees was deposited in Bancroft
. Hall, and because this was the Sabbath,
the exercises were exceedingly simple.

It had been planned to have the body
. borne to the crypt promptly at 10 o’clock,
but owing to the late arrival of Secre-
tary of the Navy Meyer and his party
from Washington the exercises were de-
laved.

TAKEN TO THE CRYPT.

Directly inside the Sampson Row gate
the guests were met by Superintendent
Gibbons and the officers stationed at the
Naval Academy. All then went to the
home of Superintendent Gibbons, where
greetings were exchanged. This over all
proceeded to the front of the chapel to
witness the carrying of the body to the
crypt. Secretary Meyer, Governor Golds-
borough and Ambassador Jusserand occu-
pied prominent points of observation,

In the meantime the 750 midshipmen
had formed at Bancroft Hall in two bat-
talions, under the command of Lieutenant
Commander L. M. Nulton., The casket
containing the body of John Paul Jones
bad been brought from the hall and
placed on the catafalque. A line was
formed, the Naval Academy Band at the
head, and while the Ilatter played
Chopin’s funeral march the body was
wheeled by a detachment of ‘‘bluejack-
ets’’ toward the chapel. .

In front of the chapel the midshipmen
were brought to attentlon and as they
stood with arms presented the catafalque
was drawn up to tne door leading down
to the crypt. Outside the guard lines
established by the midshipmen hundreds
of men stood with bared heads.
command was given to remove the casket
and a dozen stalwart bluejackets carried
it into the crypt as a bugler sounded
taps. Midshipmen, Army officers and
civiliang stood with bared and bowed
heads until the casket bearers had ' re-
turned to their line.

SERVICE IN CHAPEL.

This over the officers, guests and mid-
shipmen entered the chapel, where a brief
gervice was held.' Chaplain Scott, of the
Naval Academy, conducted the services
prior to introducing Chaplain U, G, B.
Pierce, of the United States Senate, who
preached a sermon.

‘haplain Pierce took for his text Kxo-
dus, i. 15: “Take thy shoes from off thy
feet because the place whereon thou
standest is holy ground.” The sermon
was Dbrief.

“How appropriate is this text today,”
said the chaplain, “when we have as-
sembled just after placing the body of
our naval hero in its last resting place.
We should consecrate ourselves to the
cause which he aspoused.

city. Nevertheless, he is being supported
by the authorities in the general vac-
cination movement, and the people are
responding to the order promptly.

The city hall was again crowded today
with persons anxious to avail themselves
of the offer of free vaccination, and the
physicians assigned to that duty by the
Academy of Medicine were kept quite
busy. There are but three cases of small-
pox at the Emergency Hospital, about a
mile out of the city, and so far there
is but .one suspect in the vicinity, and
that one is fully three miles from Cum-
berland, out on the Bedford road. The
officials of the city believe they have the
disease well in hand, and that it will
soon be stamped out. The only fear they
have is that the last cases removed (0O
the hospital may have come in contact
with persons on the street before it was
known they were suffering with small-
pox and it was for this reason they
issued the general vaceination order.

EASTERN ROADS
WOULD ARBITRATE

EXCEPTION TO STATEMENT OF
FIREMEN’S REPRESENTATIVE.

The Fifty-four Railroads Affected by
Demands of the 30,000 Members
of the Firemen’s Brotherhood Sig-
nify Willingness to Grant Certain
Increases of Wages, According to

Managers’ Committee Chairman.

New York, January 26.—Reiteration of
their willingness to submit to arbitration
the demands of their locomotive firemen
for increased wages and better working
conditions is contained in a statement is-
sued today on behalf of 54 Eastern rail-
roads. The* 30,000 members of the Broth-
erhood of Locomotive Firemeén and En-
cinemen employed by these roads, affer
the suspension recently of prostrated ne-
gotiations between their representatives
and a committee of managers, are taking
a strike vote.

In their statement today the railroads
take exception to a quoted statement by

i representatives of the firemen that their

report of #he recent conference contained

oevidence ‘“‘that the responsibility for a fail- |

ure to arbitrate all matters in controversy
(and thus avoid the turmoil incidental to
a strike ballot and the distress that must
result from a strike) rests upon the rail-

roads and not upon the locomotive fire-

men."’

In reply the roads declare they have
signified to the men a willingness ‘to
orant certain increases of wages’” and to
apply to the firemen the conclusion of the
arbitration board which settled the recent
differences between the roads and their
engineers. In addition the statement de-
clared : i

“The railroads are prepared to arbifrate
the present case independently by a board
of five or seven men appointed by some
such disinterested authorities as Chief
Justice White, of the United States Su-
preme Court, and Dr. C. P. Neill, United
States Commissioner of IL.abor, as was
done in the engineers’ case.”

The statement was sent out by Elisha
Lee, chairman of the managers’ committee
of the roads.

The break in the negotiations bhetween
the firemen and the roads, it was gener-
ally understood, came through differences
as to the method of arbitration.
sides indorsed the principle, but the roads
declared in favor of a board similar to
that which decided last year the dispute
with the engineers, while the firemen in-
sisted that arbitration under the Erdman
l.Law was the proper course.

WANT SAULSBURY ELECTED

I.ondon, January 26.—England started
the new year with a strike of the taxi-

| cab drivers, and if the threats of the la-
bor leaders are only partially carried out |

the present year will prove an even more
serious one industrially than that which

preceded it, and 1912 broke all records.

Despite this the trade of the country
likewise broke all records.

While the taxi strike causes much in-
convenience in the city, it is the disputes
in the industrial districts that are creat-
ing the greatest uneasiness. The coal
miners of Wales, who were the hardest
fighters in the last coal strike, are again
restless, being dissatisfied with the award

- of the commissioner appointed under the

act passed by parliament to end the last
strike, fixing the minimum wage. A gen-
eral conference is to be held to deal with
the matter. It is certain that the owners
will fight against any increase in the
cost of production, as they have alread¥
lost to American contracts for the Italian
xovernment and Egyptian State Railways
because of the high price at which they
made tenders.

Union Funds Exhausted.

There are, however, two points against
a general strike of the miners. The last
struggle almost exhausted the funds of
the unions, and under an old agreement
the miner’'s wages are increased as the
contract price of coal is raised. As this
price has gone up, the minérs 'in the
North of KEngland, at any rate, would
probably be against another contest with

i the owners.

Another serious trouble threatened is
that arising from the agitation of the
seamen and firemen for a systematization
of the rates of wages and conditions of
service on board  ship. The men under

The London bakers are also preparing
for a struggle for better wages and
shorter hours. In some parts of London
the condition of the working bakers is
deplorable. They have to work long hours
in poorly ventilated cellars for the merest
pittance. They have organized, and by a
large majority have agreed to go on strike
unless their demands are granted.

Throughout the railway world there is
considerable unrest over what the men
call “victimization.”” They claim that any

of their number who are known to be ac-|

tive in trade unionism are quickly gotten
rid of by the companies or are put at
such work that they cannot readily meet
the other workmen.

Railway Men Restless.

One big company, however, has found
a way out of having continual disputes
with the men., This is the London and
Northwestern, the management of whieh
has appointed a ‘‘grievance hearer.”

This man, who had proved himself to
be a good conciliator, was chosen to keep
in touch with the men and investigate
their grievances, Thus far the company
