ing a quiet, peaceable life minus weap-
ons, or of being hunted down by the
Americans. Brigadier General Bell, com-
manding the Division of the Phillppines,
has been instrueted to take evely meas-
ure necessary for the capture and execu-
tion of the natives who engineered the
massacre, and to see that only large num-
bers of soldiers are allowed to move
about on .the island. |

Manuel 1. Quezon, the Philippine com-
missioner in the House, made a spirited
speech there today denying reports that
Aguinaldo and other native leaders were
fomenting a revolution. |

Quezon discussed reports published to-
day of a battle between American troops

and Moro natives, in which several troop- |

ers were killed.

““Coupled: with this report,”” declared
Mr. Quezon, ‘‘was the statement that
Aguinaldo and other FKilipino leaders were
engaged in political activities and are
preparing for war. This is not true. Ifor
the last two months, since the Democrats
won at the polls, these reports have come
from the Philippines regularly, because
the Democrats are pledged to give the
Philippines their independence.

‘“Phese encounters between Moros and
American troops have heretofore been
concealed when it was in somecbody’s
interest to conceal them, and they are
now given out when it is in somebody’'s
interest to give them out.

‘“The Filipinos are not preparing for
war. They have faith in the American
people and they expect their liberty at
the hands of the American pedple. ES-
pecially they will not fight, since the
Democratic party, pledged to Philippine
independence, is coming into power."”’

Mr. Quezon pledged the fighting
strength of the Philippines to the United
States ‘‘if you ever get into a war in the
Hast.”

SAME OLD PORK BARREL

Democrat Attacks Democrats for

River and Harbor Bill.

Washington, January 27:—-—R£presenta-
tive Calloway, of Texas, attacked the
Democrats in the House today for their

river and harbor improvement policy as

embraced in the River and Harbor Bill.
“This bill is the same old pork barrel
proposition,” he declared.

That money would go
into the saloons and grocery stores and
railroads and street car lines, and electric
light companies and would thus benefit
Texas. But I am not a pork barrel poli-
tician.”

My. Bryce began by observing that 137
vears ago, when Thomag Jefferson was

employed in drafting the instrument
which has made his name famous, and 12

years afterward, when the great men who

prepared the Constitution of the United |

States were - busy over their work in
Philadelphia, there was in the whole
world no constitutional “government ex-
cept that of Great Britain and no demo-
cratic republics except a few tiny Swiss
vanpﬂna.
he 'said, ‘‘were obliged to recur to the
history ‘of the ancient world for exam-
ples of free republics, for apparently they
knew very little about the Italian re-
publics of the Middle Ages, the history
of which had scarcely Dbeen written in
English or French. Thesge great Ameri-
cans drew their examples of republican
government from the annals of the Greeks
and Romans, and the pages of the Ifed-
eralist are full of references to the insti-
tutions of classical antiquity. People
drew from them in those days not ouly
political teachings, but the most famous

examples of public virtue and heroism,

‘“The knowledge that we have today of
republics and democratic governments Is
enormously larger than that of the men
of 1776 and 1788 could command, and we
now see better, perhaps, than, they dil
how greatt were the differences that
separate the ancient world from our-
selves. Yet the history of Greek and
Roman freedom has lost none of its in-
terest and little of its instruction.

“Phe distinguished and venerable pa-
triarch of American classical scholars,
who is honored alike by you here and by
us in England, Prof. Basil L. Gilder-
sleeve, delivered to you several interest-
ing lectures under the title of Hellas
and Hesperia® in which he brought to-

gether the life and history of Greece and

of the United States, and I shall try to
point out to ‘you in these two lectures
some political likenesses and some politi-
cal differences between the peoples, and
to indicate briefly what the ancient world
has still to teach modern democracy.
“Among the obvious contrasts between
the phenomena of Greece and Italy and
those of the United States and the Brit-

They
had not discovered the benefits of a rep-
resentative system, which, of course, Was
not so necessary to them in their amall

“But still they had many fthings 1n
common with us. Human nature was
substantially the same then as it 18 now.
The behavior of masses of men gathered
together was niarked by the same oeneral
features: although the Greeks were far

| more excitable than the citizens of most

modern free countries, and, accordingly., a
good many of the phenomena of popular
government still finds  parallels in the
populay government in our
own time. Plato’s Republic and Aris-
totle's Treatise on Politics are still full
of instruction and stimulative forces.
They are the Dbeginnings of political
philosophy.

Mr. Bryce then proceeded to deal with
some of the feaures of republican and
democratic government ' among the Greeks,
reserving the phenomena of Rome and
some general reflections for his second
lecture, to be delivered at noon TOMOrrow

It
is understood that prominent Republicans
will submit to the caucus a proposed plan
by which the members would bind them-
selves to attempt to hold the Senate con-
tinuously in session until the Democrats
could be forced to give way and permic
a oeneral consideration of all appoint-
ments. |

It ‘iz believed tonight that ,many of
the Republicans would not-agree 1o the
suggested plan. Since  the Democratic
fight against the Taft appointees begal
a number of executive sessions have been
held. but the Democrats have Kkept up a
ceneral filibuster and have prevented
action on more than three or four nomi-
nations. The attitude of individual Re-
publicans indicates that the caucus fo-
morrow will decline to treat with the
Democrats through g joint committee.
In case the plan for a continuous fli-
buster also fails, the situation over the
appointments will remain practically un-
changed.

Democratic leaders have apparently de-
termined to hold in abeyance all actioll
on appointments until toward the close
of February, when they believe the Re-
publicans can be forced to agree to the
confirmation of the Army, Navy, COnsu-
lar. marine corps and publie health ser-
vice appointments, leaving the balance to
ail by expiration of the session March 4.
