Washington, January 27.—An attempt
to procure a decision from the Supreme
Court to the effect that the Hepburn Rate
Law allows railroads to limit their lia-
bility for loss of baggage in return for
a low passenger rate was inaugurated to-
day, when attorneysg for the Oregon Short
Line Railroad appealed to the court from
a decision by the Utah Supreme Court.

In the case in question Mrs. Charlotte
A. Homer, of Salt Lake City, sued for
the loss of $700 worth of wearing apparel,
carried as baggage on a journey from Salt
Lake City to Los Angeles. The Utah
courts would not permit the railroad to
offer in evidence the agreement on the
ticket that In return for the rate at
which the ticket was sold, the liability
in case of loss of baggage would be lim-
ited to $100,

The court recently decided that such
limitations could be placed on freight and
express shipments.

SUBJECT TO STATE LAWS

Liquors Imported Into the United

States Come Under Them.

Washington, January 27.—Liquors im-
ported into the United States become sub-
ject to state laws exercising the state po-
lice powers when they arrive, just the
same as liqours from other states, accord-
ing to a decision today by the Supreme
Court,

In accordance with this view of the
Wilson Liquor Law of 1890, the court up-
held the validity of the New Orleans or-
dinance, which laid a tax upon the busi-
ness of the Frederick De Barry Company,
in so far as it sonsisted of selling imported
wines in unbroken packages of less than
five gallons egch.
