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Mayor Preston yesterday submitted
to the City Council his second annual
mesgsage in which he reviewed the work
of the city government during the last
year.

In his message the Mayor tells of the

progress of the city, as reflected in 1its|

government, during the year. He also
reviews the work of the several depart-
ments.

The most salient and important parts
of the message follow:

I desire to congratulate the citizens
upon the excellent condition of the city,
morally and physically. No scandals have
occurred in the past year involving the
integrity of the city government; no
peculations have taken place.

The health of the city has been uni-
formly good, and the general city ac-
tivities have been carried on energetic-
ally, efficlently and honestly.

In the above consideration of the debt
noe allowance is made for the physical
assets of the city-—the City Hall, Court-
house, public schools, parks, etc.—which,
if considered as sold at their actual
value, would, in my judgment, leave the
cii‘:])jr entirely free of debt.

here has Dbeen an increase in the
funded debt of the city of Baltimore for
the year 1912 by the sale of city stock
to the amount of $6,700,000.

SALES OF CITY STOCK.

These sales of city stock were author-
ized by laws and ordinances duly passed
upon by the people, and the sale and
issuance thereof is mandatory upon me.

The proceeds have been used in accord-
ance with the terms of the legal re-
quirements, largely in the construction
of the sewerage system, the purchase of
land and the erection of the dam for an
increased water supply, new school build-
ings, recreation pler and BSouth Balti-
nmore highway, and in paving operations,
all of which wiil be discussed more at
length later. ,

I desire to call attention to the condi-
tion of the sinking fund wunder the $5,-
000,000 water loan of 1916, Ordinance
No. 65, approved June 30, 1877, provides
that two cents annually shall be levied
and paid over to the Department of
Finance to be credited to the sinking
fund for the redemption of thls stock.

This provision, however, was not com-
pliled with until the year 18068, and no
sinking fund was created for thig pur-
pose until that time. Since 1896 the
sinking fund has been annually and reg-
ularly collected.

NEW PAVING PLANNED.

I think more work is nmow being done
in the city than ever before in the his-
tory of the municipality; occasioned
largely by the activities of the Paving
Commission, the Water Board and the
Sewerage Commissgion.

The Good Roads Commission in 1912
concluded the paving of Garrison avenue
and the Harford road, making very beau-
tiful and highly valued aglditions to the
smooth streets of the city and increas-
ing the value very materially of the propn-
erty binding thereon.

Thig paving was done ouft of the city’s
apportionment of the state road loan au-
thorized by the legislature and ratified by
the people, and the Good Roads Commis-
sion has co-operated with me in this
work. _

After consultation between the commis-
gion and myself, it has been determined
out of these funds to pave the Frederick
road to the city limits; Pennsylvania ave-
nue, from Fulton avenue to the north-
western city limits; the widening, grad-
ing and paving of the Belair road, and
the paving of Hanover street, from Baltl-
more Street to the water, thence by way
of Cromwell street to Marshall avenue
(Light street) and thence to the Light
street bridge, by means of a.smooth pave-
ment of vitrified brick. This will furnish
a valuable outlet from the center of the
city to the Southern Maryland stute
roads, and will at the same time prove
an important avenue of travel for South

Baltimore. _ :

THE PAVING TAX.

We hope to make the central section of
the eity accessible from other sections of
the city by smooth pavements, and, there-
fore, many of the main thoroughfares are
being improved.

An examination of the list of streeis
proposged to be paved next year will show
that not only is the central section of
the city cared for, but South Baltimore
is also well provided for and will be well
connected up, not only with the central
section of the city, but, with North and
Nerthwest Baltimore,

The list for 1913, as at present deter-
mined upon, will involve the paving of
upward of 27 miles of streets, or a grand
total at the -present time paved and se-
lected for paving of 56 miles.

It is possible that there will have to be
a modification of the proposed list for
1918. The paving tax case, which is now
pending in the Court of Appeals, will
have a most important bearing on the
future paving of the city.

SELECTION OF STREETS.

This act, prepared by the city solicitor

after consultation with the law officers of |
.the city

under former administrations.
the Appeal Tax Court and lawyers well
informed on tax problemsg, has been de-

clared by the Circuit Court of Baltimore
City to be in part invalid.

We have every reason to believe and
hope that this decision will be reversed
upon a hearing in the Court of Appeals.

The law undoubtedly sounds in justice
and fairness, and countemplates putting
the burden of taxation orly on those
who now enjoy, or "nay hereafter enjoy.
the benefits of improved pavements, and
who have made no special contribution
to them heretofore.

If all the streets of Baltimore city are
improved pavements,
then it is not so important as to which
are paved first. If, however, only half
of them are to be paved, then the selec-
tion of the streets to be so paved De-
comes very important. If the Act is not
to be sustained, a different selection of
streets may be necessary.

If only half of_the streets are to be
paved with improved pavements, then the
property-owners on the streets not to be
so improved will be paying their quota
and contribution in taxes fcr the im-
proved pavements, without énjoying any
of the immediate benefits to be derived
therefrom. If the Act of 1912 is declared
to be invalid, this condition will be un-
avoidable. j

Only half the city can be paved with
improved pavements out of the presept
loan. and the unimproved portion will
necessarily be contributing to the 1m-
proved pavements without enjoying any
of the direct benefits.

It ig hoped that this law will be sus-
tained by the Court of Appeals in the
interest of the development and growth

of the city. |

The above figure includes also the sum
of $547,000 expended during the year
1912 on the construction of the conduits

in the bed of the falls.

On January 31, 1912, the pumps of the
Sewerage Pumping Station were formally
started by me. ThesSe pumps were con-

t structed by the Bethlehem Steel Company,
which was officially represented on that, |

occasion by Mr. Charles M. Schwab. There
were also present, in addition to the mem-
bers of the Sewerage Commission, many
prominent citizens, among whom were for-
mer Mayors Timanus and Mahool.

WATER DEPARTMENT.

In the yoar 1912 the case of the War-
ren Manufacturing Company versus the
City of Baltimore was tried by the City
Solicitor in the Circuit Court for Balti-
more City and decided in favor of the city.
The case was appealed and the Court of
Appeals has just rendered a decision sus-
taining the lower court, thus making a
great victory for the c¢ity. '

The contract for the erection of the

new dam to the 192-foot level was gaward-
ced in 1912 and the work is being actively
pushed. We hope to be able to store water
in thig dam at Loch Raven in September,
1913. The contract price for this dam is
$374,884.40.
. 'The total appropriation to the Water
Department for the year 1912 was $2.209.-
510 to be expended on the new dam at
I.och Raven, the purchase of property at
l1.och Raven, new pumps for Mount Royal
Pumping Station and the general main-
tenance of the Water Department.

TRIBUTE TO DR. BOSLEY.

I regret very much to record the death
of Dr. James Bosley, who, in an eminently
Satlafgct_ary way, occupied the office. of
commissioner of health of Baltimore city
for the past 12 years, having been ap-
pointed by Mayor Haves and continued
under the administration of Mayvors Me-
[.ane, Timanus, Mahool and myself. In
his death the city of Baltimore hasg suf-
fered the loss of a distiguished physician
and citizen and a capable and valued pub-
lic servant,

In the latter part of the year 1912
durlpg the lifetime of Dr. Bosley, active
consideration was given to the purifica-
tion of the milk supply, and we hope in
1913 to adequately protect our milk sup-
ply both by improvements in the sanitary
conditions at the sources of supply on the
dairy farms surrounding Baltimore and
also by closer inspection and careful elimi-
nation of the objectionable features sur-
rounding the milk gistribution within the
city, and we hope, during the year 1913,
to accomplish a more effective standardi-
zation for the bacterial count,

I think our Health Department will
compare favorably in cost and efficiency
with any similar department in the coun-

try.
FOR BETTER QUARTERS.

The old building now occupied by the
Health Department is remotely situated:
the entrance being on Gay street. through
a narrow courf. The city rents this buiﬁi-
ing from the Zion Church trustees for
$3,300 per year, and the lease terminates
on the 31st of April, 1913.. The arrange-
ment of the offices in this building and its
general appearance do not seem to be the

But
we will e¢ither have to leave our present
location in 1913 or take some steps to
have the building put in thorough sani-
tary condition and have a suitable en-
trance put through 'to Holliday street
which would be much more suitable as an
entrance to an important city department.

SEWER CONNECTIONS.

Upon the Health Department is im-
posed the obligation of inspecting the
house connections with the sewers. This
| placed on the subordinates of the
I{ealth Department a tremendous burden
and has worked the officials of the plumb-
ing division day and night.

The Sewerage Commission turned ovet
to the Health Department 17,000 houses
in 1912, and these are being handled as
cxpeditiously and as smoothly as is pos-
sible with work of this magnitude and

| importance.

I cannot Dbut regard the whole ques-
tion of the house connections required
by the sewerage law as a very serious
one, ;

When we consider that we have 127,000
houses in -Baltimore, most of them gmall,
‘ and that these scwer
requirements involve an expenditure of
from fifty to one hundred dollars a house,
In Some cases much more, the burden
upon the small owner whose house is
subject to a ground rent and a building
association mortgage on top of that is
very great. We recognize the tremendous
which it imposes on the
involving an expenditure of between one
and two millions of dollars by
the community least able to make the
expenditure.

WORK WAS EXPENSIVE.

These house connections may be made
in three ways : First, by the owner direct
second, by the oOaner emploving the
plumber, having work approved by the
chief engineer, the bill for the same to
be paid by the city and charged against
the property and collected ag taxes; or,
thirdly. have the city engineer do the
work through a plumber and charging the
cost: to the property and collected as
taxes.

At first examination the third of the
above propositions appeared to be the
most direct in cases where owners failed
or refused to make house connections
themselves. In practice. however, it wa¥
found that the work being done by the
city 'was apparently more expensive than
when done by the owner himeself, and, in
addition, great friction was created bDe-
tween property-owners and plumbers in
making these connections in this way.

We have, therefore, determined to prac-
tically abandon this third proposition of

the city installing the house connections, |

THE PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

The total number of pupils now at-
tending in both the day and night schools
is 66.870, with an average regular at-
tendance of 58,917.

A SUPPLY DEPARTMENT.

By the inauguration of a supply depart-
ment, the board in 1912 has effected a
saving of $43,5355.94. This saving 1S
hrought about by the sale of worn-out
books:; having books rebound and put in
condition for use; excess stationery pur-
chased by former boards; delivering sup-
plies as required instead of regular al-
lotments, and by using discarded books
in part pavment for new books.

One hundred and seventy-five thousand
five hundred and thirty books, all in good
usable coundition, have been redeemed
from the cellars and storerooms c¢f the
various school buildings and are now
being used. The books so recovered are
worth $72.500,

The school loan is now exhausted; the
remaining balance having been appro-
priated in the ordinance of estimates of
1913 to complete the Polytechnic Insti-
tute. |

The population of the city is increas-
ing so fast that it will soon be necessary
to raise new money for the purpose of
erecting school buildings.

In the expenditure of the last loan in
many cases money was used to erect
gchool buildings on lots occupied by old
buildings, by tearing down old buildings
and erecting new buildings in their
places.

This did not add very greatly to the|
