The Public Service Commission yester-
day submitted to Governor Goldsborough
its annual report showing its work for
the year ended on December 81. The re-
port was delayed by the investigation of
the Consolidated Gas, Electric Light and
Power Company. This investigation con-
sumed the time of the ceommission and
therefore delayed the submission of the

report.
In its report the members of the com-

mission say:

The toutine work of the commission has
been heavier than in any previous year,
and the character and importance of some
of the matters under investigation have
taxed the strength of the force and the
resources at our command to the ex-
treme,

The case of
Investigation of the Consolidated Gas,
Electric Light and Power Company, of
Baltimore, which has not been decided
at the date of this report. If was on
trial, however, from July to the Ilatter
part of November of 1912, 'T'he hearings
and argument consumed 47 days, and
the study of the great mass of testl-
mony and the elaborate and able Dbriefs
of counsel has occupied most of the time
of the commission since the argument
closed. A casc of this magnitude neces-

sarily interfered to a considerable degree:

with other matters before the c¢ommis-
sion, but these are in such shape that
they can be prmuptl;v disposed of after
the gas case 1s out of the way.

Dismissed and Satisfied.

During the vear 1912 there was filed
on the regular docket 249 cases, and the
number closed was 215. Some of the
cases closed were on the docket at the
close of 1911, but of the 249 filed during
1912, 194 were closed.

Disposition of Complaints.

The total number of cases disposed of
wag 442, in 203 of which there were
formal hearings. The correspondence
cases are by no means perfunctory mat-
ters. They all involve more or less re-
search, and numerous letters are required
to dispose of others. 'I'his i8, however,
by far the best means of disposing of cer-
tain classes of complaing and bring a
large number of people in touch with the
commission. The majority of such cases
are settled either by the corporation
granting the relief sought or by the com-
plainant dropping the matter after ex-
planation. Quite a number of the cases
left open are dependent upon other cases
on the formal docket and are carried here
as a mafter of convenience. A few of
the more important cases may properly
be mentioned here.

The case of the Baltimore Drug Ex-
change and others against the Baltimore
Belt Railroad Company and others was
instituted to obtain an order of the com-
miggion establishing a switching district
and switching rates in Baltimore city
and vicinity. The allegationg were that
the local movements of freight in carload
lots between railroads centering in Bal-
timore are essentially switching move-
ments and the charges therefor unrea-
sonably high. The railroad companies
replied that the establishment of a
switching district and switching rates
would ]i;rr:-mticully open thelr terminalg to
competing roads, against which the Pub-
lic Service Commission Law protects
them, that the local movements are not
switching movements as properly under-
stood, and that the charges for such serv-
ice are reasqQnable and fair. The commis-
sion took the view that the movement is
practically a switching movement, that
as the companies had opened their ter-
minals to each other upon their own
terms the question of protection of the
terminals was thereby waived or elimin-
ated, and that the question to be deter-
mined was the reasonableness of the
charge for the service now being per-
formed. Under the evidence in the case

and an order was passed accordingly.
The order has not been put into effect,
however, as' proceedings have been insti-
tuted  in the Circuit Court of Baltimore
City to review the commission’s findings.

Commutation Rates.

Old FKrederick Road Improvement As-
sociation against the United Railways
and Electric Company was instituted
to compel the defendant corporation to
establish commutation rates upon its
suburban lines. Under Section 16, of the
original act, common carriers are per-
mitted to issue mileage, excursion and
commutation tickets, It was considered
that this is permissive only and that the
commission had no power to compel the
iIssuance of such tickets. In a proceeding,
in which the lawfulness of certain “Resi-
dents’ Books” of tickets that had been
issued for a long time by the company
upbn some of its sifburban
raised, the commission was reluctantly
constrained to declare them unlawful.
A good deal of criticism of the commis-
sion and the company ensued, and an
appeal was made to the general assem-
bly, the outcome of which was Chapter
162, of the Acts of 1912, by which the
commission was authorized to establish
commutation rates. Considering that this
act was mandatory, the commission in
this case passed an order establishing
commutation rates upon all of the sub-
urban Ilines of the company. The case
consumed much time which was mainly
devoted to an effort to effect a settlement
that would be acceptable to the public
and the company. It is a source of regret
that this could not .be accomplished and
that the rates established by a majority
of the commission appear to be unsatis-
factory to the people concerned: but it
1s hoped that after they are put into
effect on February 1, 1913, -the public
will find that a substantial benefit has

On January 2, 1912, an order was
passed in the telephone case, which had

Ibeeu pending for sometime, prescribing

rates for telephone service in Baltimore
city, the rates to be effective May 1, 1912,
as to all of the schedules except the un-
limited business service, which was to be
superseded October 1, 1912, by measured
service, provided certain conditions in re-
lation thereto were complied with by the
company. Shortly before the latter date
a petition was filed on behalf of the Pro-
tective Telephone Association praying for
an extension of the effective date to
April 1, 1913, to enable the petitioners to
present new evidence upon the subject.
The extension was granted, but the dateé
for filing new evidence was limited to
January 1, 1913. Subsequently, by agree-
ment. of parties, the measured rate was
to be. put into effect January 1, 1913, and
the time for filing evidence advanced to
the first of the following April; the com-
pany waiving the three-year period, for
which the rates were to stand under the
orviginal order. The effect of all this is
that the telephone situation is opened for
further investigation.

Other cases of general interest, which
it is not necessary to discuss in detail
are mentioned by the commisgion.

Detail of Accidents.

A detailed statement of deaths and in-
juries resulting from accidents on all
kinds of utilities under the Jurisdiction
of the commission is submitted. It is to
be regretted that they show considerable
inereases over the figures of the preced-
ing year. The totals for the year ending
September 30, 1912, are 179 killed and
9,308 injured, an increase of 37 or 26
per cent., killed, and 1,180 or 14.4 per
cent. injured. Much the greater part of
the injuries are trivial and mainly due
to carelessness on the part of the public.
We do not know of any way to prevent
this cause of thousands of mishaps.
Study of the table shows that in the
case of steam railroads the increase in
fatalities to the public is due prinecipally
to trespassing on the property of the
companies. Passengers show an increase
of one killed, but there is A marked de-
crease 1n the number of passengers in-
Jured. There was an increase of two in
employes killed, confined entirely to
tralnmen who show an increase of 10,
while trackmen, yardmen, switchmen and
others show a decrease of eight. In-

the public killed number 33, an increase
of 2; the injured, 6,365, an increase of
680; employes, 4 killed, the same as last
year; injured, 1,367, an increase of 190.
The grand totals are increased in the
present ieport by the inclusion of tele-
phone companies which have not hereto-
fore reported accidents.

We are now arranging te hold a con-
ference with railway officials at an early
date, in the hope of obtaining stricter
discipline and supervision of employes
upon whose attention to duty the safety
of the traveling public so largely de-
pends. | hlse i

The matter of accounting by small
companies continues to be a source of
vexation.

There would seem to be no recourse
other than to send an accountant to visit
them and open books for them in accord-
ance with the rules of the commission
and this plan may be adopted. ;
