to say, the Democrats are too completely :
obsessed by him to shake off his malign !
grip. He seems to have a strangle hold |
on the party, and though many of the |
leaders would like to cast him overboard, |

they lack the nerve to do such an emi-
nently proper thing. To my mind his
importance is grossly exaggerated, and 1if
politiclans were not such a lot of cra-
vens, they would have sent him to the
scrap heap long ago.

“l assert that his prestige and power
are to a great extent mythical, and for
the most valid reasons. If Bryan were
really -as strong as his idolatrous hench-
men assert, why was it that the country
falled ‘to obey his orders to repudiate
certain Democrats whom he formally
blacklisted in hig newspapef, The Com-
moner?

The - quality of our 'wheat as
been exceptionally fine and our receipts
of soft winter wheat have been purely
local and exports limited, as the domestic
milling demand kept prices high te sup-
ply its needs, no soft wheat coming frowm
Western points. |

The estimated yield of corn for 1912 is
3,124,746,000 bushels, against 2,531,488,000
During the first four
months, exports were liberal, but were
then stopped entirely by high prices here
and very free offerings of Argentine corn
in Europe at much lower values. For the
last half of the year practically no corn
was available for export, and had not
the Argentine crop been g record one, the
world’s prices might have gone very
high.

The unusually large crop of oats, esti-
mated at 1.418,337.000 bushels, has
brought about exports this year, which
had practically been nothing since 1905.
A sudden and enormous demand arose in
Europe in the late summer and large
quantities were handled through our port.
The businesg was of such volume as to re-
quire many  large tramp steamers, and
{reight rates reached a very high level.

This year’s crop of hay is estimated at
12,691,000 tons, agiinst 54.916.000 tons
in 1911, and was much more generally dis-
The previous record crop was
70,798,000 tons in 1908. The season of
1912 presented unusual features, as the
small crop of 1911 caused large imports of
Canadian hay during the first half of 1912
(in spite of the duty of $4 per grossg ton),

t and alsp their distribution in a large ter-

ritory available to this market, owing to
crop conditions. The large and evenly dis-
tributed crop of 1912 practically reversed
these conditions during the last six months
of the year. The peculiarity of the move-
ment of Canadian hay caused congestion
of all terminals, resulting in frequent and
long embargoes. The Baltimore and Ohio
hay shed was embargoed 249 days and
open 116 days., Northern Central was em-
bargoed 266 days and open 99 days, West-
¢rn Maryland was embargoed 275 days
and open 90 days.- These embargoes were
prolonged by the fact that the railroads
reversed their previous rule of requiring
all local deliveries through the sheds and
allowed frack deliveries. Thus a large part
