Washington, January 28.—Charges that
a ‘‘combination of power companies’’ con-
trols electric power generated at Niagara
and that the proposed law plac-

Secretary of War would perpetuate that
combination, were made today before the
Foreign Affairs Committee by Represen-
tative C. B. Smith, of New York. Repre-
sentatives Smith, Simmons and Levy ap-
peared to oppose the bill. The measure
would give to the Secretary of War power
to issue permits to companies to generate
power at the falls and give preferenec
to those located there.

“T'he companies now
from the government,” said Mr. Smith,
‘“*‘have entered into a definite or tacit
agreement to avold competition and sell
power at the highest rates the trafific
will bear. And yet it is proposed here
to give these conspirators the preference
over all other applicants. The new Demo-
cratic sadministration is pledged to put
down monopoly and punish those respon-
sible for creating or maintaining combi-
nations in restraint of trade. Having run
down such a combination, are we going
on record in favor of fostering, protect-
ing and -perpetuating it?"”’

Mpr. Smith opposed the proposal to give
the federal government guthority to dis-
tribute permits to generate power -and
leave to the State of New York the power
of regulating the rates. This scheme, he
sald, would leave a ‘‘twilight zone” of
authority in which the corporations would
evade control by either government.

The committee will take up the bill in
executive session Thursday.

CHAIRMAN PUJO’S TASK

Locks Himself Up With Testimony

Taken on Money Trust.

Washington, January 28.-—Representa-
tive Pujo, chairman of the House Money
Trust Committee, went into temporary
retirement today to begin analysis of
testimony taken by the cm;lmﬂtee, and
to prepare the report, which' will be sub-
mitted tuv the House, recommending
legislation to deal with the banking and
currency situation. Mr. Pujo abandoned
his affice in the Capitol and with a volu-
minous collection of documents locked
himself and a clerk up in a room at his
hotel.
