THORPE ASKED FOR NAMES

College Men From North, Who In-
dian Says Played in Same League

With Him, to Have Their Ama-

teur Status Looked Into by Ath-
letic Union—Writes Request. to
Carlisle for Return of Trophies
Won at Olympic Meet.

New York, January 28.—The confession
of James Thorpe, the “world’s greatest
athlete,”’ that he played baseball as a
professional during the summer of 1909

and 1910 will result in a sweeping Iin-

vestigation of the standing of the several
other *“‘college men from the North’ who
Thorpe says played in the game league.
James K. Sullivan, secretary of the Ama-
teur Athletic Union, so announced today.

Mr. Sullivan said he had written
Thorpe, asking him to name the men thus
referred to in his confession,

‘“As soon as we recelve Thorpe’s reply,”’
Mr. Sullivan said, ‘‘we will begin an in-
quiry into the records of the other men
he-refers to. If any of them are holders
of Amateur Athletic Union records or
prizes we would have no choice but to de-
clare the records off and order the prizes
returned. We would, of course, send
them to the men who were second in the
respective events.

 Asked to Return Trophies.

“I have written glso to the proper au-

thorities at the Carligie Indian School,
asking them to return to me by express
‘lie trophies which Thorpe brought back
irom the Olympic games. I also sent a
cablegram this morning to Christian
ifelstrom, the Olympic games commis-
sionper at Stockholm, apprising him
Thorpe’s confession and notifying him
that the trophies would be returned.”
-~ T'he tokens of Thorpe’s glory on the
(liympic games which are thus stripped
from him and will be returned to Sweden
al'e & bronze bust of the King of Sweden,
which Thorpe won with the pentathlon,
and - the decathlon c¢up, a magnificent
niodel of an ancient Viking ship.

“Thorpe’s case ig at once one of the
oreatest tragedies and marvels of amateur
dthletices,”” Mr. Sullivan said. ‘It seems
incredible that he should have played for
fiwwo years as a professional and that no
olne has arisen till this late day to say
Of all the thousands of persons who

saw him play, of all the sporting writers

it the cities where he played and of all
(lie stockholders in the basgeball league
where he played it is passing strange that
there was nét one person to say befare
tiiig time that he was a professional.’”’

Exercises No Jurisdiction.

The snarl which the boatrd of goveruors
of the Amateur Athletic WUuaion will be
called upon to unravel because of Thorpe’s
professionalism appears today to. be less
complicated than was at

ticipated in very few events conducted
under the union’s rules, and that while
ilie Indian had won many prizes and es-
i1blished new records, most of the events
wel'e in college athletics over which the
union exercises no jurisdiction.

To expunge the records of new marks
set, by Thorpe the records committee of
the unlon, Mr. Sullivan announced, would
cunvass the sitnation shortly and make a
report fo the board of governors.

In his letter of yesterday Thorpe said
other college men were playing baseball
for money on the team of which he was a
member, and it was said today that an
investigation of these charges would be
made.

Just when Thorpe’s ftrophies will be
shipped to Sweden was .not announced to-
day. They are at Carlisle, but will prob-
ably be turned over to the American Olym-
pic Committee within a few days, together
with hundreds of other prizes he has won.
A special meeting of the committee may
be called to go over the gituation.

With Fayetteville, in 1910, as a first
baseman, played in 16 games at bat 52
times, runs scored 6, 13 hits, 1 three-
bagger, O sacrifice hits and 7 stolen bases
for a percentage of .250. As a pitcher
for - Fayetteville Thorpe worked in 20
games, winning 10 and losing the same
number for a percentage of .500.

In 44 games
he had a fielding percentage of .912, as

Thorpe "appeared here on only two oc-
casions, but left a great impression. Dur-
ing the 1911 football season the Carligle
Indians played Johps Hopking at Home-
wood, and though Thorpe was in the
game but five minutes, his work was
the real feature of the fray. The first time

he jumped into the fray he was given the |
35 yards before he was finally stOpped.\

On the very next play again he was
handed the pigskin, and he ran almost
the length of the field through a broken
field for a touchdown. At the joint Hop-
kKins-1'ifth Regiment game on ebruary
17, 1912, Thorpe performed phenomenally.
