Charleston, W. Va., January  28.—
Today was the first day of real work of
the thirty-first session of the West Vir-
ginia legislature, and when adjournment
was taken late this afternoon 161 bills
and a score of joint resolutions had been
offered for the legislative mill. The so-
called administration bills, such as public
service commission, primary
county officers’ salary, statewide prohibi-
tion and bills carrying out the effects of
the prohibition amendment to the Con-
stitution, working of jail prisoners on
county roads, good roads, production tax
on coal, o0il and gas, corrupt

and others, were introduced. Then there
were bills relating to crimes against
morality and decency, a ‘‘blue-gky” law
bill, many municipal charter bills, a mu-

niecipal code bill and many of a local

character. Resolutions were offered at-
tempting to change the Constitution to
provide for the initlative, referendum and
recall, woman suffrage and providing for
a lieutenant governor and relative to the
Several anticigarette bills
were offered, and Senator French again
presented his “jim-crow’’ ear bill,

Most of the important bills were pre-
sented in both houses today. They were
referred to the various committees, and
some of them may be reported back to-
morrow. Both houses limited the num-
ber of attaches,.
No. 1, was passed and will go to Gov-
ernor Glasscock tomorrow. It appro-
priates money to pay the members and
attaches for the extraordinary session ex-
tending from January 2 to January 8. The
Senate added three new committees—on
temperance, on forestry and conservation
and on the Virginia debt.

In the appointment of the Senate stand-
ing committees President Woods ignored
the recommendations of the Republican
caucus in some instances, but his ap-
pointments are satisfactory. to those most
concerned. .
