Albany, N. Y., January 29.—1he fame
of Gen. Daniel E. Sickles ds a soldier
should not deter New York state in its
efforts to collect the $23,476 unaccounted
for by the General, as chairman of the
New York Monument Commission. This
is the view advanced by Attorney Gen-

eral Carmody in a letter today to Mrs.
Helen D. Longstreet, of Gainesville, Ga.,
widow of the Confederate general.

In a telegram to Attorney General Car-
mody Mrs. Longstreet offered to raise
$23,476 from ‘‘the ragged and maimed
followers of Lee.”

Attorney General Carmody's letter says:

“Your sympathetic and patriotic ex-
pressions do justice to your heart, but
they do violence to the facts in this case.
General Sickles is being prosecuted by
the State of New York for converting to
his own use the sum of $23,476. 'This
money came into his hands as chairman
of the State Monument Commission, to
be used, among other purposes, for the
erection of monunrents to mark the rest-
ing-places on the Field of Gettysburg of
the brave seldiers who fell in defense of
their country, and to provide for a cele-
bration upon the Field of Gettysburg, In
which those living might participate at
the state’s expense, in a fitting manner.

- “General Sickles appropriated this
gamount to his own use. This he has not
attempted to justify or to defend, admit-
ting that he took the state’'s money for
private use without authority of law—an
act. which, under our laws and under the
laws of all civilized governments, means
stealing. He was given his own time to
repay this amount, and that time was
extended, at his suggestion, without any
desire to embarrass him, and with the
full appreciation of the c¢laim which he
has upon this nation for the great serv-
ices he rendered in the rebellion.

‘“These services cannot be over-esti-

|mated; but even the fame of.the soldier

must not be used as a c¢loak or protec-
tion for the commission of crime, and it
is nothing less than misdirected sympathy
to undertake to so confuse the questions

involved as to make an ordinary prosecu- !

tion for a crime seem like persecution,
and to elevate as a martyr a person who
confesses his dereliction.

VETERANS POORLY FED

Report on the National Soldiers’

Home in California.

Washington, January 29.—‘The com-
fort and happiness of our former soldiers
should not be sacrificed and their years
shortened in order that a few dollars may
be saved to the nation’s treasury. While
economy is commendable, it should not be
obtained at the sacrifice of the comfort
and happiness of the nation’s preservers.”

This declaration was contalned in a re-
port made to the Scnate today by the spe-
cial committee which investigated condi-
tions at the Pacific branch of the National
Home for Disabled Volunteer Soldiers, at
Santa Monica, Cal. The committee re-
ported that the veterans were poorly | fed
and that their housing conditions could
be greatly IiImproved. It recommended
many changes in the conduct of the home,
chief among which were “more liberal ap-
propriations for food and better facili-
ties for cooking.” :

Senator Jones presented to the Senate
with the report a bill to transfer control
of the home to the War Department. The
investigating commitiee found no evi-
dences of graft or misappropriation of
funds, It found that the soldiers were
being fed, however, for from 16 to 20
cents a day, while in the National Home
at Washington the average is 80 cents a
day.

ANCIENT NORTH AMERICA

Prof. Tozzer Finds Mexico Was

Civilized In the Early Days.

Washington, January 29.—Mexico and
the countries of Central America en-
joyved a clvilization when all the re-
mainder of the Western Hemisphere was
sunk in darkness, according to Prof.
Alfred M. Tozzer, of Harvard University,
whose ftreaties on Mexican manuscripts
was made public today: by the Smith-
sonian Institution. The 1investigator
found that the ancient peoples had their
own methods of counting time by means
of crude calendars, and that their revo-
lntion from recording events through
picture ' writing into actual phonetic
writing 1s distinct.

“Unfortunately, the material available
is very limited,” Professor Tozzer com-
plains, referring to the scarcity of manu-
scripts. “The number of manuscripts 1is
exceedingly small, for through their
earnest efforts to stamp out the religion,
ancient doctrines and teaching of the na-
tives the Spaniards destroyed a large
number of the manuscripts.”
 The paper, which is regarded as a dis-
tinet addition- to the world’s knowledge
of the ancient North American peoples,
is published by the institution as an ad-
dition to its annual report of 1911.

ONE TERM FOR PRESIDENT

Senate Will Finally Act on Works’

Resolution Today.

Washington, January 28.—Final action
on the resolution proposing a six-year
presidential term, to be submifted as a
constitutional amendment to the states,
will be taken in the Senate before ad-
journment tomorrow. The Works reso-
lution, which has been pending for, sev-
eral months, has been made a special
order of Dbusiness. It is believed the
measure will have a strong majority in
its favor. The proposed amendment, if
ratified by two-thirds ‘of  the states,
would become effective after the end of
President Wilson’s present term.

COMPLAINT AGAINST QUEBEC
Canadian Prt;vince Removes Export

Tax From Crown Land Timber.

Washington, January 29.—As the re-
sult of complaints against the recent or-
der of Quebec, Canada, purporting to re-
move all restrictions or export tax from
the timber of certain crown lands of
that province, President Taft personally
will decide whether wood pulp and paper
made from the timber affected will be
entitled to free entry into the United
States.

According to representations to this

UNCLE SAM’S IDLE CASH

Plan to Deposit It in Banks and
Draw Interest.

Washington, January 29.—A 1loss of
$40,000,000 that the governiment might
have received in interest on idle funds
in the Treasury since 1905 and a much
greater loss on funds deposited without
interest in national banks, will be de-
scribed in a report soon to be made to
the House favoring the adoption of the
Goeke bill for a compulsory deposit law.

Figures will show, according to mem-
bers of the House Committee on Expen-
ditures in. the Treasury Department, that
the government can earn from $2,000,000
to $3,000,000 a year on its idle cash. The
proposed law would compel banks to
bid for deposits, would limit the amount
any bank might receive, and compel all

sheep,

banks to pay interest on government de-

posits. .

The report of the committee is expected
to show that under a 2 per cent. inter-
est law the government could ‘have
earned nearly $150.000,000 - since 1886 on
idle funds in the Treasury and money
deposited in national banks.
