Belair, Md., January 29.—The Harford

County Racing Commission has finally de-

¢lded to require the establishment of the
pari-mutuel system of betting on all race-
tracks under its jurisdiction in Harford
county this year. This was the statement
made today by J. Alexig Shriver, a mem-
ber of the commission, and it sounds the
deathknell to the old bookmaking system,
gbout which such an uproar was made in
connaction with the Havre de Grace track
last fall, Commissioner Shriver has been
A strong advocate of the pa'ri-mutuel Sys-
tem, and at the time the Havre de Grace
track was . under fire made known his

oplnion.

At a meeting held some months ago the
commission passed a resolution favoring
the pari-mutuel system for the county.
The resolution brought forth some vigor-
our protests from those interested in
maintaining the old system, but after a
gsearching investigation the commission
has conecluded that in the interest of racing
iteelf the pari-mutuel system must be es-
tablished. Therefore the commission will
grant no permits for any race meefing
-held in the county unless it is assured
that thig method of betting will prevail.
In Harford county the adoption of the
pari-mutuel system is éxpected to greatly
_offset the adverse public sentiment against
racing at Havre de Grace, and when the
meet is held during the coming spring it
is expected it will have more hearty co-
operation. Last year the Havre de Grace
track netted Harford *¢ounty something
like $6,000 for public road building, and this
item looked pretty good to the people.

The pari-mutuel system will do away
with the syndicate book which predomi-
nated at half-mile tracks. For example,
the privilege of bookmaking was sold to
one man, who would install all the books
and the odds at every one would be the
game. Under the pari-mutuels, after the

commission is deducted for the racing as-
sociation, the balance goes to the persons
who bet on the winning horse. © While the
commigsion admifs that the pari-mutuel
system will not yield the same financial
return to the small tracks as bookmaking,
yet it believes it will go a long way
toward winnigg public confidéence in the
sport. |

Begides granting a license to the Har-
ford Agricultural and Breeders’ Associa-
tion for the spring meet at the Havre de
Grace track to be held from April 18 to
May 1, inclusive, Mr. Shriver stated the
Racing Commission has algo received: ap-
plication from theé Havre deé Grace Fair
Assoeiation for dates for a: spring meet
to begin June 1. The grounds of the
latter association are located on Harry B.
Wolf’s . farm, and adjoin the Harford
Agricultural and Breeders’ Association’s
track. Work was begun last year to put
the grounds of the fair association in
gshape for racing, but ‘when the  Racing
Commission refused to give dates for a
meet the work was abandoned.: 5

Oppose Application.

When asked if the " commission would )

grant dates to the new fair association,
Mr. Shriver would not commit himsgelf.
He #aid: “The fair | |
have applied to the commission for' dates
for a spring meet, but the request, has
been laid over for consideration at a
meéting to be held in Havre de Grace next
Saturday. I am not in a position to say
whether the commission will grant the
dates. There is considerable opposition
to having the additional new track at
Havre de Grace and I cannot say in ad-
vance just what actiion . the -commission
will fake in the matter:” Irom the tone
of Mr. Shriver's remarks it will not be
‘surprising if the commission refuses the
_ pequest of the fair association. Should
dates be granted it is the intention of

the fair association pcople to begin work

at once on the building, track, ete. _
