Dover, Del., January 29—The Delaware
senatorial deadlock was broken here at |
‘noon today, with the election of Willard
Saulsbury, Democrat, to the United |
States Senate. The deadlock lasted three
weeks.

The four Kent county insurgents, Sena-
tor Willilams and, Representatives Cum-
mins, Houston and Schueider, held their
usual morning conference before going to
their seats in their respective chambers.
all agreeing to stand together, as they
had done on previous days. It developed,
however, in the conference, that Repre-

sentative Cuminins was  weakening and

_/ wobbling, his colleagues realizing that a
decided, change had come over him from
yesterday. He, however, assured them
that he would make no change without
giving: them notice. His colléagues learned
however, that Cummins had been in the
company of, Mr. Armstrong, a Saulsbury
lieutenant, near Odessa, practically all of
last night and this morning.

Cummins, apparently had not fully de-
cided to make the change unti] about five
minutes before the balloting, when he
went to. the Senate chamber and in-
formed Senator Williams that he was |
solng over to Saulsbury. Williams plead-
cd with "Jhim to make no change for a |
day, at least, but Cummins was obstinate.
Cummins 'returned to his seat in the
House beslde  Representative Schneider,
to whom he in no wise revealed his in- |
tentlon, and Schneider was astonished
When Cummins answered the roll call
with the name. of Willard Saulsbury.
Cummins’ vote was received with ap-
plause and hurrahs. The balloting pro-
ceeded gnd Representative Houston voted
for Saulsbury. As this vote caused the |
election, pandemonium broke loose. Spec-
tators in the lobby and on the floor of
the House ran to the seats of the two
men and embraced them, some even kiss-
ing them and patting their cheeks, !

It was some minutes before order was
restored sufficiently to have the balloting
continued, threats being made to clear the
floor if order was not speedily forthcom-
ing. The balloting proceeded, and Repre-
sentative Schneider voted for Saulsbury,
which gave him 27 votes out of the 29, 26
only being needed today because of the
absence of two senators.

With three out of the four Kent coun-
men voting for Saulsbury, Senator
\ Williams, who had voted for James H.

*Iughes, asked to have his vote changed

0 Saulsbury, which gave Mr. Saulsbury
the entire Democratic vote. After the
voting Democrats and Republicans glike
applauded because of the break of the
deadlock.

The full ballot as taken toda
follows:

THE DUPONT BOULEVARD

T. Coleman DuPont’s Plan to Ascer-
tain. Wishes of the People.
Special Dispatch %o The ~American..

Dover, ' Del.,  January 29.—Governor
Miller, through his secretary of state, pre-
sented to the House today a special mes-
f-:.agé carrying with it a letter sent to the
Governor by T. Coleman DuPont, of
Wilmington, regarding the DuPont boule-
vard, which is in litigation in the United
States Supreme Court. The message and
letter were read in full, after which an
order was made for the printing of 1,000
copies of the letter, so that the people of
Belan*are might know what Mr. DuPont
proposes and recommends.

In his letter Mr. Du Pont says in part: |

“1 desire to address you as briefly as
possible upon the subject of the boulevard
which I am trying to build throughout the
length of the state. As you know, I

organized a corporation called " Coleman
DuPont Road, Incorporated, under the
general corporation law as amended by
what is known as the boulevard amend-
ment, for the purpose of building the
boulevard, and began work in 1911. . In
acquiring the rights of way, developing an
organization, buying equipment, materials,
supplies and in grading and other con-
struction work on rights of way acquired
I have so far spent about $300,000, and
the work had just begun to show Drogress
when it was stopped by litigation which
called in question the constitutionality of
the boulevard law. By reason of this liti-
gation, under advice of attormeys, work
on the road was stopped in April last
year. Work was stopped Dbecause the

litigation, of course, attacked the validity

of every act that might be done by the

horpm*atiﬁn and even its rights to exist.

“Nevertheless. I have continued down to

Idate to maintain the nucleus of the or-

canization and to preserve the equipment,
and materials at a constant monthly cost.
The case was argued in tne Supreme
Court of Delaware in June, 1912, and in
July the court unanimously decided in
favor of the constitutionality of the boule-
vard law. From thig decigion in my
favor. those who oppose the boulevard
and are attacking the constitutionality of
the law, have appealed to the Supreme
C'ourt of the United States. They are not
willing to assist in expediting a decision
by that court. As is well known, the
docket of the United States Supreme Court
is crowded, and it is probable that if
the case must wait its regular turn it
will not be decided for three years. My
attornevs think that the case can be ad-
1'{111(‘*&{’1‘011 the docket and heard speedily
if both sides will join in an application to
that end, and a certain showing can Dbe
made to the court of public interest in
the subject matter of the suit.

“y gscertdain the wishes of the people
I propose the following:

‘“Inasmuch as it is impossible to enact
q law simply to sustain a law already on
the statute books, I suggest that a bill
he introduced into the General Assembly

| repealing the boulevard amendment, and

also authorizing the repayment to Cole-
man DuPont Road, Incorporated, the
sum of $50,000, deposited by said corpora-
tion with the state treasurer and now
held in trust by him under said boule-
vard amendment, upon the delivery to the
socretary of state of a certificate of vol-
untary dissolution of said corporation.

““1f these acts should fail to pass the
legislature I shall understand that . a
majority of the people of Delaware want
a boulevard. If they should be passed,
I shall understand that a majority of the
people do not ‘want the boulevard, and
will at once take steps to restore the
land, given or condemned, to the former
owners and give up all interest therein
and title thereto.”

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TO GUT DEEP IN
RATES ON SHOES

MANUFACTURERS OPPOSE ANY
REDUCTION.,

Representatives of Makers, Whole-
salers, Retailers and Labor Unions
Make Unsuccessful Fight Before

Retain the

Present Tariff—Underwood Says
Rates Are Prohibitive.

House Committee to

Washington, January. 29.—An unsuc-
cessful fight to have the House Commit-
tee on 'Ways and Means retain the pres-
ent tariff of 10 and 15 per cent. ad valo-
rem. on boots and shoes occupied most
of today’s session. Chairman Under-
wood, of the committee, flatly told the
gathering of representatives of the whole-
sale and retail shoe industries of the
country that the tariff now was pro-
hibitive; that there was no revenue, and
and that retention of the present rates
was impossible. Questions of the com-
mittee indicated a sentiment favorable to
a big drop in those rates.

Numerous spnkesmet appeared for the
various branches of the shoe business—
national associations of the manufac-
turers, wholesalers and retailers and of

the labor unions—all favoring the present

duties. Mr. Underwood said that the

Democrats did not purpose to play favor-
ites as between industries in the work
of carrying out the party pledge for re-
vision downward; that while he hoped
there never would be a Democratic tariff
S0 below the reasonably ' competitive
basis as to close down any factory in
the country, he and others of the com-
mittee wanted to write such rates as
would stimuylate a reasonable competition.
He suggested that the final arbiter, the
American people, at the last election had
rendered a verdict for ‘“tariff for reve-
nue’”’ instead of “for protection,” and
that *‘you cannot expect us to write a
protective tariff even if only 2 per cent.”

This foreshadowing of the Democratic
policy of the coming extra session of
Congress came about during the examina-
tion of J. Franklin McElwain, of Boston,
head of a large shoe manufacturing com-
pany. Mr. Mcllwain protested that. a
drop to 2 per cent. ad valorem would
mean the abolition of the manufacturers’
profits, and that putting shoes on the
free list gradually would result in wage
reductions. ‘‘T'he ultimate consumer,” he

agreed, would benefit by free shoes, but
it would strike a blow at an immense
industry.

“"Are you willing, as a witness under
ocath,’’ ingisted Mr. Underwood, ‘‘to state
that if we put shoes on the free list
it is going to wipe out American com-
petition with foreign shoes?”

Mr. McElwain hesitated and finally
said ‘*No,”” adding, however, that work-
men would hbe forced to accept less
wages.

The committee was curious to Kknow
why the tariff was necessary when the
American manufacturers were selling
shoes ‘‘in 87 countries,’”” in one instance
at the ‘‘very door of the foreign com-
petition.”” Mr. McElwain said that ex-
ports were no criterion of competitive
conditions, and that ‘‘you can sell a gold
brick in any coumdry; it’'s the salesman
that turns the trick.”

Washington, January 29.-—With
election today of Willard Saulsbury as
Jnited States senator from Delaware, the
Democratic strength in the next Senate
swung from the  precarious figure of 48,
or exactly one-half of the Senate to the

safer total of 49, or 3 majority of two.
Mr. Saulsbury’s election, added to the
victory recently secured in Tennessee, as-
sures the Democratic party absolute con-
trol of the Senate after March 4. The
vote of Vice President Marshall would
have Dbeen | the deciding factor in any
event, but the addition of another Demo-
catic vote to the column gives the party
leaders what they believe to be a safe
margin for tariff and legislative action.
(f,‘ontest:q will exist in the legislatures ot
New Hampshire, West Virginia, Illinois,

' with a total of four senators to be elected

about whose political
now exists. - . A victory in any one, of
these states would so materially
strengthen the Democratic party that the
Senate would be completely removed from
the element of uncertainty. The attitude
of the Progressives and the progressive
Republicans upon tariff matters is as vet
unknown, but the margin of strength
promised to the Democrats makes it un-
hecessary, it is believed, to count upon
any combinations with the Progressives.

Of the entire membership of 96 senators
63 will hold over beyond March 4. Of
these 32 are Republicans and 31 Demo-
The terms of 32 members expire
in March and there is, in addition. one
vacancy in Illinois. Thus far 17 Demo-
cratic senators have been elected and the
election of Senator Bacon in Georgia is
certain, making 18 Democrats to take the
oath of office on March 4.

The opposition forces, including both
the Republicans and Progressives, have
elected 11 new senators. The Senate
after March 4 will stand as follows, if the
deadlocks are not broken in Illinois., New
Hampshire and West Virginia: Demo-
crats, 49:; Republicans and Progressives,
J; vacancies, 4.

PROGRESSIVES AID THEM

Help Democrats to Vote Down Exec-
utive Session,

Washington, January 29.—The second
skirmish between Republicans and Demo-
crats of the Senate over President Taft’'s
appointments resulted today in defeat of
the Republicans. As a result the Repub-
lican leaders had less confidence tonight
in their ability to break up the Demo-
cratic opposition and to force action upon
some of the hundreds of pending appoint-
ments.

A motion for an executive session,
made early Iin the day by Senator Cullom,
was lost on a tie vote, 31 to 31. The
Democrats drew to their aid Senators
Bristow and Lafollette, Republicans, and
Poindexter, Progressive. After a thor-
ough canvass of the Senate later Repub-
lican leaders could see little chance of
breaking this deadlock, as absent mem-
bers were equally divided Dbetween the
two parties. |
