Commissioner of Street Cleaning ILar-
kKins annual report, made public vester-
day, contains a number of interesting
According to the Commis-
sioner, the department experienced an ab-
normal year in several respects. Despite

Ground Rent Plan,

“In order to meet this situation it has
been suggested that if property. which
it is neécessary to acquire, 1s offered at
reasonable figures, and the proposed
chase, after careful consideration by the

roper municipal authorities, is author-
zed, the landowner could
ground rent, the amount thereof to be
equal, if capitalized at 6 per cent., to
the purchase price of the property. This
ground rent thus created,
commissioners of the city could acquire,
if the leasehold estate were acquired by
the city, for by law the commissioners
are expressly authorized to - acquire
ground rents on city property, and, as
a matter of fact, now own such ground
rents. The suggestion also includes an
arrangement between the finance commis-
sioners and this department, whereby the
latter would agree to pay out of current
revenue not only the annual, ground
rent, but also a certain sum each year,
to be credited on account of the prinei-
pal invested. This suggestion is sub-
mitted without recommenadtion, but for
discussion, in order that some means
may be devised for financing acquirements
not outside the present proposed beoun-
daries of our park areas, but inside
those boundaries, and, accordingly, ac-
quirements twhich we know now the city
will have to make some dayv, and which
we realize will cost much less now than,
say filve or ten years from now, even if
they be not improved with dwellings in
the mjeantime.”

forts made to arouse the father. One of
the sons summoned a physician, but when
he arrived a few minutes later he pro-
nounced the father dedd. Mr. Lochte had
evidently gotten up from hiss bed short-
ly before 2 o’clock., The cot on which

 he was lying had been kept in the cellar

for some time and was on a shelf in the
side wall.

The children can assign no reason for

his act. Mr. Lochte was born in Ger-
many and came to America when a voung
man, KFor years he was a farmer in
Baltimore county. Ten years ago he re-
tired and came to the city to live with
his children. (e

Ratican was found at 1 o’clock vester-
day afternoon, also with a gas tube in
his mouth, in the second story back room
of 1008 East Eager street, hy Mrs. Mary
Sayles, with whom he boarded. He had
been dead for some time. The body was
removed to St. Joseph's Hospital in the
Northeastern district ambulance, which
was summoned by Patrolman Watchman,
of the Northeastern district. »+ The physi-
cians announced that life Had been ex-
tinct for several hours.

Friends of the dead man say that he
had been morose for several weeks, fol-
lowing his failure to become a member

of the Police Department, after having

filed application and
amined. It is said
meanor in his earvly
him from admission. On Tuesday night
Ratican had retired in
spirits and had been joking. But at times
it was noticed that he worrled a great deal
because of lack of work, He had boarded
at the Eager street address for several
months., As -uSual,
Mrs. Sayles went to call Ratican, but
her repeated knocking on the door failed
to evoke a response. She called several
of her relatives and together they went
to the room, the door of which was
unlocked, On entering the room they
found Ratican, partly dressed, 1lying
across the bed with the gas tybe tightly
held between his teeth., The room reeked
with the odor of gas which was flowing
from the hose, one end of which was at-
tached to a gas cock above the bed. When
all efforts to rouse Ratican failed Mrs.
Sayles notified Patrolman Watchman and
the ambulance was summoned.

Ratican was born in Northeast Balti-
more and was reared within several
blocks of the house in which he died.
He is survived by a brother (Thomas Rati-
can), higs father having fallen dead at
Christmas three years ago, and his sister
having died suddenly several months ago.
Coroner Davis gave a certificate of sui-
cide by inhaling gas.

Will Exchange All Preferred Stock

for Common.

~The ,Public -Service Commission yester-
day .granted the petition of the Consoli-
dated Gas Electric Light and Power Com-
pany, which prayed that the company be
allowed to exchange its entire issue of
preferred stock for common. This will re-
tire the preferred stock. Commissioners
Hering and Timanus signed the order,
Commissioner Laird refusing. The latter

left for Cambridge without giving his’

reasons for withholding his signature.
The order directs that the Gas Cﬂmpnn:'r
shall report to the commission promptly
al exchanges of stock and sales of com-
mon . stock.

Albert €. Ritchie, the people’s counsel,
opposed the granting of the petition un-
less the Gas Company gave a gas rate
of 70 cents and an -electricity rate of
7% cents, The action of the majority of
the members of the commission, however,
clearly indicates that they will stand by
the 80-cent and 814-cent rates unanimous-
ly ordered by the threer commissioners
several weeks ago. ;

The commissioners’ report follows:

“Whereas, the Consolidated Gas Electric
Light and Power Company of Baltimore
has by its application, filled with this com-
mission on the 22d day of January, in the
year 1913, applied to this commission for
an order authorizing it to issue $6,360.054
of the common stock of said corporation
