Weather and Strikes Do Harm.

“Many of the New York manufacturers
wihose business has been crippled or
brought to a standstill by the present
labor disturbances are figuring that they
may be able to beat the strikers by hav-
ing their work done in other cities,’”’ re-
marked Harry L. Way, of New York, at
the Belvedere. ‘A great deal of clothing
material is being sent to Rochester, Phil-
adelphia, Baltimore and other centers,
where the peace has not as yet been
broken, with the hope that it can be
worked up into the inished product in
time for regular delivery. This plan is
better than nothing, but at best it is only
a makeshift. It is also open to the dan-
ger of causing an extension of the indus-
trial troubles, for as soon as the wage-
earners in the other towns findiout how
their brethren are being utilized they
will be assalled with the cry of ‘scab,’
and the warfare will break out in a new
place. _

“With the strikes and the weather,
there isn’t much for the commereial trav-
eler to boast about, and not a few of
them are pessimistic. The unseasonable
weather has caused such an accumulation
of stocks that merchants are shy of or-
dering the goods they know they must
have at a late date., It is pretty hard
to get business out of a man who has but
to cast his eyes around to view shelves
from which hardly any merchandise has
been 'taken. The lack of a good, old-
fashioned winter means the loss of more
money to tradesmen than I'd like to esti-
mate, but it surely goes into the mil-
lions."”’ '

Why Worse in the Winter.

‘“Cold in itself does not tend to make
a smallpox epidemic any more virulent;
but as a matter of fact the disease is
much worse in cold  weather than when
the temperature is mild,” said Dr. C. D.
Dellinger, of Buffalo, at the Stafford.

““The conditions that are produced by a
low temperature are favorable to the
spread of smallpox, for in times of great
cold people are prone to shut themselves
in, to huddle up and very frequently to
take little sanitary precautions. In the
hot summer period human beings scatter |
into the open and Dbetter hygienic condi-
tions prevail. Inh~some parts even of the
United States there is smallpox pretty
much the year round. Mexican cities are
rarely free from it, and the people are so |
accustomed to it thgt its prevalence is
viewed with indifferenee.”

To the Editor: 1In reply to Mr. Swep-
son EKarl's statement in
American, I would say the scarcity of
oysters does not reach us. I am at pres-
ent living near three packing-houses
which have in'their buildings and afloat
enough oysters to last until the last
of March. "Without a change, Crisfield

with oysters. I was at Annapolis two
weeks ago and talked with at least 50
oystermen, who said there are more ovs-
ters in the Chesapeake Bay this year than
for 20 years. 1 saw the oystermen put
out from 40 to 50 bushels of oysters to
the boat. All of the Western States are
now overstocked with oysters.

Most any drowning man will catch at a
straw. If a man wants planting, let him
get someone to talk for him who knows
something about it.
increase the amount of oysters by plant-
ing? If he takes the oysters from the
public beds, whom does that profit? It
profits the planter. He takes his boat
and puts a few tramps in it. He will
catch one bushel of oysters off his pri-
vate bed and five bushels off the public
bed. There is not one of the planters on
the river who wants planting except
those who want natural beds.
ren bottoms they say they do not want.

In 1908 I read a letter from a man at
East Creek, who said he had Dbeen
there for over 10 years, and in that time
he had planted .one million bushels of
shells. He planted 30,000 bushels of oys-
ters yearly. He gave 30 shuckers em-
ployment from the 1st of September to
the 1st of March. These shuckers opened
the 30,000 bushels of oysters and what
oysters were caught off the 1,000,000
bushels of shells. There are a good many
tales told about oyster-planting. If you
want to increase the quantity of oysters,
give us men who will respect the law.
It is very well to talk planting oysters
when you do not understand it. What
do the Shelllsh Commissioners care for
the tonger? There is not one of them
who can tell a natural bed from a mud
bottom. Now, give' us men in the legis-
lature of 1914 like those of 1912, and our
oyster business will be at an end.

DETENTION HOUSE

AUTOPSY TO BE PERFORMED
THIS MORNING.

Mother, a Russian Woman, Had

Been Ordered Deported, and She

Is Alleged to Have Threatened to

If Sent
Back to Europe—No Cause Given
for Death of Girl-Baby.

day morning, and, owing to peculiar cir-
cumstances surrounding the death of one,
Coroner Hempel,
district, is making an investigation., This
morning he will perform an autopsy and
an inquest will be held at the Southern
Police Station tonight.

The mother, a Russian woman held for
deportation, is alleged to have remarked
several days ago that if she were de-
ported she would throw her children over-
board. Dr. A. 8. Pirosh, physician in
charge of the detention house, issued a

certificate of death due to double pneu-
monia and meningitis in the case of the
second child to die, but an autopsy will
also probably be performed on both bodies.
The twins were 18 months old.  Their
names were Rifkj Pilevsky, a girl. She
was found dead at 8 o’clock yesterday
morning. 'The cause is not yet known.
Alie Pilevsky, a boy, died at 3 o’clock
vesterday afternoon. Death was due to
double pneumonia and meningitis. =~
The Russian woman has four other chil-
dren at the ' detention house, two of
whom are suffering from measles. TUntil
yvesterday morning the twins were appar-
ently well, and last Sunday were exam-
ined by a government physician, who pro-
nounced them healthy. Yesterday morning
Mrs. Koether, superintendent of the deten-
tion house, notified Dr. Pirosh, who lives
on Fort avenue, near Hull, that one of the
children had died during the night. Dr.
Pirosh, after making an examination, de-
clined to issue a certificate of death and
notified the police, who, in turn, notified

Dr. Hempel.

The Coroner went immediately to the
detention house and also decided not to
issue a certificate of death due to natural
causes and ordered an autopsy and In-
quest. The body of the child showed no
traces of measles. The mother was dis-
tracted and it required the combined ef-
forts of a numbey of women to quiet her.

Dr., Pirosh also examined the other
children and noted that the little boy.
Alie, was dangerously ill with double
pneumonia and meningitis. He made
every effort to save the child's life, and
even injected pneumonia serum. At 3
o'clock yesterday afternoon the boy died.
The two other children, who were dis-
covered to be ill, were removed to the
hospital. Captain Cole, of the Southern
police district, assigned Sergeant Schulte
to find the father. Sergeant Schulte met
Pilevsky at Gay and lL.ombard streets as
he was leaving the Custom-house and
took him to the Southern Police Station.

When questioned by the police, he said

he had been in America for the last two
vears and three months, working in Cleve-
land., O. During his stay in this® coun-
try, he said, he had saved up $500, and
of this amount he had sent his wife $300,

Hospital Buildings and Cottage
and to Make Additions to Dining
Hall—Architects to Submit Plans

Yesterday was a busy day in the vari-
ous departments of the state government,
and Governor Goldsborough was in the
city all of the afternoon attending meet-
ings of various commissions and receiving

Building. Probably the most important
action taken by any of the Dbodies was
that relative to the construction of addi-
tional buildings at the Springfield Hos-
pital for the Insane.

The im-
provements will enable the taking care of
200 additional patients, or, in other
words, the institution will be cnabled to
accommodate 1,500 patients.
