- That he and his driver were not more

seriously injured is due to the quickness
of Chief HEmerson. He is stationed at.
No. 6 Engine Company, on Gay street,
and was promoted to the office of dis-
trict chief several months ago. 'The
chief had been to his home, 1820 East
Lafayette avenue, for dinner when the
alarm was sounded. He hastened to his
carriage and started toward the box at
Albemarle and Stiles streets. Chief
FEmerson was driving south on Caroline
street,

THROWN TO STREET.

When he passed Fairmount avenue the
horse began going faster. He had a clear
path, but to assure himself that no one
on Baltimore street would attempt to
cross Caroline street he continued the
ringing of his gong. Just as he reached
Baltimore street he saw a G.-B.-S. Brew-
ery delivery motor truck traveling east
on the south side of the street.

This did not prevent the collision, and
when the big truck and the carriage
crashed Chief Emerson and Camp-
bell were thrown out, the horse knocked
down and: the chief’s carriage badly dam-
aged.

Campbell was able to rise without as-
sistance.

At first it was thought
Chlef Emerson had broken a bone of his
right leg, but an examination revealed
that it had only been wrenched., His
back gave him considerable pain.
Accompanied by the physician he was
taken to his home, while Campbell, who
was also gilven treatment by Dr. Valen-
tini, returned to No. 6 Engine-house.

FIREMEN WORKED. HARD.

The Van Lill plant is in the center of
a group of some of the largest factories
in the city, and only through the effi-
cient work of the firemen, under the
supervision of Chief Dunn, who had been
summoned after the accident to Chief
Emerson, were the flames kept from
spreading.

Officer Charles Grauling, of the East-
ern district, discovered the fire, and
sounded an alarm. Flames were first seen
in the cooking department, and had
spread throughout the factory by the
time the firemen arrived.

The plant is divided into two build-
ings, one of metal and the other of
brick. The first is one story and the
second two stories-high. Both were well
filled with jellies and preserves; besides
wooden boxes, glass jars, sugar and
large quantities of fruit which was be-
ing preserved. The flames were confined
to the upper part of the brick building
