FOR 80-CENT GAS

The Ordinance Passes Councils

Philadelphia.
Special Dispatch to The American.

Philadelphia, January 30.—Mayor Blan-
kenburg won a long battle today, when
an 80-cent gas ordinance, to become op-
erative on February 1, passed beoth
branches of Councils. In Common Coun-
cil there was not one opposition vote—
79 members voted for the measure and
the other five members either were ab-
sent or did not vote.

In Select Council 36 members voted for
the bill, 6 voted against it and the re-
maining 5 members either were absent
or did not vote.

The R80-cent gas ordinance as it thus
finally passed both branches of Councils
is identical with the ordinance advocated
by the Mayor. It differs, however, from
| the ordinance recently approved by the
Finance Committee, in that the last sec-
tion, providing 75-cent gas froin January
1, 1918 to December 31, 1927, was
stricken out. The ordinance as passed
simply provides that the price of gas to
the consumer shall be 80 cents from Feb-
ruary 1, 1913, to December 31, 1917, in-

clusive.

London, January 30.—The curtain may
rise on the second act of the Balkan War
next Monday. The allies denounced the
armistice at 7 o'clock tonight, and if
events take the prescribed course the bom-
bardment of Adrianople will follow after
an interval of four days. Indeed, the bom-
bardment has been scheduled for 7 o’clock
Monday evening.

The armistice, which has been in op-
eration since December 3, was signed on
that day by Bulgaria, Servia and Mon-
tenegro on the one side and Turkey on
the other. Greece was never a party to
the cessation of hostilities. She has con-
tinued fighting both on land and sca. The
Montenegrins also have come into con-
flict with the garrison of Scutari on sev-
eral occasions notwithstanding the truce.

Only a few hours before the allies pro-
claimed thelr momentous decision the Otto-
man government presented its reply to the
joint note of the powers of January 17.

Never has a diplomatie problem taken
such swift and surprising changes as these
negotiations for peace. The Young Turks,
who seized the government with shouts of
defiance, have undergone a marvelous
transformation. Instead of drawing . the
battle line at the question of surrendering
Adrianople, they offer a compromise which
comes S0 near meeting the Bulgarian de-
mands that a settlement should not be im-
possible, and they leave the Aegean Islands
to the disposition of the powers.

TO SMALL PROPORTIONS.

The difference between what Constanti-
nople is ready to give and what Bulgaria
is willing to accept has been reduced to
such small proportions that even some of
the Balkan delegates believe a compro-
mise may yet be found. Constantinople
now asks simply the retention of that sec-
tion of Adrianople where the holy shrines
are situated. Bulgaria always meant to
leave the mosques and shrines to Turkey,
and even to confer the right of extra-ter-
ritoriality, thus giving them something of
the status of the Vatican in Rome. The
vital differences between the two nations
amount merely to Turkey’s demanding the
shrines and the sections surrounding them.

The Thracean frontier line, therefore,
with the exception of the town of Adria-
nople, has practically been agreed to, as
Turkey is ready to leave to the powers
the disposition of the land on the right
bank of the Maritza River, which con-
ditions, as is known, the allies are satis-
fied to accept. The question of the
Aegean Islands also has practically been
solved, as the Porte is disposed to leave
their settlement to the powers.

Dr. Daneff, head of the Bulgarian dele-
gation, sald tonight with reference to
Turkey's reply:

‘““‘Peace negotiations cannot be resumed
on the basis of the Porte’s reply to the
powers. They cannot be resumed until
Turkey. agrees  to cede the whole of
Adrianople, and agrees, as a Dbasis of
bargaining, that the new European fron-
tier of Turkey shall be a line running
from Midia, on the Black Sea, to Rodosto.

““The present demands of the Balkan
allies will not be renewed, and after the
first shot is fired they will be much
greater.” |

A majority of the allies apparently hope
that a compromise will be reached.

URGED TO AVOID WAR.

All the powers have urged the allies to
do their utmost to prevent the resump-
tion of hostilities, because of the grave
complications that otherwise might arise.
Whatever happens, the Greek premier, M.
Venizelos, will leave London tomorrow.
He will visit friends in the country, and
expects to depart from. England Satur-
day or Sunday. '
. M. Novakovitch, head of the Servian
delegation, has arranged to go home in a
day or two, but will return if the nego-
tiations are resumed. Dr. Daneff will
‘leave the beginning of next week.

The ambassadorial conference will meet
tomorrow morning to consider the Porte’s

reply.

Slave Trade Investigator.

That a slave market, where women are
sold into lives of prostitution, 1s actual-
19 ~carried on in New York city was
the astonishing statement of Samuel H.
London, the Rockefeller Investigator of
the white slave traffic, whose testimony
before the Curran Committee startled
New York.

This slave market occuples the back

room of a dingy alleged restaurant in
Clinton +treet. Here between 1 and o
o’clock in the morning the barterers in
women gather. When there is a particu-
larly handsome lot of women to be dis-
posed of the slave market, the investiga-
tor reports, shows as much activity as
a stock exchange on a busy day.

The bidders for human beings shout
their bids and work themselves into an
excitement that is equal to anything the
Street knows, and they shout their fig-
ures so loudly they can be heard to the
street.

The women are not put on the block.

The bidders have examined them previ-,

ously and Kknow the ones they want.
The average earnings of a white slave in
New York is $2,200, but in the West
they earn as much as $5,000 a year.

“The first remedy for the white slave
traffic is to cut off the source of sup-
ply,” sald Mr. L.ondon today. ‘“About 95
per cent. of the women in this life are
either abducted and' forced into it or
are lured into 1t by false promises.
White slavery can be driven from the
nation for all time, but it must be
done by the nation. Municipalities are
helpless.

“Commercialized vice 1s -carried on
here in New York to a greater extent
than in any other country in the world.
Here the white slaver and his procurers
work openly. They care not if their
identity is known. The reason for this
is that they are all protected or connect-
ed with the police or ward politicians.

“Even here they have auctions—public
auctions with men gathered around the
auctioneer bargaining for the best wo-
men and the houses where their earning
capacity will be the greatest.”

' A SLICK SWINDLER

Buys Baby Carriages to Get Rid of

Stolen Checks.

Ile also secured a letter
containing a check for $50, sent by .a
Baltimore concern under like conditions. .

The stranger disappeared, and on the
17th inst. appeared at a furniture house
in" Richmond, where he purchased a baby
carriage, presenting the check for $26.50
in payment. Ile gave explicit directions
for prompt delivery of the carriage and
had no difficulty in securing the balance
in cash. On the 18th inst, he appeared
in ‘Baltimore and purchased another baby
carriage, where he succeeded in getting
the difference between its cost and $50.
Here he was very particular “that the
carriage be delivered at a certain hour in
order to avoid the wrath of his wife,
whom he had disappointed repeatedly in
purchasing the carriage.

WAR IN OCEAN RATES

Canadian Pacific Refuses to Join in

the Pool.

Berlin, January 30.—The North Atlantic
steamship conference, *which began its
gittings here Tuesday, ended abruptly to-
day when the Canadian Pacific Railway
refused to join in the pool. The other
members unanimously decided to renew
the combination, and there is a prospect
of a lively rate war for steerage business
from Trieste.
