- London, January 30.—The British la-
bor party today officially declared itself
in favor of woman suffrage. By a vote
of 850 to 437, a conference of the repre-
sentatives of most of the trades unions
of the United Kingdom adopted a reso-
lution instructing labor members of Par-
liament to oppose any franchise bill in
which women were not included.

The signiﬁ(:ahee to the woman® suffrage
movement of this resolution is very
reat. The trades uniong have between
2,000,000 and 3,000,000 members, nearly
all of whom are electors, and their at-
titude would carry enormoug weight in

case woman suffrage were made a plank |

in the program of any party at a gen-
eral election.

Dundee, Scotland, January 30.—Well
organizéd bands of suffragettes  raised a
pandemonium during the ceremony of
conferring the freedom of the city of
Dundee on Premier Asquith here today.

The Premier had hardly risen to acknow- |

ledge the honor when shrieks of “Trai-
tor! Traitor!” resounded through the
hall.

Stewards and policemen were seen bhus-
ily occupied in throwing the women out
of the building. Howls of “You brutes!”
“You brutes!” and- sharp scrimmages
marked the passage through the hall of
each group. -

One woman sprang over the front of
the gallery and was only saved from
falling among the crowded audience, 20
feet below, by the fact that several men
seized her by the skirts and held her
suspended.

Mrs. Emmeline Pankhurst, in a speech
at a meeting of the Women Social and
Political Union tonight, said that the
militant suffragettes intended to earry on
the fight with increasingly effective
methods until the vote was granted to
women. They were obliged to strike the
enemy, the government, through other
people, but she explained that that wa®
always necessary in revolutionary war-
fare. Whatever was done, she would

take the full responsibility.
