Says He Made Threats.

‘“He threatened me and made me re-
main with him,’”’ said the little girl yes-
terday. ‘I tried so hard to get away, and
I wanted to. But I was afraid of him.
- He said he could put me in the peniten-
tiary, and 1 believed him.”

Her Father Paralyzed.

Little Miss Sumner looks scarcely over
15, but savs she is nearly 18. She is very
pretty, with a 'small, oval face, pink
cheeks and large innocent blue eyes.

“I was living at home in San Angelo,
Tex., last July,” she said, ‘‘when 1 met
Mr. Nichols. I was the eldest of three
children and my father was paralyzed
and could do but little. Mr. Nichols came
to my home and tried to persuade my
father to let me travel with him, saying
he needed a clerk and that he would be
a father to me. My father refused and
he did nof, want me to go from home.
Mr, Nichols then went to Vicksburg,
‘and wrote several letters to me

posgition for me if I would take it. My
father finally consented in August, and
Mr. Nichols sent money to my father to
pay my transportation to New Orleans,
where I was to join him. He was all
right to me for about a month. Then he
began paying attentions to me and ruined
me and made me pose as his wife. I was
under his spell and had to do what he
said. He let me go home during Christ-
mas, and gaid-I must join him in Nor-
folk in January. 1 hated to do it, and

was afraid to tell my father the truth
about him. When I approached Norfolk | =

I weakened, and when I met Mr. Ham-
brich on the train I ran away with -him
to Baltimore. 'I did not like Mr. Ham-
brich, but I would go with anyone to get
away from Mr. Nichols. After that he
took me to Washington and thrmtened
me. I ran away last Monday.”

WILL END TODAY

FIREMEN ON FIFTY-FOUR RAIL-
ROADS MAY WALK OUT.

SITUATION REGARDED GRAVE

Officials of the Various Lines Have

Urged Repeatedly They Would |

Be Willing to Submit the Dispute

firemen on 54 of the Eastern railroads,
including all 'of the roads coming into

Baltimore will finish taking their secret j?

ballot to decide whether a strike shall be
ordered today, and officials of the Balti-

more and Ohio, the Western Maryland and
the Pennsylvania railroads in this city ad-
mitted yesterday that the situation was

one of the deepest gravity.

The officers of the Firemen’s Brother-
hood have so far ignored the published
offer of the railroads to submit the ques-
tiong to the same sort of arbitration em-
ploved in the engineers’ case. President
Carter, of the firemen, objected that too
great a delay in the settlement of the
demands would result from employing the
agencies of an arbitration board. The fire-
men submitted their final demands on De-
cember 18 and decided that if these were
not accepted by the companies, that the
strike vote would be taken. Officials of
the railroads leading into Baltimore yes-

[

| other

terday conceded that the result of the
secret ballot, which will be completed to-
day, will show that 90 per cent. of the
30,000 firemen are in favor of a strike.

In view of the refusal to submit the
matter to a board of arbitration, say the
local officials, it appears that as a result
of the ballot, a strike will be declared

within a few days unless the companies
agree to the demands in full, or unless the
Interstate Commerce Commission steps in
and’ takes a hand in the matter, both of
which possibilities are considered remote,

All of them agree that it is impossible
to tell swhether the men will actually go
out if ordered, ‘“but,” said a Baltimore
and Ohio official, ‘‘we are taking them at
their word, and they say that they will do
so. If they do, traffic will be tied up, and
the most serious resultg will follow. What
these results will be to Baltimore and
Iastern cities have beéen described
graphically in the report of the board of
arbitration in the engineers’ wage dispute,
and the results from a strike of the fire-
men will be even more serjous.’”’

At the offices of the Western Maryland
Railroad hope was expressed that a strike
might be averted, but
that the situation was one of the deepest
gravity since the men had refused arbitra-
tion. “That a strike seriously ‘menaces
not only Baltimore, put the whole coun-
try,” said the same official, “‘is evident
from the bulletin issued to the firemen by
their committee. This bulletin reads:
Under no circumstances should anyv person
voting be told that there is no danger of
a strike, for it is expected that every man
will vote just as he expects to act. If he

does not expect to leave the service of the

company, if necessary, he should not de-
ceive the officers of the brotherhood by
voting ‘Yes) ”

It was further stated at the Western
Maryland offices that the firetnen are the
bone and sinew of the roads, and that if
they decjide to strike, the trainmen will
probably follow their example, and that it
will be found impossible to replace the
men. Officials of the Pennsylvania Rail-
road expressed similar views, and although
