Rescued from the four-masted schooner
N. P. Blackburn, while the vessel was
sinking during a terrific southwest gate
last Tuesday about 100 miles
Cape Hatteras, nine members of the crew
were brought here by the British steam-
ship 'Tiverton, commanded by Captain

William Leask, which arrived yesterday

from Batoum, Russia. Two other mem-
bers of the schooner’s crew preferred to;
go down with the sinking .craft rather
than jump into the sea to be rescued by !
a life saving crew from the Tiverton.

It is the opin-
jen of Captain McLeod that both men|
have gone to their death, for when- last
seen the Blackburn was rapidly settling.
The rescue of the men was effected un-
der the most trying circumstances, and
was successfully accomplished by Chlex
Ofticer A. Palmer, with a volunteer crew
from the Tiverton, consisting of D. Ca-
vallaros, C. D. Coughlan, W. Asberg, I'.
Petersen and K., Johansen, all seamen.

Buoys Declined by Two.

According to Captain Leask it was
about 4:30 o’clock last Tuesday moruing
that the schooner was first sighted. Sig-
nals of distress were flying in the rig-
oing, but it was then too early to make
out just what character of craft it was.
The Tiverton hove to for several hours,
and then headed to windward of the
schooner. |

Though a southwest gale was blowing
at the time and made a tremendous sea,
Chief Officer Palmer’s call for volunteers |
was answered quickly, and in a short
time the port lifeboat was manned by |
an able crew, carrying with them ]life-
buoys and lines. « At the side of the

' schooner the seas threatened to dash thei

lifeboat to pieces and it was necessary to
lay off the vessel about 15 yards.

Buoys were thrown to those on the
vessel and all that could swim jumped
into the raging sea and were picked up. !
Windell and Perry, nowever, lost thezr
nerve, and, being unable to swim, re-
fused to jump. Both men then turned
away and went info one of the aecx
houses. |

Then followed a struggle by those In
the lifeboat to get back to the Tiverton,
Finally on getting alongside, all but two
men were hauled safely on the deck of
the steamer when a huge sea struck tne
lifeboat, dashing it against the side of
the ship. By means of lines the remarn-
ing two men were hauled on deck after
being waist deep in water, and none too

On October, 1908, while the Tiverton
was en route from Pensacola, KFlorida,
for Newport News, it picked up two sea-
men off Jupiter, who were found clinging
to a piece of wreckage,
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Lived on Bananas Six Days.

Nathaniel Howe, alias Joseph Griffith, a
Jamaican stowaway, found on the Nor-
wegian . fruit steamship Susua, which
reached port yesterday from Santa Marta,

man by profession and showed a seaman’s
diseharge. book in. which was a memoran-
dum™of the vesSels on which he had been
employed. After close questioning by one
of the officials, however, he finally con-
fessed that his name was not Griffiths,:
put Nathaniel Howe, and that he had
bought the discharge book from a rsailor

for a shilling.

Howe confessed he was a Jamaican by
birth, that he went to Central America to
obtain work, became stranded and finally
becoming desperate, stowed away on the
Susua te try his luck in this country. For
six days, he said, he had subsisted on ripe
bananas, which he found in the hold and
would not have been discovered but for
the fact that when the vessel was near

~and smashed it into bits.
Sailed ‘From:This Port.

According to Captain MecLeod, the
schooner 8. P. Blackburn sailed from
this port January 21, laden with 2,500
tons of coal destined for Galveston. Af-
ters passing out the Virginia Capes the
vessel encountered a severe southwest
aoale with terrific seas. It was at noon
Sunday when the ship showed signs or
distress. Two of the masts became loose,
tore large holes in the deck, and then
broke in two. The foremast also began
to break from aloft and huge pleces ox
timber crashed to the deck. |

Ior two days the crew manned the
pumps, but the water steadily grew
higher in the hold. The vessel had be-
come unmanageable and was in a sinking
condition when the Tiverton hove 1n
sight. | AL

Captain McLeod and Chief Officer Scott
expressed the highest praise Tor the offi-
cors and crew of the Tiverton. They haa
lost all their personal effects, and all
they had were the clothes on their backs.

The 8. P. Blackbura was owned by
Percy & Small, of Bath, Maine, and was
built by the owners in 1896. "The vessel
was 9233.7 feet long, 43.9 feet wide, and
20.1 feet depth of hold. It was a well-

- known trader here and was represented

by Gray Irelan & Co.. Immediately on
the arrival of the shipwrecked crew
word of the disaster was sent the own-
ers, who, believing that possibly the
schooner might still be afloat, sent a re-
quest to the revenue cutter service at
"Washington to have a cutter make a
search for the vessel. : .

In hope of saving the lives of the two
men, Captain Bertholf, commandant of
the Revenue Cutter Service, at Washing-
ton, yesterday ordered the cutter Onon-
daga, at Norfolk, to steam at full speed
to the place where the Blackburn was
jeft sinking. The vessel was then 300
milesg east-southeast of Cape Henry, Va.

The Tiverton also has to 'its eredit the
rescue of crews at two other times. On
October 8, 1912, while bound from Pro-
oresso, Mexico, the vessel picked up' the
master and seven seamen of the schooner
Henry Weller, which was found bottom
up off Frying Pan Shoals. The men hac

During the remainder of the voyage
he was given employment in chipping
paint. Howe was sent to the City Jail
for safe keeping until the Susua sails,
when he will be returned.
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Schooner Viking Ashore.

Ashore on the north side of Guadeloupe,
the - American schooner Viking, commanded
by Captain Tilton, which sailed from this
port January 9, laden with 1,550 tons of
coal destined for Martinique, is lying in a
dangerous position and,leaking, according
to dispatches. The vessel took the bottom
on the night of January 29.

The Viking is the vessel that picked up
the three’ Bermudian pilots who were
driven out to sea in thelr boat, over
which considerable uneasiness was felt for
their safety. After being picked up by
Captain Tilton they were safely landed at
Bermudg January 20. When the Viking
sailed from this port Captain Tilton was
joined by his wife, who is accompanying
