New York, Januocry 30—It will be im-.
possible for the Olympic games authori-
tties to accept the return of prizes which
James Thorpe won in the all-round cham-
pionship at the games in Stockholm until
the full Olympic committee meets in
Lausanne next,summer, according to ad-
vices received here from Stockholm.
Charges that Thorpe played professional
baseball, to which he confessed, should
bave been made within 30 days after the
Olympic games, according to the rules of
the Stockholm contests, in order to have
such charges formally recognized. It is
belleved that the only way to have the
prizes recalled is {u have the American
Amateur Athletic Union make a request
to this effect at the next meeting of the
Olympic committee.

NO EVIDENCE OF TAUNTING

London Critics Comment Sympa--

thetically in Thorpe Case.

London, January 30.—Sporting authori- |

ties continue to comment sympathetically
in the ease of James Thorpe and lauda-
tory of the American athletic authorities
who have ‘reported the famous Indian
athlete’s disqualification as an amateur.
In no quarter has there appeared any
evidence of taunting Americans over the
discovery.
- ‘If America really wants to know the |
true British feeling toward Thorpe,’”’ says
a sporting writer in the Daily News, ‘‘we
can reduce the frenzied pace of Secre-
- tary Sullivan’s outraged pulse. Britain
is satisfied that Thorpe’s victory was
aboveboard, even if Sullivan does not.”

4 8 Thorpe was the only American who
had transgressed the letter of amateur
1aws, then in their army of athletes they
have a wonderful collection,”” says a
writer in the Daily Mirror. ‘No one
who knows British athletes from the in--
side would for a moment imagine that |
none of our team had:.taken pavments
sub rosa in the way of fat expenses, but
the difficulty is in getting proof of any
wrongdoing.

. points of the ring game, and could de-
velop with a few months’ training into
the greatest human fighting machine of
the age, in the opinion of Edwards.

*Thorpe would develop into a wonder-
" ful fighter,”” declared ' Edwards today.

“With just a few months of trainingin
the bands of a man familiar with every
detail of the prize ring I believe Thorpe
would be unbeatable.”

Thorpe in gll probability will keep the
prizes he won in the Olympic games in
Stockholm. Word was received here to-
day that Swedish officials connected with
the Olympic meeting last year stated that
the prizes could not be taken from
Thorpe, since the Olympic rules expressly
state that all trophieg shall remain the
permanent property of the victor, unless
charges are preferred ggainst him within
30 days after the prizes have been
awarded.
