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Albany, N. Y. January 31.—The New:|
York Stock Exchange put itself on record. |
today as opposed to incorporation. and as
‘against the enactment of a maximum
rate of interest on call loans. Governor
Sulzer was so informed by a committee
representing the exchange, and. was ad-
vised that the enactment of such laws
would cause ‘‘disastrous results.” *

The committee, headed by James B.
Mabon, president of the exchange, con-
ferred with the Governor for more than

an hour.

John, G. Milburn, counsel for the ex-
change, declared that the incorporation
of the stock exchange would be fraught
‘with disaster and would seriously inter-
fere with its disciplinary powers. ‘I
don’t see what good can be accomplished
by incorporation,’” he said.

Governor Sulzer reminded Mr. Milburn
that the cotton exchange and practically
all the other New York markets are in-

corporated.

Two Sides to Question.

“Many people of the South and West {
have informed me,”” continued the GoOV-
ernor, ‘‘that they believe it would be a |
good thing for the stock exchange to in-
corporate. I realize that there are two
sides to this question.”

Mr. Milburn  pointed out that the ex-
change is a voluntary organization and
its members must abide by its decisions.
“Its punishments are tremendously ef-
fective now,” he said. ‘“When a man is
suspended his vocation is at an end. If
the exchange is compelled to incorporate,
its decisions could be questioned in the
courts. Long litigation would follow,
and the courts would have to pass upon
questions which are now dealt with ef-
fectively and quickly.”

“Isn’t it true that a customer can be
wiped out by high interest rates for call
loans?’ asked the Governor.

The committee replied that such a sit-
wmation had never developed. The Gov-
ernor then questioned the committee con-
cerning the activity of the American Can
stocks. He wanted to know if the large
sales of this stock for the past few
days were made by bona fide holders.
The committee said the exchange was
making an investigation of this matter,
but expressed the oplnion that the sales
Were genuine. "

Brokers Sound Warning.

Mr. Milburn and- President Mabon as-
sured the Governor that the exchange
. would co-operate with him in an effort
to accomplish necessary reforms, but they
cautioned him to go slowly in dealing
with ‘‘the more delicate subjects’’ in his
message. '

‘“‘The exchange,’”’ explained Mr. Mil-
burn, ‘‘bas to bear the burden for a
200d many things over which it has no
responsibility. It is constantly studying
to improve conditions, but is limited Dy
the cardinal principle that it is a market;
that it must be open and must not be
unduly restricted. If it is, it ceases to
be a market.”’ -

" President Mabon said thp exchanga had
put into effect many of the reforms
advocated by the Hughes investigating
commission, and that other changes were
contemplated in the near future. The
¢istinction between speculation and ma-
nipulation was explained by Mr. Milburn,
while George P. Mellick told of the op-
portunities afforded individual small in-
vestors by the stock exchange.

The Governor said everyone would be
given an opportunity to discuss the pro-
posed legislation at hearings before lC“‘lS-l
lative committees.

Governor Sulzer tonight said he had no
comment to make on the visit of the
committee. ‘I told the committee,’”’ said |
the Governor, ‘‘that if we don’t do some-
thing along reform lines, as suggested in
my message, Congress will. "I also told}
them that I do not think the Federal
sovernment should invade any of the
states’ rights unless absolutely necessary
for the qountry’'s welfare, and this. only
when: the® state refuses to act.”

The supplies stored here include
machine guns, rifles, cartridges and ex-
plosives for bomb manufacture. They
were shipped by steamer from New York
to New Orleans in July and August, 1912.

| 2,000,000 Workers Are Agitating
| for Eight-hour Day. |

London, January 31.—A resolution call-
ing for an eight-hour day for all classes
of workmen and workwomen was adopted
today by the Trades Union Congress, at
which over 2,000,000 British working men
and women are represented. .

The agitation for an eight-hour day
without any overtime has been in prog-
ress for some time, under the auspices
of the parliamentary committee of the
Trades: Union -Congress, whose intention
is to secure an eight-hour day or 48-hour
week for every member of the union al-
lied with the congress. This means prac-
*tically all the organized  labor in the
United Kingdom.
