Wilson Issues a Bulletin in an Ef-

fort to Revive Interest.

‘Washington, January 31.—In an effort
fo revive interest in the -old-time  agri-
cultural fair, the Department of Agri-
culture today issued a bulletin treating of
tHe benefits to be derived - from such
sdtherings. 'The report is of historic in-
terest, for it tells. of the beginning of
such “‘fairs,”’ when the country was
voung and when they were mnot only an
‘advantage to agriculture, but were ‘the
excuse for social gatherings as well.

““What was primarily a market fair,”
says the. report, ‘‘was held in October,
1804, ‘on the Mall on the south side of
the Tiber, extending from the bridge at
the Center Market to the Potomac in
‘Washington, D. C. The city government
appropriated $50 towards the fund for
premiums, and residents subscribed an
equal sum. This amount was awarded to
the best lamb, sheep, steer, milch cow,
Jack, oxen and horse actually sold.” ”’

'I'he report declares that the first real
agricultural fair was held by the Co-
lumbian Agricultural Society in George-

Washington, January 31.—In his annual
