John Fluhart Captured by Sheriff

 Tull at Crisfield.

Crisfield, Md., January 31.—John Flu-
hart, of Saxis; Vai was arrested din ~Cris-
field today by Sheriff Harding P. Tull, of

~ this county. Fluhart is wanted by the au-
thorities of Accomac county, Va., and Som-
erset county, Md. Fluhart is about 35
yvears of age. He is a trapper and makes
his livelihood in the marshes up and down
the Eastern Shore Peninsula. For the
past two years he has openly defied the
authorities of Accomac and Northampton
counties, Va., in his violations of the game
and fish laws. On numeroug occasions the
authorities of Accomac have tried to place
him under arrest. Five times within the
past year he has openly fired on - the
sheriff of Accomac county and the game
warden while evading arrest,

‘A few weeks ago while Fluhart was
trapping duck at the Capes on the sea
side of Accomac county Game Warden
Thomas Bloxon started to place him under
arrest. Then followed a battle between the
two. Fluhart fired a Winchester rifle at
the officer and then grabbing a shotgun
emptied both barrels into the game war-
den. The shot took effect in‘Mr. Bloxon's
breast and right side and I‘luhart left
him for dead, while. he made his escape
in a power boat. The game warden was
found a short time later by a party of
boatmen and carried to his home, where
he hovered between life and death for
geveral days. Fluhart returned to his
home on Saxis Island, but his neighbors
feared him so that they refused to give
the authorities any information as to his
whereabouts. The authorities of Accomac
county, however, determined to take him
dead or alive, and Sheriff B. T. Melson,
of Accomac, so instructed his deputies.

GOV. TENER'S MEN FINED

Forty-one Punished for Working in
Maryland on Sunday.

Special Dispatch to The American.’
F'rederick, Md., January 31.—Forty-one
employes of the Tidewater Portland Ce-
ment Company, located at Union Bridge,
were this afternoon fined $5 each by Jus-
tice Fabian Posey, upon the charge of
working on Sunday. Governor Tener, of
Pennsylvania, is the president of the com-
pany, which runsg the largest portland
cement plant in Maryland and one of the
largest plants of its kind in the country.

The men worked in a quarry and all]

were arrested last Sunday. Before Jus-
tice Posey the men were represented by
William J. O’Brien, of Baltimere,r and
Emory L. Coblentz, -of Frederick. The
company set up the plea that running
the plant on Sunday was a necessity in
order to save the company from great
loss, as the processes are largely auto-
matic, once the stone is quarried and de-
livered to the crusher. The quarry only
is located in Frederick county, the plant
proper being in Carroll county.

Blair T. Scott, the first vice president
and man in charge of the plant, said that
the operation of the quarries on Sunday
was necessary. IHe said to operate the
plant to its capacity of 1,250,000 barrels
of cement annually would require about
1,200 tons .of stone daily and that only
about 900 tons had been gotten out, on
an average. This he attributes to the
condition of the..quarries and said-later
if conditions become such 'that he could
stop Sunday work he would do so. Ie
said the plant had not yet paid a profit
and that it represented an investment of
about $2,250,000. He said there is $1,750,-
000 worth of bonds on the plant and that
of this amount Maryland citizens hold
about $600,000. There 1is $4,000,000 of
common stock authorized. He said the
company has five kilns and has operated
about three on an average and that in
order to economically manage the plaut
all five should be operated.
