The United States is leading .the world
in its manufactories, so far as economiec
operation, etc.,, are concerned, but it
stands the lowest in the production of
farm products. Efficilent methods are
needed in farming and must be employed
there just as they have beén employed in
factories. Legislation can do much for
the farmer, and it is up to him to see
that he sends men to the legislature who
will support measures for his benefit.”

NEW YORK HOPKINS MEN |

Mr. Keyser and Others Speak at the

Alumni Meeting.

Special Dispatch to The American.

New York, January 31.—“Go out and
howl,” was the general theme and the
concluding phrase of the half-hour address
of R. Brent Keyser, of Baltimore, chair- |
man of the board of trustees of the Johns
Hopking University, delivered at the -an-
nual meeting here tonight in the Hotel
Lafayette of the Association of Johns Hop-
Kins Alumni of New York and New Jersey.

The association listened to three Balti-
moreans—Mr. Keyser, Prof. < Maurice
Bloomfield and Prof. William H. Howell
Then they elected these .officers: Presi-
dent, Abram Flexner; secretary, Robert
H. Grimes; treasurer, N, Luidheim,

There were 200 former Hopkins men
present, Mr. Keyser said that in accept-
ing the invitation to gpeak at the dinner
he had been asked to keep away from the
subject of the university’'s needs, but
being a man with a business rather than
an academic training he was compelled
to end his report with a financial state-
ment.

The university had had a deficit for the
yYear of $48,000. It had raised from out-
side sources only a small suin, the bulk
of the money for the improvements of the
Homewood site coming from the people of
Maryland. He had received from the out:
side bhundreds of suggestions as to the
new president, but few checks.

Mr. . Keyser -~distributed - among the
diners photographs of the projected build-
ings at Homewood. He told of one friend
who recommended for the presidency of
the Johns Hopkinsg University eight mem-
bers of -his ¢class at Yale.

“We have presidential] timber of our
own,”’ said Mr. Keyser, “but if there are
any outside suggestions, let them come.

“It we wanted only a man who com-
manded money it might be well for us to
advertise sealed proposals. We want a |
man who will be a real leader., The offer
ought to "appeal to the very highest type
of education, but to use an abused phrase,
we want a man with the Hopkins idea.”

Mr. Keyser related an anccdote of a
man with a gong. The more heée beat the
gong, the louder the dog barked. The
more the dog barked, the more he ham-
mered the gong to drown off the dog’s
barking. ‘‘*We trustees,” said Mr. Keyser,
‘“‘are the dog and this anecdote furnished
the suggestion of the alumni going out
to howl for the university.”’

Re-
cently they have been asserting that the
cabinet had sidetracked his scheme, but
tonight’s speech by the Chancellor indi-
cated that the government soon will make
the greatest attempt in its extensive pro-
gram of social reforms.

"The unofficial commission Mr. Lloyd-
George selected to Investigate the rela-
tlons between landlords and tenants has
been bitterly attacked by the Conservative
party, which is the party of the country
squires, because its probings were in
secret. Mr. Lloyd-George said in his speech
tonight that the results achieved by the
commission had been startling. Speaking
of the agricultural laborers, the Chan-
cellor sald :

“When these reports are published they
will prove conclusively that there are
hundreds of thousands, if not millions, of

men, womehn and children living under con-
ditions with regard to wages, housing
and the rest of labor conditions which
ought to make this great empire hang its
head with shame.

Union and Southern Pacific Joint

Officers Resign.

New York, January 31l.—Chairman
Robert S, Lovett, of the Union Pacific
executive committee, issued a
late today announcing discontinuance of
all traffic department representation here-
tofore Joint with the Southern Pacific
Company. The statement says:

“T'he operating organizations of the
Uuaion Pacific and Southern Pacific in the
West were separated a year ago last Oc-
tober, from the president down. The only
joint offices and officials left after that
reorganization and at the time' of the
decision of the Supreme Court in De-
cember, were the directors, chairman of
the executive committee, the directors of
maintenance and traffic and other officers
located in New York, and the commer-
cial and soliciting agents.

“When the Attorney General’s position
respecting the disposition of the Centraj
Pacific was made known, thereby showing
a possible conflict of interest with respect
to that property, the chairman and di-
rectors of the Union Pacifiec informed hirg
that of course they could not further act
for the Southern Pacific and immediately
