Willet M. Hays, assistant secretary of
‘the Department of Agriculture, was
‘elected chairman. Robert Graham was
chogen secretary, pro tem. Those pres-

‘ent at the meeting were the Governor,

Mr. 'Hays, E. E. Osborne, W. Irving
Walker and Edward Reindoller. Robert
Crain, Jerome Davis and Henry J. Bow-
doin, the remaining members of the com-
‘mmission, were detained at their homes,
the first two on account of illness. All
the commissioners present were enthusi-
astic about the campaign that is to be
carried on and they all agreed to work
to bring Dbetter results from the land
already under cultivation, besides en-
deavoring to secure the development of
many acres of idle farms.

It Wwas decided to appoint committees
on business methods, farm home making,
country social life and finance. The first
three will cover every phase of rural or
farm life, while the last will arrange for
the funds that the commission will have
at its disposal. While the legislature em-
powered the Governor to appoint the
commission, it did not provide any funds
for its work. However, there is no doubt
that by popular subseription the commis-
sion will receive an adequate amount.

From all sections of the state there have:.

come letters from business men, philan-
thropists and farmers volunteering ' to
give assistance to the commission, and
these, no doubt, will contribute toward
the paying of the body’s necessary ex-
pehges. In fact, the Governor has al-
ready received one letter from a Mary-
lander offering to give the commis-
sion $200, ,

The particular duties of the business
methods committee will be to ascertain
how the farmers of the state manage
their farms and how they dispose of their
crops. The building of farmers’ homes
will De taken up by the second commit-
tee and the third committee will make a
special study of the social life of the
fariners. It is the intention of the com-
niission to learn of the relations between

the farmers and the various state insti-!

tutions engaged in -agricultural instruc-
tion. This, members of the commission
want it understood, will in no way be an
investication of the conduct of the in-
stitutions. The ecommission will @ travel
in ‘all sections of the state from time. to
{ime to meet the farmers, both at prear-
ranged public meetings and on their
farms.
- Mr. Hays, after the meeting, said:
“T'he commission is going heart and soul
into this work and we hope to accom-
plish mueh good for the farmers. Of
course, we must have the co-operation
of the farmers and from what I have 0b-
served in the state they will give us all
assistance : possible.’” (oo it

Mrs. Dunn
began bher suit before the suicide and
continued to press it for some time after
her husband’'s death. Mrs. Holme was
the wife of Leicester Holme, secretary to
Mayor Hugh J. Grant, and later a city,
court judge. |

Mrs. Dunn states that difficulties with
her former lawyer caused her to per-
mit the default. She declares her inten-
tion to prosecute the case with due
celerity.

The court granted her leave to renew,
provided she pays the defendant’s attor-
neys $100 costs.

Abraham Levy, Mrs.

Holme's attorney, submitted an affidavit

of Dr. William Adam Michie, of London,
stating that Mrs. Holme is
suffering from ‘‘grave suspicion of fatty
degeneration of the heart and mental
aberration,” making it impossible for her
to travel. The doctor declares that to
give testimony would endanger her life.

The lawyers further claim that Mrs.
Dunn is living in luxurious ease in New
York dt a fashionable bhotel, and that she
has an automobile and a big income and
is not in need, as she states. A former
husband left Mrs. Dunn more than
$200,000, the lawyer states.

TO INSIST ON DEMANDS

Railroad Firemen Will Begin Count-
ing Strike Votes Tomorrow,
New York, February 1.—Counting of the

 strike vote just completed by the firemen

and some engineers of the eastern rail-
ways will begin in earnest here on Mon-
day. .That vote will show an overwhelm-
ing majority of the men in favor of a
strike, if necessary, to enforce their de-
the railroads concede. The men

' have notified the railroads that they will

insist upon their demands or else demand
arbitration under the Erdman act.

The railroads offer arbitration by a board
similar to that which settled the engineers’
dispute last year, declaring that only by
such a body can the interests of the
public be adequately protected. "The fire-
men insist that only under the method

they propose would they be properly safe-

guarded.

‘““The railroads have offered to grant
concessions to the firemen,”’ says a state-
ment issued by the conference committce
of managers tonight. ‘‘They have offered
them what is tantamount to an increase
of 5 per cent. in their total payroll. As
an alternative arbitration similar to the
engineers, instead of the Erdman act, has
been proffered. The railroad managers
are only too glad to pay their men high
and increasing wages. It is only from a
feeling that such increases as have been
demanded are not justified by conditions
that stirs railroad managers to resistance.”
