palace before luncheon. In the party with
the minister were J. Butler Wright, the
secretary, and Lieutenant Colonel John 8.

Queen Elizabeth at the same time, and a
special exception was made to the regu-

lations In order to allow the preaentntiﬂnr

of Miss Christine Marburg to the Quecen
with her mother.

The Queen met them herself at the
door, having sent away all her ladies in

waiting, and leading Mrs. Marburg by the

hand to a sofa, immediately began asking
after her sons, naming each and mention-
ing their ages.

Mrs. Marburg wag struck not only by
the Queen’s intimate acquaintance with
her visitor’'s family affairs, but by her
beautiful expression when speaking of the
children.

The Queen, being in mourning for her
mother-in-law, the Tountess of Flanders,
wore a gown of black crepe and jet
ornaments, except a gold watch and
bracelet.

Mrs. and Miss Marburg also wore court
mourning.

Minister Marburg was presented to King
Albert by Foreign Minister Davignon and
Count de Grunne, lord chamberlain. King
Albert received him most cordially and
kept him an unusually long time paying
compliments to America and asking ques-
tions about the country. He said that
his ‘admiration for the good qualities of
the Americans, especially their energy,
was due not only to his incessant reading
of books or all subjects connected with
America, but to his remembrance of a
delightful visit in the United States.

BEvidently the King keeps well informed
upon American affairs, for he spoke with

' FOR UNADORNED TRUTH

Dr. W. H. Howell Scores Attitude of
Scientists Toward Newspapers.
Special Dispatch to The American. it
New York, February 1.—Dr. William H.

Howell, of the department of physiology
of the Johns ‘Hopkins University, in his
remarks upon the Biological Investigation

in America, during the banquet of the

Association of Johng Hopkins Alumni of
New York and New Jersey, at the Hotel
Lafayette last night, referred to the fact
that the nature of the work that.thege
men are doing and the lines of scientific
progréss in general are poorly understood
by the public.

The cause -of this condition lies partly,
he thought, in the attitude of the scien-

tific men themselves, but mainly in the

fact that the press in thelr reports have
put entirely too much emphasis on the
gensational aspects. 3

‘““Ag g matter of fact,’”” he went on to
say, ‘‘both the daily press and the maga-
zines misrepresent science before the pub-
lic. VUnder present conditions, scientific
workers as a rule are unwilling. to help
the press in disseminating information of
a kind that it would be good and interest-
ing for the public to know because they
caunot yield to this pressure for sensa-

tionalism. -

MODERNIZING SUBTREASURY

The Government Adopts Clearing-

house Methods, |
Washington, February 1.—The United
States Treasury today revolutionized its
business system and placed the ordinary
fiscal transactions of the federal govern-
ment on a modern basis.

the subtreasuries of a large amount of

In the banks. |

Bezinning today, the daily government
receipts from custois,
and other sources will be placed
the national bank depositories to
the treasurer of the United
States. All checks of government dis-
bursing officers will be drawn on
treasurer and will be payable at any
subtreasury or national bank depositary
in any part of the country. A nat.onal
bank depositary paying one of these
checks may immediately reimburse its
specified government account from daily
receipts of customs or internal revenue
deposited with it, and forward to the
nearest subtreasury only the remainder
of the receipts. This extends the clear-
inghouse priuciple to the government bus-
iness system.

In the past all receipts in the shape of
checks for customs duties or internal rev-
enue ftaxes have been forwarded to the
subtreasuries for conversion into actual
cash. This process, which, it is sald,
drew money into the Treasury unneces-
sarily for a limited time, at least, will
now be gavoided. Also, it is declared, the
change will obviate the payment by pen-

| sloners and ofhers of exchange on gov-
!ernment checks.

ONE DOLLAR FOR LIBEL

Mrs. Carrie E. Cope Awarded That

Amount From Bishop.

Kansag City, Mo., February 1.—A jury

| each defendant for $50,000.

The alleged libel grew out of a famous
Kansas church controversy. Mrs. Fannie
Murray, of Atchison county, Kan., died
in 1907 leaving $10,000 to Kansags home
missions. Two societies, both Methodists,
claimed the fund. Mrs. Cope obtained
part of it. The other society sued her.
Hhen the Bishop of the church stepped in
and made an effort to settle the dispute.
Bishop Moore was appointed by the con-
ference to investigate. He wrote to Mrs,
Robinson and told her the national societly
ought to join and sustain the suits brought
to obtain the money.

“If you don’t,”” he wrote, ‘I don't be-
lieve wvou will ever see a cent of it
again,”’

It was this pointed sentence that caused
Mrs. Cope to bring suit. Mrs. Robinson
sent copies of the Bishop’s letter to other
national officers of the missionary society
and Mrs. Cope thereupon sued Mrs. Robin-
son on the grounds that she had circulated
the Bishop’s letter. |

Both Pishop Moore and Mrs. Robinson
set up that there was no malice.in their
actions toward Mrs. Cope.

TURKEY BANKRUPT. |

Though it is admitied that no European
can hope to quite understand the Oriental
mind and to fathom the deep strategy
of the Ottoman Empire, diplomats here
tonight thought it to be certaln that
Turkey could not longer carry om effect-
ive warfare for lack of both money and
men. That the Porte is bankrupt, Europe
had good grounds to Dbelieve, and it is
certain that none of the powers will
finance the empire for continued belliger-
ency., Since the declaration of the armis-
tice, Turkey has moved across into
Europe something Hke 300,000 troeps from
Asia Minor, but they afe poorly drilled
and not overly well armed and military
experts say they cannot cope with the
soldiers of the allies.

“The experts, therefore, believe that
Turkey’s apparent determination to fight
again is just another of the Ottoman
bluffs, perhaps the trump card of the
Porte. They think Turkey is going to
fight, confident in the Dbelief that the
great powers will not tolerate further
hogtilities. 'The Turk, they hold, would
rather loseé his European territory by
being forced to bow gracefully to the
will of Europe than fo admit defeat at

R. Nelson, editor and owner of the Kansas

City Star, from jail today after a sentence
of one day’s imprisonment for contempt
had been promounced by Judge Joseph A.
Guthrie, of the Jackson® County Circuit
Court. |

The charge wag that Mr. Nelson, through
hig paper, had defamed the court in the
publication of an article stating that the
judge, upon the advice of a divorce lawyer,
had allowed attorneys’ fees fo take pre-
cedence over alimony in a divorce suit
that was dismissed without being brought
to trial.

When Sheriff William Stanley took Mr.
Nelson, who is 76 years old by the arm
and started to lead him to jail, Mr. Nelson
said quietly “Fll not run away’” and
started to go with him.

Frank P. Walsh, counsel for Mr. Nelson,
protested against his client being denied
the right of a few minutes’ consultation
wita him.

“Fulfill the order, Mr. Sheriff,”” said
Judge Guthrie. ‘“This court is through
with the case.” ;

Mr. Walsh pleaded first with the sheriff,
then with the judge that the action con-
templated was without precedent and the
court finally relented and granted 10 min-
utes’ in which to present a writ of habeas
corpus and presently one of Mr, Walsh's
assistants, bearing the writ pushed through
the crowd which filled the courtroom. lixe-
ution of the sentence being stayed, the de-
fendant was taken immediately to the
Kansas City Court of Appeals, where
Judge J. M. Joehnson released Mr. Nelson
on his own recognizance, no bail being
required, to appear for a hearing Wed-

- nesday, February 9.

Judge Guthrie’'s decision finding Mr.
guilty of contempt came after
the court’s refusal to permit the intro-
duction of evidence to show that the
statement in the article complained of,
that a judge had allowed a divorce law-
yer to decide whether alimony or a law-
ver’s fee should be allowed, referred to
the judge of another court. -

Judge Guthrie read his decision from
typewritten sheet. When Mr, Walsh
charged that it was prepared in advance
the court admitted it and said ‘It was
as easily prepared then as at *any time
since the facts were in the breast of the
court.’’

DUTY OF NEWSPAPER.

- ““Any man, whether the publisher of
a newspaper or not, bhas the right to
criticise a court,”” declared Mr. Walsh,
opening the argument for the defendant.
‘It is the duty of a newspaper to print
news of this sort.

‘““IT have a right to go out inte the
courthouse yard and say what I think of
decisions, or even to criticise the ability
of the court or his fitness for office. Mr.
Nelson has not done as much as this-—but
has printed a report merely of what oc-
curred in this eourt.” A

Recommending a jail sentence for the
Attorney Yates, a friend of
the court, declared a fine would be folly.

“For this defendant,”” he:said, ‘“‘a fine
would be a farce. It would be like say-
ing to him, ‘Contribute a postage stamp
to the public treasury and go on your
way, printing all the mendacious articles
you please.” This is but one way to reach
a case of this Kkind. I recommend that
this defendant be sentenced to the com-
mon Jail of Jackson county, that he may
there have an opportunity to reflect on
the course he has mapped out.”

Mr. Walsh declared while it was ime
portant that the dignity of the court be
maintained, it was of the same, if neot
greater, importance that the people, be
they newspaper writers or private eiti-
zéns, have the right to commént wupon
actions of judges and their fitness for
their positions. |

Iivery question asked the witnesSses exX-
amined tending to show the peosgition of
the Star in printing news of the character
in question was objected to by Mr. Yates,
and the objection was sustained by the
court.

In pronouncing Mr. Nelson guilty Judge
Guthrie said that the editor in publigh-
ing a statement that the court, upon the
advice of a “paid attorney,” had granted
divorce attorneys their fees ‘“‘and left a
woman who sought alimony to starve'
had printed a ‘‘sneer at the judge and a
sneer at the bench in general, thereby
tending to bring judicial procedure  into
disrepute.

“And for thig,’’ said the Judge, *‘I have
a grim determination that the defendant
be punished. This court is in sympathy
with proper attempts to bring about di-
vorce court reform, but the effect of the
defendant’s action is ‘to ridicule and
criticise this court.”
