Thé Break in That Standard Stock
“Yeeted the Strength of the Mar-
ket, Which Gave Way But Little,
Although Weakness Developed in
a Few Spots—Cessation of Move-
" ment in American’ Can.

New York, February 1l.—Movements of
the leading stocks today were narrow
and irregular. Speculation slowed down
and displayed lack of initiative. A break
of nearly 2 points in Pennsylvania was
the most conspicuous change, these
shares being sold on reports of a pro-
posed larger stock issue which were sub-
sequently denied. Some disappointment

also was expressed at the small gain in
net earnings shown in the December
statement. The break in this standard

stock tested the strength of the market, |

which held up quite well, although. weak-
ness developed in.a few spots.

How largely the stock market opera-
tions of the week were built about the
bull campaign in the American Can stocks
was indicated by the lessening of specu-
lative interest today, which was coin-
cident with the cessation of the upward
movement in Can. That stock dropped

two points, although it suhsequeuﬂ‘{ re-
covered much of its loss. Selling of these
shares was attributed to disappointment
of traders who had expected a definite
announcement by the directors yesterday
of a plan to pihy off the back dividends
on the preferred.

The 11;It}arket seemed to feel the lack of
the stimulus to speculation derived from
" the bidding of the Can stocks and
trading was quieter. Another Iinfluence
which tended to restrict speculatwg was
the belief that the Supreme Court’s de-
-¢ision in ‘the Minnesota rate case might
be handed down on Monday.

_ Independent steel stocks developed con-
siderable strength. Colorado IKuel pre-
ferred rose four points to 155, its record
price. Increased interest was shown 1in
Union Pacific, which for a time sold at
an advance of a point on expectations
that announcement of the Harriman dis-
solution plan would soon be made, Decla-
ration of an initial dividend of 134 per
cent. on M. Rumely resulted in a two-
point advance in that stock.

~ The bank statement did not come up
to expectations; instead of the predicted
cash gain, the actual table revealed a
loss of $3,600,000.

ation into the affairs of the company by
he Public Service Commission. Speaking
on this subject, the weekly circular of
Nelson, Cook & Co., says:

‘“The bringing of the United Railways
and. Electric Company before the Public
Service Commission is another unjustifi-
able attack upon this company. There is
absolutely nothing in the affairs of the
United Railways Company to be investi-
gated. Its statements are clear and defi-
nite and every dollar of revenue is ac-
counted for in the plainest manner; the
company has been placed In a most ex-
cellent condition both financially and phy-
slcally, and its accommodation to the pub.
lic is as good as could be desired. There
are absolutely no complaints and it is
only the holders of suburban properties
which would appear to desire to make
their properties more valuable by reduc-
ing stdeet carfares in suburban terri-
tories, who have at last succeeded iIn
dragging the company before the PPublic
Service Commission. While these suburb-
an developments should be encouraged,
it is well for the f:itgv to remember that
their success is at the expense of the
residents of Baltimore city. There are
now some 6,000 dwelling houses vacant in
Baltimore, which cundﬁiﬁn is largely at-
tributable to the removal of city residents
to suburban districts. Of course, it Is
natural because it is human that every-
one may desire to obtain lower rates of
fare, or even to ride for nothing, if pos-
sible, but there is another sgide to the
question and that is the injustice done
to the United Railways Comgan{ and to
the holders of its securities by these ef-
forts to reduce suburban fares to a point
at whiech it would be impossible for the
company to make operating expenses.
There is absolutely no complaint about
the five-cent fare charged in the clty;
one can ride anywhere from five to 15

G'itizens’ Bank Clrcular.

The Citizens’ National Bank of Balti-
more has inaugurated the issue of a
monthly circular letter,
of trade conditions. In its February
number, just published, the bank says:
‘“Statistical reports show that mercan-
tile, manufacturing and banking condi-
tions have reached a stage which denotes
complete prosperity for the country as
a whole. Only once in the past 10 years
has general business reached its present
high level and that was during the month
of December, 1909. Only twice during
that period has business approached its
present high level, once on February 1,
1907, just preceding the financial panic
and again on December 1, 1910, when we
were reacting from the business slump
which occurred during the Summer
months of that year.

The present high level of business con-
ditions follows a fluctuating period which
began on May 1, 1911, and during the
two-year interim a man has had need
to be unusually well informed to Kkeep
even in reasonably close touch with the
ups and \downs of business. Since the
middle of 1912 a period of prosperity
has been pretty well assured us and the
improvement since that time has been
most remarkable.

“Investment conditions %are not enjoy-
ing prosperity along with other general
lines, stocks and bonds both remaining
in something of a funk and there is still
room for much improvement. Mercantile
lines have demanded the available sup-
ply of money and bond prices have de-
clined as a result. As soon as the bulk
of the 1912 crops have been moved and
cashed and manufacturers have whipped
their Dbusinesses into good workable
shape, money should be easier and the
natural tendency would be an advance
in bond prices.”

Mortality in Prussia.

The mortality rate ‘increased and the
birth rate decreased during 1911 in Prus-
sia. Reports just published show .deaths
of 17.21 per 1,000 inhabitants against 16.19
for 1910. The Department of the Interior
finds the explanation for this in the heat
wave of 1911. In that quarter of the year
51,000 more persons died than in the cor-
4 responding quarter of the preceding year,
and 37,000 of these were infants.

The falling of the birth rate, however,
is the greatest recorded for any year. It
sank from 30.83 in 1910, to 29.36 per 1,000
inhabitants. As a result of the higher
death rate and lower birth rate the total
increase of population was 89,000 less
than in 1910.

West Prussia, Posen and Westphalia
show the highest birth rate, Berlin, with
20.71, the lowest. Of Prussia’s 35 cities
with more than 100,000 inhabitants 15
show an infant mortality exceeding the
total average of 212.3 per 1,000 for the
state as a whole.

There were 8,442 suicides, 2060 more
‘“than in 1910, but precisely the same nuin-
ber as in 1909. The rate stays at about
21 suicides per 100,000 of population for
the whole state, although Berlin, with
the highest rate recorded iIn any govern-
mental division, has 35.09. There were 50
less murders than in 1910 and 120 less
than in 1909. The murder rate is 1.86 for

100,000 of population.

M. Collardot was circling contrary to
the ‘‘rule of the air”’-—that is, turning to
the left instead of to the .right. A
Siamese officer named No Tha Tick, who
was flying a Nieuport monoplaile, was
circling near Villacoublay, and suddenly
M. Collardot saw the monoplane swerve
sharply and come right at him at a speed
of 60 miles an hour.

He thought ° that the Siamese pilot
would easily avoid him, but Na Tha Tick
could not get out of the way. The mono-
plane dashed into the gide of the biplane,
and the two aeroplanes fell-in a tangled
mass.

M. Collardot was very little hurt. Na
Tha 'Tick was seriously injured about
the head, while M. Delcasse sustained
fractures of the right arm, right leg and
left collar bone. He will probably re-
cover.
