Within 24 hours, from 8 o’clock F'ri-
day night until 8 .o’clock last night,
there was a drop of 34 degrees in the
temperature. |

At 9 o’clock last night the thermome-
ter registered 23 degrees, and accord-

. ing to the weather man, would in all

probability drop at the rate of -one de-
gree an hour. :

The temperature began going Jown
early yesterday morning, and in the out-
skirts of the city all ponds of still
water were covered with a thin coating
of ice.. This morning, with the increas-
ing cold, it is expected that the. ice
coating will be at least half an inch
thick. Contrary to all rules, the mercury
instead of rising yesterday as the day
grew on went down. At 6 o’clock yester-
day morning it registered 36 degrees.

THE GOUNTY

There is a movement to have a non-
partisan ticket nominated for offices in
Baltimore county. The Union-News, of
Towson, in its issue of this week, says:

There is no reason for .party aligm-
ments in local affairs. You do not con-
sider a man’s' politics in voting for
church or lodge trustees or directors for
your building associations, banks or other
business corporations. Why should Yyou
do so when electing officers for Yyour
county, which is nothing more or less
than a big corporation, in which all tax-
payers of the county are stockholders?

Has a man’s politics anything more to
do with his eflicieney as a county com-
missioner or a sheriff than the color of
his hair? Absolutely not, unless that po-
litical feeling is so partisan as to incline
him to work-for the interest of his party
or his political boss rather than for the
people.

Therefore, it 1is suggested that  those
citizens of Baltimore coung who desire
honest, economical and efficient county
government unite to nominate and elect
a citizens’ ticket—a ticket to be selected
without regard to politics, or rather of
men who are entirely independent in
politics.  No chronic officeseeker or office-

‘holder should he given a place on such a

ticket:; in fact, anyone seeking a place
on it should be promptly rejected as un-
available. It should be a case of the.
office seeking the man. By making an
independent organization support would
be secured from many who would be de-
terred by motives of jealousy from join-
ing hands with any of the existing par-
ties. _

Such a campaign should be conflned
strictly to county offices. The General
Assembly is a politically constituted body
and the members of the next legislature
will be called upon to vote for a Unlted
States senator, whose voice and vote will
be brought to bear on the settlement of
big political questions. All who give ald
to the cltizens’ ticket should be left abso-
lutely free to vote their- political senti-
ments in selecting officials, whose duties
are of a political character, even in part.

The Union News, although retaining its
adherence to the principles of the Re-
publican party, promises its hearty.and
unreserved support to such a citizens’
ticket for local offices. We should like
to hear from our readers on this subject,
and will be glad to publish practical sug-
gestions for carrying such a plan into
effect. If something of the kind is not
accomplished. we are simply in for two
yvears more of expensive and humlliating

misrule.
