America ended their two-day session yes-
ferday afternoon with a luncheon in the

rooms of the Fidelity Midday Lunch Club. |

The session adjourned, subject to the call
of the president, and it is understood that
he will call another meeting to be held in
St. Louis in the spring. Yesterday’s ses-
sion was devoted to a further considera-
tion of the matters taken up on Friday,

.and, according to one of the members,

the work accomplished is expected to be

the first real step toward securing legis- |

lation in certain parts of the country that

will work wonders both for the invest-
ment bankers and the investing public.
The subject of Dblue-sky laws’ was
further discussed, and a subcommittee
was appointed to draw
expressing the sentiment of the bankers
on this mest important matter. The blue-
sky legislation originated in Kansas, and
has spread to several of the Western

States, notably Minnesota, where progres- |

sive ideas and tendencies are running
rampant. It is intended to protect the
investor from unscruplous promoters of
wildcat schemes. This leyxislation, while
enacted with the best motives, has proved
a great hindrance to investment bankers
in those states, and it is feared that

similar legislation will creep into many |

of the states where it does not already
exist. A wide difference of opinion on
the relative value of such legislation
exists among the bankers who assembled
here, although it is wunderstood that a
majority of them are opposed to the
existing legislation on the statute books
covering this subject. The resolutions
when completed will seek to embody the
objections of the bankers to the existing
laws and point out the way in which
such legislation can be enacted which
will at the same time protect the public
from wildcat schemes and still not injure
the business of the honest, legitimate in-
vestment banker.

All of the bankers expressed them-
selves as delighted with DBaltimore and
the hospitality which they found in this
city. Charles A. Otis and Warren 8.
Hayden, both of Cleveland, O., when
leaving the Hotel Emerson yesterday aft-
ernoon to return to their homes, declared:
‘‘We have had a suceessful meeting, and
we cannot say too much for Baltimore
and the treatment which we have re-
celved here. We like Baltimore so much
that we are coming back again, both as a
body and individually. Every man here
was delighted with the city, and every
one of them will make future visits. We
have found that Baltimore is a great
place, and that its hospitality is un-
surpassed.’’

George B. Caldwell, president of the
association, was enthusiastic over the suc-
cess of the meeting, due to a great ex-
tent, he declared, to the Baltimore
bankers. .

“]. want to make it plain,”” he said,
““hat the Baltimore interests in our asso-
clation have been a great aid to us from
the very beginning. The Baltimore /mell
are men of ideas, and Baltimore- iS be-
¢coming a great security .market. Too
much cannot be said for the ‘hospitality
shown us by C. T. Williams, former
Governor Warfield and Henry Lay Dauer.

Our present plans are to concentrate our

energies on the legislative and publicity
committees. John M. Nelson, of Balti-
more, is chairman of our monetary com-
mittee, and through it we expect to act
jointly with the American Bankers’ As-
sociation and wvarious chambers of com-
merce to secure what we consider proper
currency legislation.”

It is pointed out by a prominent Balti-
more banker that the gathering included
the greatest bondsmen in the country.
The handling of bonds is one of the high-
est and most important phases of the

banking business, and the shining lights
in this profession were all in Baltimore

Mr. Stubbs’ sugges-
tion hag met with a warm response by
all the departments that have automo-
bileg,.

Building Inspector Stubbs, who visited
the old iustitute in company with Mayor
Preston and Health Commissioner Gorter
& week ago yesterday, expressed surprise
at the solidity and strength of the struec-
| ture. He 1is preparing a report which
he will submit to Mayor Preston showing
the advantage, both financially and other-
wise, of converting the Dbuilding into a
City Hall Annex,. |

It is Mr. Stubbs’ idea to have the
laurge yard in the school converted into
| the garage. The placing of a roeof over
the yard, he believes, would be sufficient
to make one of the best garages in the
¢city. This could be done for a small
| amount of money, he believes, and would
save the city considerable money.

In faect, the DBuilding Inspector estl-
mates that the transfer of the Health
Department and the establishment of the
municipal garage on Courtland street
will eventually save the city about two
cellts on the tax rate, which is equivalent
to about $05,000. s
It is believed that Mr. Stubbs will rec-
ommend that an expenditure of about
$10,000 or $15,000 will Dbe sufficient to
convert the DPolytechnie Institute into a
first-class municipal building, "There are
four separate buildings connected with
the school. All of them are broad and)
deep, finely lightly and wventilated, have |
strong walls and other striking physical|
advantages..

It is Mpr. Stubbs’ aim to have the
Health Department occupy one of .the
buildings. The municipal garage he
wants to occupy the school yard., There
would be plenty of space for the housing
of three or four distincet departments.
The city is new paying heavy rent for
office space in building adjacent to the
City Hall. This money is said -to amount
to more than $50,000. Hence the occu-
pation of the school building would be,
a big boon to the taxpayers.

The new Polytechnic Institute will be
completed, according to Building laspec-
tor Stubbs, the latter part of April. It
will be ready for occupancy the Dbegin-
ning of the next scholastic term. It
would be folly, aecording to Mr. Etupl}s,
to have the Courtland street buildings
idle.

No other mate-
rial except what 18 dredged frqm the
waters of the harbor is allowed to be
deposited on this dump, it being_resmw:ed
exclusively for work in connection with
the harbor of Baltimore and the channel

yvesterday that the Harbor Board has
recommended that the city urge the
national government to give preference to
the idea of widening the chann.el. as
against the proposed idea of deepe_enmg it
to 40 feet. The bhoard would like the

According to Engineer Lackey, while
the wvalue of a deeper channel is con-
ceded, the wider channel is _deemed of
more importance. Vessels coming to Bal-
timore seldom exceed 32 feet. A depth of
