MANY OF THEM ARE STRIKERS

MISS HANAW AMONG THOSE

Police Take a Hand In Garment-
workers’ Strike Situation at the
Grelf & Bro. Factnry and Make
Wholesale Arrests—Claim Made
That Strikers and Others Were
Parading in Groups Up and Down
Street—Five Dismissed; Others
Give Ball for Court Trials.

In the arrest yesterday at noon of 40
persons, most of them strikers from the
factory of L. Greif & Bro., and the others
Sympathizers, who were charged with
parading without a permit, Justice Say-
ler was called upon to decide when a
parade is not a parade. The police de-

clared that several hundred strikers
paraded up and down German street in
the neighborhood of the factory. Miss
M. S. Hanaw, the settlement worker;
Miss Emily Marshall, of the Just Gov-
ernment lLeague, a sympathizer of the
strikers, who were among those arrested,
testifiled that. the strikers were only

picketing in groups of two, three and
four and were obliged to keep moving
up and down the street to avoid arrest.

The wholesale arrests were made after
Deputy Marshal Manning had ordered the
strikers to stop moving up and  down
the street because of the big crowd which
was being attracted, and in spite of the
chaos which resulted when the arrests
were ordered, no one was Injured and no
violence was shown.

The only blow of the whole proceed-
ing occurred after the hearing at the
Western Police Station late yesterday
afternoon. The prisoners and witnesses
were leaving the station when, it is al-
leged, Frederick Dott, 309 North Paca
street, an employe at the Greif factory,
called Hyman Shear, 835 South Caroline
street, one of the strikers, a name and
hit him on the nose. Had it not been
for the prompt arrival of Captain Mor-
hiser there would probably have been a
free-for-all fight.

THREE WOMEN RELEASED.

Justice Sayler tried the cases of Miss
Hanaw, Miss Marshall and Miss Sarah
Caplan, who were defended by Attor-
ney Louls S. Ashman, and dismissed the
cases against them. Two other men were
dismissed, while the remaining cases were
sent to  court when g Jury trial was
prayed.

In her evidence Misg Hanaw declared
she know of no plans on the part of the
strikers to hold a parade, and that she
had only gone to the scene of the arrests
to see that the strikers kept order and
did nothing unlawful.

“At a meeting in the morning,” said
Miss Hanaw, ‘I warned all of the strikers
to avoid disorder of all kind, and I told
them not to even spit on the sidewalk,
as their every move was being watched.
I tried to impress upon.them the neces-
sity of conducting themselves in such a
manner that no one could say they had
violated the law. I was in the nefghbor-
hood of the factory in the ‘capacity of a
policewoman: to see that the strikers car-
ried out my instructions. 1 was to have
met Misg Marshall there, but unfortu-
nately I missed her. About three minutes
~after my arrival on the scene a police-
man, who 1 learned was Patrolman
Frederick Schaeffer and whose number is
728, came up to me gritting his teeth.

“He took me where others were being
loaded into patrol wagons, and
there I learned that Miss Marshall had
also been arrested. Misg Caplan was
with me at the tilme of my arrest, and
the same policeman arrested her, "l‘here
was no music, no shrieks, no flags or
pennants and all signs of a_ parade were

absolutely lacking, All of this was un-
warranted.”

Misg Marshall declared she went to the
scene of the strike to see Miss Hanaw,
as she was interested in her work, and
that she was suddenly selzed by a police-
man any very roughly treated. “I am a
peaceful citizen,” she said she told Ser-
geant Moore, who arrested her. “You
have no right to arrest me. I have not
violated the law.” 'Miss Caplan sald she
had only gone to the scene as an inter-
ested spectator.

Marshal Manning and Captain Mor-
lilser remalned at the corner of Rutaw
and German streets, while the policemen
were scattered around the neighborhood.
When the crowd grew larger and others
jolned the plckets they marched up one
side of the street and down on the other.
It was then that the deputy marshal
ordered the marching stopped and the
crowd disbanded.

MISS HANAW ARBESTED.

Instead of the pickets stopping they
continued to march and the deputy then
ordered the arrest of all who were mov-
ing up and down the sidewalk. Patrol-
man Schaeffer immediately arrested Miss
Handw and the other policemen pro-
ceeded to make prisoners of all who did
not in the confusion get beyond reach.

It required four trips of the Western
district patrol to carry the prisoners to
the stationhouse and in the meagntime
the neighborhood was quickly ecleared of
belligerents; whose places were quickly
taken by hundreds of curious persons
who expected to see other developments,
but which did not materialize. The
news that wholesale arrests were being
made spread quickly and before the lgst
wagonload of prisoners was taken away
it was estimated that several thousand
persons were on the scene.
