ous protests on the part of the people of
Havre de Grace and surrounding country
were made to the commission for the
proposed mnew track in addition to the
Breeders’ Assoclation track, as run last
yvear, and In order to do justice to every-
body concerned the commission during
the past week made searching investiga-
tions into the protests filed and con-
cluded today that iIn the interest of
racing 1itself the additloaal track must
not be allowed.

The Fair Association today made a gal-
‘lant fight for dates and had ex-Attorney
(yeneral William Shepard Bryan, Harry B,
Wolf and Arthur Elrod, of Baltimore, to
-plead thelr cause, Nearly two hours of
the commission’s time wag occupled by
speeches on the part of these gentlemen,
in which they outlined:varied and exten-
sive plans for the new racetrack in the
interest of the sporting fraternity.

Planned to Rush Work.

The plans included attractive grounds,
a first-class one-mile track, large and
commodious ‘buildings, including grand-
stand, with a substantial lisf of stock-
