Truck Models Increased

Comparing the statistics that have been
furnished by makers of gasoline com-
mercial vehicles for the coming season
with those of last year, there is a de-
cided tendency on the part of a good
proportion to increase the number of
models manufactured. In cases where
a small model wag manufactured last
yvear one or more chasgis of heavier
carrying capacity have been added to
the line, and in not a few cases the
makers of heavy duty trucks have
found that they were losing business
with concerns to whom they had sold
the large trucks when these customers
came to buy truckg of smaller capacity
which they did not make. A competitor
by this means obtained the footing in
some cases equally as strong gas the
pioneer manufacturer. Besides the ques-
tion of additional models, the subject of
overload has been met by many of the
manufacturerg in the following manner:
Without directly stating or guarantee-
ing that their trucks will withstand any
~ gpecific overload over and above the

~ rated capacity, they nevertheless appre-
clate the fact that at times the trucks |

may be inadvertently  -overloaded . .or

Chevy Chase Auto

Owners Dread Tax

Washington, February l.—Despite pro-
tests of prominent society folk who have
residence just across the Maryland line,
in Chevy Chase, the commissioners of
the District are determined to enforce
strictly the mew automobile license regu-
lation, which they recently announced,
and with a view to this are considering
a change in the wording which will not
leave any possibility of failure of any
prosecution brought before the police
court. Dr. James Dudley Morgan and
William Terrell are among those who
have called upon the commissioners to
find some way of dealing with their
case o they may be classed as residents
of Washington on the ground that they
own property and have their business
offices in the National Capital.

Yo far the commissioners have not been
Inclined to change the law in any way
other than to aid in its strict enforce-
ment. They agree it will work a hard-
gship in certain individual cases, but be-
lleve that it will benefit the entire com-
munity as a whole. The new regulation
will be enforced after February 16, and
Maryland machines will be taxed from
0 to $25, according to their horsepower.

The commissioners have suggested a
reciprocal agreement between the District
and Maryland,
tween the District and the State of Vir-
ginia, Two years ago they tried un-
successfully to secure such an agree-
ment.

H. M. Woodward, secretary to the auto-

Postmaster General Hitcheock has de-

The Railroad Commission, of Texas, has
issued an order amending its circular re-
lating to the transportation of baggage
from passenger trains within the state, so
as to provide that automobiles shall not
be accepted as baggage in regular bag-
gage cars, but may be transported In ex-
tra baggage cars at additional compensa-
tion. A charge of-10 cents per mile for
automobiles or other motor vehicles, with
a minimum of $5 for each automobile, in
addition to the regular charge for extra
cars, is provided.

In 1912, 28,700 automobiles were regis-
tered by owners in Minnesota. This 1s an
increase of 17,075 over 1910, and 9,425
over 1911.

Some time in the future, perhaps at the
1914 automobile show in Baltimore,
large display will be held in a specially
built and designed building. This plan

was born at the bariquet given the news-
paper men of this city at the Hotel Ren-
nert by the show committee of the Auto-
mobile Club of Maryland and Baltiinore
Automobile Dealers’ Association Wednes-
day night. With officers and members of
both organizations, thig ‘matter will be
of absorbing interest. The growth of the
automobile club from a few hundred to
the present enrollment of 1,200 members
has been exceptional, and this growth
will continue for a number of years. This
makes occasion for pause and plan for the
future.

Baltimore is fortunate, however, to
have such a large place as the Fifth
Regiment Armory, where the shows have
grown from only a few cars to several
hundred in size. The 1913 show, which
will be held in the large military hall
February 18 to 22, ig to be the classiest
of its kind to be held south of New York.
Right here in Baltimore the KFifth Regi-
ment hall is one of the bést places of its
kind for auto shows, etec. T is unham-
pered by pillars, and exhibits are so ar-
ranged as to be unequaled anywhere.

At the 1913 exhibit there will be 11
makes of cars that have never been ex-
hibited in this city before. This fact
should prove pleasing to those interested
in automobiles. The accessory show will
be larger and more complete in detail
than any other previous event.

Thomas Young, chairman of the pub-
licity committee for the show, has a plan
for advertising the show. He will have
60 or more banners two feet in length
with ‘‘Baltimore Auto Show’’ printed on
them. He will then ask a number of
the enthusiastic members of the Auto-
mobile Club to fly these pennants from
their machines on the opening day of
the show. Chairman Young will send a
crew of men out of the city, Dbeginning
tomorrow, to place posters of the show.
Cards will be placed in windows in small
towns like Ellicott City, Laurel, Towson
and the like.

The lighting committee 1s very much
pleased with the plan for the big event.
The contract has been given to the South-
ern Engineering Company. The commit-
tee has promised something different to
the automobile public. The ceiling of the
show will be placed at about 25 feet from
the floor, and will then be latticed off in
seven-foot squares. At the corner of each
square there will be a 100-watt tungsten
lamp. Around the balcony of the hail

Compares Auto and

Horse-drawn Wagon

Chief 1. T. Kirby, of the Marshalltown
(Iowa) Fire Department, has submitted
to his city government a report compar-
ing the cost and efficiency of an automo-
hile hose and chemical wagon with the
horse-drawn vehicle which it replaced.

Chief Kirby in his report shows that
during the period from April 1 to Decem-
ber 1, 1912, there were 69 alarms. Com-
paring the cost of maintenance during
the eight months of the previous year,
(Chief Kirby presents the following fig-
ures:

Cost of maintaining team elght months,
including feed, shoeing, harness and
veterinary service, $331.35.

Cost of maintalning automobile eight
months, including gas, -0il, presto light
and repairs, $25.17.

Cost of maintaining
month, $2.09.

Cost of maintaining
$4.80.

(fost of maintaining
fire, 36 cents.

Balance in
fire, $4.44.

Balance in
month, $39.33.

Balance in favor of
year, $471.96.

It will be seen that the cost per fire
for the upkeep of the motor-driven truck
was but 36 cents. The cost of upkeep
of the automobile per month was less
than the average cost for maintenance
of a team per single fire.
