As a setoff to these somewhat distressful
stories there is an amusing tale of an
old- Arab, the father of one of General
L:aperrine’s men. He was antelope hunt-
ing in the ‘Great Erg and when half dead
with thirst he reached a well 45 feet deep.
At the bottom he could see the delicious
water. but like Tantalus could not reach it.
Unlike the mythical martyr, though, he
was not chained to:the rocks, and as the

well was not very wide he did not hesitate |
to let himself down part  of the way,

finally falling into the pool. 1t was quite
impaossible for him to get out, but like a
good fatalist he waited in his bath praying
Allah to send some travelers by.
