The difference
between the two  types is fundamental
and proves conclusively that the Pueblos
differ widely from the ancient people of
the ¢liffs. Nevertheless, the similarity
ol theilr architecture. their Iindustries,
their culture and their relizion unmistalk-
ably indicate that the Pueblos are the
inheritors of the institutions of the. van-
ished race. Some of the existing com-
munities even possess traditions to. the
effect that their ancestors dwelt in  the
cliff homes.
