ingo to .his wife, which was in his vest
pecket, stopped at that minute. It was
»0t mashed, however, by the accident,
which broke every bone in the body of
RKRowe and partially decapitated him.

Rowe lived at 322 C street southeast,
Washington, and had been in the em-
ploy of the railroad for several years.
While a brakeman, he recently received
his appointment as an ‘“extra” conductor.
His train was about to start toward
Washington at the time of the accident.

Rowe was acting as a 'brakeman on
freight train 1119 of the Maryland divi-
sion vesterday. He had already joined
a number of cars to the train, and as he
coupled the last car and was about to
signal the engineer, T. R. Purdy, to pro-
ceed, he stepped on another track, and
was struck by double-header passenger
train No. 17, which was bound to Wash-
ington from New York. When his fel-
low-employes ran to his side his brain
was lying beside his body in a pool of
blood.

The Canton police were notified, and
Coroner Warner, of the Twelfth district
of Baltimore county, was summoned. He
will conduct an inquest at the Canton
Police Station tonight at 8 o’clock. En-
cineer J. G. Moore and Fireman C. Ur-
ner, of the train which killed Rowe, will

ward McColgan,

The priestly life of this man was one of
continual service and he knew not what it
was to rest. He founded St., Peter’s par-
ish and built the church in which you are
now' gathered to honor him. He worked in
this section when it was nothing but wil-
derness and traveled miles and miles on
foot to administer to his flock. In those
days it was not ag it is now. The houses
were few and far between and there were
no cars or smooth streets and pavements.
[t was a case of walk everywheére, up one
hill and down another, through woods and
over streams, in rain, snow and sleet.
This he did, and not only this, but during
the C(ivil War, when the soldiers were
encamped in West Baltimore, Father Mec-
(‘olgan labored unceasingly among them.

The tablet was unveiled by Father
Kenny. When Cardinal Gibbons saw it he
turned to the present pastor and re-
marked :

“A  beautiful and fitting tribute
Father McColgan.”

Dr. Burnham went: tot Ilutope several
vears ago, and a short time since, when
he corresponded with Dr. Kelly, the ar-
rangements -for the purchase of _the
radium were made. Dr. Kelly instructed
Burham to purchase as large a quan-
tity of the stuff as possible. and it- was a
matter of months before any radium at
all could be purchased. s

Some weeks, ago, when Dr. Burnbam
had purchased the mineral, after having
received funds from Dr. Kelly, he cabled
that he wonuld arrive in Baltimore on
February 3. Dr. Kelly expects to receive
the precious burden today.

The radium will not be used for hos-
pital purposges, as Dr. Kelly intends mak-
ing personal experiments with it. For
vears he hag Deen interested in the study
of the effect of the most precious of all
minerals, and it.was about three years
ago that He ‘lost a quantity of it while
experimentiig in his laboratory.

It is claimed by some
that he sent a close friend to Virginia to
urge the Puritans to come, while others
claim that he simply did not oppose their
coming. However this may be, early in
1649 10 families came over and estab-
lished a settlement on the Severn, and
within a few years a whole county of
Maryland’s richest soil was turned over
to them, and others followed in large
numbers. They first called their settle-
ment Providence, but it ‘was successively
known as Proctors, The Townland at
Severn, Anne Arundel Town, Town of
Annapolis, and finally in 1708 as the City
of Annapolis. |
. “The Indians of the vicinity were
friendly, and as settlers. arrived . they
spread into the interior. The town conse-
quently made but little growth until after
1694, when the capital was Dbrought
there.”’ |

Headquarters. Detective Kratz was as-
signed 'to the case by Captain McGovern
and immediately began hig work of
tracing the man.
