Annapolis, Md., February A new
term of the post-graduate department of
the Naval Academy began today, under
conditions which mark the development of
the department into a great maval uni-
versity. New courses in ordnance and
gunnery and in naval construction and
repair have been added to the two de-
partments of marine engineering and ad-
vanced electricity, and all of the courses
have been greatly developed and eX-
panded. The faculty has been largely in-
creased by. the detail of naval officers
and by the secuting of prominent educa-
tors, sclentific men and practical engi-
neers and chemists as instructors and
lecturers.

Fifteen of the younger officers of the |

service hegan work today in the different
departments. They are: Engineering—
