. Belair, Md., February 3.—The Harford
County Racing Commission, through its
counsel, Stevenson A. Williams, of Belair,
today drafted the following full and ex-
plicit reasons for refusing at its meeting
‘bheld in Havre de Grace on Saturday to
grant racing dates to the Havre de
Grace Agricultural, Mechanical Fair and
Racing Association of Harford county to
be held on its projected new track at
Havre de Grace:

- Whereas, The Havre de Grace Agricul-
tural and Mechanical Fair and Racing
Association of Harford County, Incorpo-
rated, on January 23, 1913, applied to
this commission for a license to conduct
agricutural exhibitiens or race meetings
for poth trotting and running races, with
betting on the same, on June 5, 6, 7, 9,
10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 16, 17, 18, 19, 20 and
21; and,

_ Whereas, The commission at its meet-
Ing on January 25, 1913, heard oral state-
ments from those representing said asso-
ciation, and then requested further infor-
mation from said association upon various
- questions suggested at said meeting, and
again on February 1, 1913, those interest-
ed in said association appeared. ‘before
the cominission and furnished the infor-
mation requested of them at our last
meeting, including a list of the proposed
stockholders in said association; and,

Reasons Are Given.

Whereas, This commission has carefully
considered the said application
‘reasons presented for granting the same,
and all other questions which the com-
‘niission believe are involved in said ap-
plication, therefore, .

- Resolved, That said application be de-
nied for the following reasons, that 1s
to say: |

1. Because such meeting 'is not deemed
by the commission as conducive to the
interest of legitimate racing in thig state.

2. Because said meeting is not deemed
conducive to the interest of legitimate
racing in this county. | _

3. Because public sentiment in this
county is opposed to the establishment of
an additional racetrack for such meet-
ings at or near Havre de Grace. ;

4. Because public sentiment in this
state is opposed to the establishment of
an additional racetrack in Harford county.

5. Because, in the judgment of this
commission, the law under which 1t
acts contemplates the regulating of horse
racing where betting is allowed, and a
proper method of regulation is the re-
striction of its extent and of the number
of tracks upon which it may be allowed
in this county, and one large track where
meetings may be conducted from 20 to 30
days is a8 much as is at present for the
best interest of the public in this county.

Filing of Applications.

Application for dates was filed with
the commission more than a week ago
by the new association, through former
Attorney General William Shepard Bryan,
acting as counsel for Harry B. Wolf and
other Baltimoreans interested in the
new track. The final battle was fought
out last
Commission.” Mr. Bryan made the argu-
ment for the'/association which proposed
to build a new track adjoining the track
built last year by the Harford Agricul-
tural and Breeders’ Association. The Bal-
timore representatives in their argument
painted a rosy picture of the proposed
. track; they exhibited blue prints, setting
forth attractive ground and buildings;
explained their extensive plans; made it
known that theé association had already
spent about §6,500;
monopolies are odious and wound up by
asking for 15 racing dates from June §
to 21, inclusive. All this failed ‘to tempt
the members of the commission, who
clung to their opinion that too much
racing-: and betting would be overdoing
the thing in the county.

Racing Commissioner Lewis J. Wil-
liamg stated.today that there was no dis-
position on the part of the commission
to create a monopoly by confining rac-
ing dates to any one assoclation, but that
the commission would be willing to grant
dates to half-mile tracks in particular
in the county, where racing would be
conducted for enjoyment of the sport.
“It is these “big” tracks,. such-as that
located at Havre de Grace,” he said,
‘“‘that the commission is striving to Keep
down for the bhest interest of the public
in this county.” |

Commissioner Williams further said.

“We are not one bit scared over the
report that the new association will take
an appeal to the Circuit Court of Har-
ford county to set aside the action of
the commission. They have a perfect

right to take an appeal in the courts. At
