Supreme Court Decides Noncom-
petitors Can Combine.

GOVERNMENT HAS ONE INDICT.-

of Unlawful Combination in Re-
straint of Trade by Seeking to
Compel Manufacturers to Buy
Machines Only From It—Justice
Holmes Shows Why Company Did

Not Violate the Law,

Washington, February 3.—For the fifth
time the Supreme Court of the United
States toda;y held in effect in the “shoe
machinery trust” case that the Sherman

Anti-trust- Law does not forbid the mere

combining of noncompetitors in an in-
dustry. Solicitor General Bullitt, for the
government, had contended that if the

combination brought into one hand an |

“undue proportion’” of the trade it was
forbidden by the anti-trust law.

“The disintegration aimed at by the
statute does not extend to reducing all
manufacture to isolated units of the
lowest degree,” declared Justice Holmes,
in announcing the unanimous decision
of the court that the mere organization
of the United Shoe Machinery Company
by the heads of the several noncompet-
ing groups of shoe manufacturers had
not been a violation of the law.

NOT A VIOLATION.

The Justice continued to say that it is
as lawful for one corporation to make
“‘every part” of a steam engine and to
put the machine together -as it would
be for one to make the boilers and an-
other to make the wheels. In explana-
tion of this concise statement of law he
referred to the court’s recent Minnesota
creamery decision ind the older Swift
& Co. decision, in whichy it was held an
“intent” 1is necess'.ry as an element of
attempting to monopolize.

Despite today’s decision, officials of the
Department of Justice declared that the
United Shoe Machinery Company would
be prosecuted for the alleged crimingl
violation of the Sherman law under the
one remaining count of the indictmenis
returned against the company, the validi-
ty of which was sustained by the lower
court. - |

That count, which was not before the
supreme Court, charged in effect that the
company was monopolizing the industry
by combination, by tying the wvarious
shoe machines together, by the destruc-
tion of competition, and by the acqui-
sition of competitors’ business. Officials
vigorously maintained that. the decision

did not affect the government’s case on
"~ this count,.

ITS STRONG CARD,

The strongest feature of the govern-
ment’s effort to show an unlawful com-
bination in restraint of trade, said Solici-
tor General Bullitt, was the “tying”
clause of the agreements by which it I8
alleged that the company sought to com-
pel shoe manufacturers to buy machines
from it and none other. That question,
he ‘declared, was not considered by the
court because the lower court had in-
terpreted the indietments involved in to-
day’s declsion as referring solély to the
organization of the United Shoe Ma-
chinery Company.

Attorneys of the department said the
decigion would not affect any other
pending anti-trust suits.

NOT A FINAL VERDICT

Fight on “Tying Clauses” Will Now

Begin in the Courts.

decision of the United States Supreme
Court, which sustained federal district
Judge Putnam, of Boston, in throwing
out two of the five counts in the two in-

of the opinion of the Supreme Court in |

the shoe machinery case, it is perfectly
clear that the decision does not in any
way affect the merits of the controversy
or throw any light upon the final deter-
mination, either of the indictment, which
is still pending, or of the bill in equity,
which is awaiting the action of Congress
upon the issue of the publicity of the
hearings before the special examiner.
‘““The question which has just been de-
clded by the Supreme Court was merely
one of criminal pleading. The great and
important issue between the people of
the United States and the United Shoe
Machinery Company is whether or not
the latter is a monopoly in violation of
the Sherman Act, and this depends large-
ly, if not wholly, upon the view which
the courts will ultimately take regarding
the tying clauses in the leases, or, gen-
erally speaking, of the patent question
involved. Upon these matters the court
expressly declines to pass, apparently for
the reason that they were not presented
by the record, and says in effect that it
must accept without question the inter-
pretation of the lower court, which re-
garded the indictment as merely referring

JOHNSON LOSES APPEAL

Pugliist Will Now Be Tried. on
White Slave Charge.

Washington, February 3.—The Supreme |

Court today dismissed the appeal of Jack
Johnson, the negro pugilist, indicted in
Chicago on a charge of violating the
federal white slave act, from the decision
Of the federal court of Northern Illinois.

Johnson's gppeal was from the Illinois
federal court’s refusal to sustain a writ
of habeas corpus by which the pugilist’s
lawyers sought to test the <constitution-
ality of the white slave act, in violation
of whieh Johnson @ was - charged with
transporting in  interstate commerce
Belle Schreiber from Pittsburgh, Pa., to
Chieago, Ill.

Justice Lamar announced the decision
of the court, which held that a person
not entitled to raise the constitu-
tionality of ‘a law on habeas corpus un-

lsless all other means of testing its valid-

ity had been exhausted. In the mean-
while, the court pointed out, Johnson had
been released on bail.

The court did not pass on the consti-
tutionality of the law in any particular.

Dunne took the oath of office at noon:

today and became the first Democratic
governor of Illinois since John P. Altgeld
went out of office in 1897. Today’'s func-
tion was a postponed one, a legislative
deadlock having delayed it a month or
more,

TRIAL TODAY

Charged With Attempt to Kill Wife
Last February.

SHE SAYS HE ‘IS INNOCENT

MAINTAINS ATTACK WAS MADE
BY UNKNOWN NEGRO.

Proceedings Against the Prominent
New Yorker, to Be Started Today
at Aiken, S. C., Are Expected to
Be Concluded in Two Dajrs-—
Prosecutor Declares He Has a
Prima Facie Case—Large Array
of Legal Talent for the Defense.
Mrs. Beach to Take Stand.

Aiken, S. C., February 3.—“] have a
prima facie case against Mr. Beach. I
shall present it to the jury ang let them
decide as to the facts.” Mo

This is the answer tonight of City So-
licitor Gunter, of Aiken, to the report
said to emanate from him that he de-
spaired of a verdict against F. O. (other-
wise Beauty) Beach, who will go on trial
here tomorrow, charged with murderous
assault on his wife.

The stage is set; the actors ready.
and at 9:30 tomorrow morning this
drama of Beauty and Millions, which
strikes at the center of the most ex-
clusive social set in America, will be
under way.

““Beauty’’ Beach-—society leader, eclub-
man, broker, intimate of the most execlu-
sive sets of New York, Newport and the
Continent, all-round sportsman gnd ex-
quisite—will face g jury of unsophisti-
cated dSouth Carolinian farmers, for the
sordid and wvulgar crime of assault and
battery with intent to kill.

Beside him, as the case unfolds, will
sit his own wife, the beautiful and tal-
ented Mrs., Camilla Moss Havemeyer
Beach, who inherited some of the Have-
meyer millions from her first husband.
and to her the prosecuting -atterney will
point as the vietim of her husband’s
alleged assault, which was committed in
the moonlit garden of the Beach cottage
in the early evening of February 26
last. -

A gold and jeweled pocket knife, the
gift of Mrs. Beach to her husband, will
be produced and offered in evidénce as
the weapon used. And the motive? But
that is what the case of the progecution
is expected to develop tomorrow.

Mrs. Beach will be her husband’s chief
witness, and deny with emphasis that
he was her assailant and the extraordin-
ary situation will be presented of a prose-
cution directed against a man for assault
on his wife who will declare on oath that
he was not her assailant. In the face of
which the prosecuting attorney declares
tonight he has a prima facie case against
the accused.

Mystery envelopes the whole affair.
Atop of the confidential statements of
the preosecution, is the not less confident
attitude tonight of counsel for the de-
fense. Thomas 8. Fuller, one of the dozen
distinguished array of legal talent who
have been hurried into the case to com-
bat the lone efforts of City Selicitor Gun-
ter, said tonight:
