If an ordinance introduced by Council-
man Curtis in the Second Branch at last
evening’s session of the
becomes a law, all foodstuff placed in
cold storage will have to be stamped
before sold to the consumer. Mr. Curtis
stated that he believed it was the right

of the people to know just how long any
product they purchased had been stored
and cited that in his opinion there should
be such a regulation as he prescribed in
his ordinance to safeguard the health of
the public. .

The document, which was referred to
a committee, empowers the Commissioner
of Health to have access at all times
to records’ of cold-storage establishments
which show when the food was put in
storage. Further, there is a provision
that all such food as fish, eggs, fowl,
game, meats, butter, poullry, etc:, shall
contain some label or stamp on which
there must be the date when the product
was placed in cold storage and when it
was taken out. - |

‘““In other words,” saild Mr. Curtis, “if
we buy eggs that are seven years old we
want to know it.” T

The ordinance also provides penalties
for violations. For the first offense the
fine is to be not less than $50 and not
more than $100, and for the second
offéense, besides the fine, a jail sentence
of 10 days is to be imposed.

I am conscious that
service upon this commission will
quire no little work at your hands, but
when the character of such service
fully considered I feel that you will be
willing to make sacrifice of your per-
sonal time in behalf of what I hope will
make for the better
state.

Scope of Work.

As soon as the commission shall have
been completed and acceptances for-
warded the members will meet and or-
ganize for work. There is no appropria-
tion with which to meet its expenses.
It may be possible that Governor Golds-
borough will advance a sum from his
contingent fund sufficient to meet the ex-
penses of the commission.

It is expected that before beginning
their work the members of the commis-
sion will consult those engaged in the
work of the Rockefeller vice investiga-
tion in New York city as to the course
that should be pursued.

Dr. Walker, who heads the list, is re-
puted to be very fasalllar with the litera-
ture of the subject, and Miss Anna Herk-
ner, of the Bureau of Statistics, is cred-
ited with a wide knowledge of social

problems through extensive study in for-
eign lands.
