who had been sent to open it.

To clinch the conviction of the police
that he was telling the truth Farrell
late today in his cell constructed an al-

most exact duplicate of the bomb sent
to the Herraras. .

Farrell was employed as handy man
in an apartment house at 1475 Fulton
avenue, of which Herrara was .superin-
tendent and in which he lived with his
wife and Miss Sarah Fughtman. Her-
rara had told him, he said today, that
he was to be discharged, and the Dbomb
was sent to secure revenge.

WANTED REVENGE.

“I wanted revenge,”’ he declared, ‘‘and
I went down to the basement, where I
sleep Thursday night to get it. T found
& piece of lead pipe and a cigar box and
then I bought a bottle of mitroglycerin.
I saturated the inside of the pipe with
the explosive, stopping up one end of
the pipe with a percussion cap. Sunday
night I finished the machine, stuffing it
with nails, and when I heard Herrara 20
out I put -the machine on the mantel-
plece in the hallway.”

The Herraras found the machine on
the mantelpiece at 10 o'clock. Mrs. Hep-
rara opened it and was instantly Kkilled
by the explosion. Herrara and Miss
Fughtman were seriously injured.

Farrell’s evasive answers to questions
put to him by detectives investigating the
case on Monday led to his arrest. He was
grilled all last night and at 8 o'clock this
morning he was led to a cell greatly
distraught, but apparently unshaken. i1
nis story alleging his innocence.

HEARST LEADS THE FIGHT

Plan for New $300,000,000 Sub-

New .York, February 4.—Thirty min-
utes before the Public Service Commis-
sion was to have met this afternoon to
sign the operating contracts for New
York’s new $300,000,000 subway an injunc-
tion was served prohibiting the commis-
sion from taking action. The injunction
was obtained by Clarence J. Shearn, coul-
sel for William Randolph Hearst. Hearst
has been fighting for a municipal opera-
ting plan. e

The injunction was obtafped on the pe-
tition of John J. Hopper, formerly candi-
date for governor of New York on the
Independence League ticket. It I8 returh-
able Iebruary 6. By that time the op-
ponents of the present plan hope that the -
composition of the Public Service Com-
mission will be changed and that Supreme
Court Justice McCall will have taken the
place of Chairman Willeox, who, they be-
lieve, favors the contracts in their present
form. :

Under the proposed contracts the In-
terborough Rapid Transit Company, the
Brooklyn Rapid Transit Company and
the New York Municipal Railway Com-
pany agree to divide the cost of con-
struction with the city and to equip the
new lines in return for the privilege of
operating them for 48 years. In 1965 all
subway lines are to become the property
of the city. One advantage of the plan,
according to its advocates, is that it

| would enable all the city’s subway lines

to be operated as one with a & cent
fare and free transfers.

Its opponents argue that the plan fails
to give the city its «due share of super-
vision or of the profits of subway trans-
portation. In return for the investment
of $80,000.000 in the ‘'new subways, the
Interborough is to receive §6,335,000 a
vear, rep#esenting its annual profits on
the lines now under operation, and 6 per
cent. to cover interest and ginking fund
on the bonds it will have to issue for
its share of the new construction and
equipment. If any surplus remains the
city also is to receive interest and sink-
ing fund on its investment. Any residue
is to be divided equally between the city
and the operation company.

The ecity was unable to build the sub-
ways. unaided because its debt limit would
have been reached before the necessary
bonds were issued to finance complete
