The First Balkan War.

In the wide, low, marshy plain of
Philippi one of the most momentous bat-
tles in all history wag fought. Here the
Republicans of Rome, under Cassius and
Brutus, met the Imperialists, marshaled
by Octavius Caesar and Mark
Here the Republicans lost the battle. A
glorious page of Roman history was
turned, and the monarchy, with all its
strength and might, but also Wwith all its
corruption, lust and cruelty, was estab-
lished. |

There on that field Cassius was killed
with his own sword, and at his own com-
mand, by his slave Pindarus, while he
exclaims: ‘“‘Caesar, thou are revenged,
even with the sword that killed thee.”’

In order that the army might not be
overwhelmed by the news of the death of
their great leader, his body was secretly
sent off to the Island of Thasos while the
battle was still raging. On that game
field of Philippi Brutus killed himself by
running upon his sword. ‘“Brutus, the
noblest Roman of them gall!”’ 'as Antony
said of him.

When the news of the disastrous battle
of 'Philippi reached Portia, the wife of
Brutus, in her island home at Nisida,
near Pozzuoll, where afterwards Paul
landed on his way to Rome, she killed
herself by the most horrible of all sui-
cidal methods—swallowing live coals of
fire. Such were some of the tragedies
connected with the bloody field of Phi.
lippi.
