COMPTON TELLS
OF PAVING WORK

| AN ILLUSTRATED LECTURE AT

McCOY HALL.

Explains Use of Different Materials
on Different Streets and Points
Out the Reasons for the Use of
Certain Kinds of Pavlng+AII
Goes Into the Cost—Lecture Was
Open to the Public.

In an illustrated lecture yesterday aft-
ernoon at McCoy Hall, R. Keith Comp-
ton, chairman of the Paving Commission,
explained what the commission is doing
toward ridding Baltlmore of its cobble-
The lecture was illustrated by
lantern slides reproduced from photo-
graphs taken in all sections of the city
where new streets have been laid. It
was under the auspices of the Women’'s
Civic League and was open to the public.

Mr. Compton explained the use of dif-
ferent materials on different streets and
pointed out the reasons for the use of
certain kinds of paving. He also ex-

plained the cost of the different kinds of_

paving. In part he said:

There is probably nothing which a
visitor notes as quickly in visiting a city
as the condition of its streets, and upon
thelr condition depends in a very large
megsure the impression which he carries
away of the city as a municipality and
of its citizenship.

To rid this city of cobblestones so that
it might take its just rank among the
municipalities the legislature of 1906
passed an act authorizing' the city of
Baltimore to borrow the sum of $5,000,-
000, which sum was to have been used in
financing the scheme of paving.

Cobblestone was first laid in this city
in the year 1781, and increased steadily
from that time until about the year 1897,
From the year 1897 to the year 1911 there

was no steady increase in cobble; but at

the same time very few improved streets
were constructed within the old city
limits, most of the improvements be-
tween thosce dates having been in what is
known as the Annex section of the city,
where the streets were entirely unpaved,

There does prevail in London a sus-
picion that these American statistics,
which were prepared in Washington,
are not entirelv reliable, yvet is 1s ad-
mitted that our foreign commerce 1s
increasing by leaps and bounds. In
the magnitude and diversity of our
harvests and in the discovery of the
secret by which our trade with for-
eign countries can be greatly in-
creased there are, FKEurope thinks,
good grounds for an optimistic feeling
in the United States. Some of the
private correspondence which goes
from American banking-houses to Eu-
rope in the form of weekly circular
letters reports that business men from
a1l over the United States are now ex-
periencing a prosperity which is un-
surpassed. The Iletters report that
jobberg or wholesalers are finding
their business going almost beyond
their capacity to handle it.
