Lower House of Pennsylvania Leg-

islature Passes Suffrage Bill,

Harrisburg, Pa., February 5.—The reso-
lution proposing an amendment to the
state Constitution to permit women to
vote was passed finally by the House of

| Representatives today by a vote of 131 to

70 and will go to the Senate on Monday
for concurrence. The resolution, if passed
this session, must be adopted by the
legislature of 1915 before it can be laid
before the people for their approval at
election.

The vote was taken after an hour’s

| debate, during which the galleries and

floor of the House were occupied by
many women, who were advocating or
opposing the measure, while messenger
boys trooped through the House, deliver-

ing messages to members in such num-
bers as to cause much confusion,

Three members asked leave to flle rea-
sons for their votes, Allen, of Allegheny,
because he favored the proposition: Ke-
gan, of Fayette, because he opposed the
idea of women voters, and Ullman, of
Lycoming, because he had not been asked
by any resident of his district to support
the bill. Speaker Alter voted - with the
opponents of the bill. The delegations
from Philadelphia and Allegheny coun-
ties were divided almost equally.
