DISEASE RAGES IN CAMPS

SMALLPOX AND PNEUMONIA
RAVAGING THE FORCES.

A Correspondent Declares That
From a Military and Economic
Standpoint Turkey's Position Is
Hopeless—The Bulgarians Mas-
terly Move to Take Turkish Forts
in the tF{e.ar—-—The Greek Navy
Supporting the Effort Which May

l.Lead to Constantinople.

Liondon, February 6.—The Daily Tele-
graph publishes a long uncensored dis-
patch from its correspondent, Ellis Ash-
mead Bartlett, at Constantinople, in
which he says the Turkish people are in
such a state of misery and destitution

as_a result of the war that they are
completely indifferent as to the fate of
Adrianople.

"“I'he cabinet is in a quandary,” says
the correspondent. ‘“‘It knows that (it
will be compelled to cede Adrianople,
and is only seeking some means to save
its face. It is said that the coup d’etat
was only intended to occur after Kiamil
Pasha surrendered Adrianople, but was
precipitated by some mistake. Hence the
difficulty the ministry now is in.

“There is not a cent in treasury, and
there are no means of getting money
until peace is concluded, and meanwhile
the country is drifting to ruin and
bankruptcy.

‘“A great antiwar demonstration oc-
curred Sunday in front of the war office,
at which the Young Turks were publicly
denounced as murderers and thieves.
Mabmoud Schefket Pasha appeared on
the balcony and tried to make a speech,
but was greeted with opprobrious epi-
thets.

“The misery in the Turkish camps I8
indescribable. It has been bitterly cold,
with a heavy snow. The soldiers are ill
fed and badly sheltered. Smballpox, en-
teriec fever, dysentery and penumonia
have replaced Asiatic cholera.

*It is understood that the forces at
Tchatalja have been reduced to 120,000,
which is considered ample to defend the
lines. Large reinforcements have been
sent to Gallipoli, where there are now
70,000 men. There is talk of landing a
force in the neighborhood of Rodesto to
outflank the Bulgarians, but such a
scheme is impracticable, In the present
state of the Turkish organization the
army would starve the moment it aft-
tempted to leave the coast.

A GREAT WAR MOVE

Bulgarians and Greeks About to

Strike Decisive Blow.

[.ondon, February 6.—The DBulgarians
are devoting their chief attention to the
bombardment of Adrianople and an at-
tempt to capture the Gallipoli peninsula
and so take the Turkish forts in the rear.

An officlal dispatch issued at Constan-
tinople indicates that the Bulgariansg have
been successful in their first operations
in the latter quarter, and, according to a
Sofia dispateh, the capture of Gallipoli
is the chief object of the Bulgarian am-
bitions for the time being, and no serious
attempt will be made to force the Tcha-
talja lines.

The same dispatch says that the Bul-
garian attack on Gallipoli is supported
by the Greek Navy in the Gulf of Saros.
I"ifty thousand Bulgarians were landed
along this coast last November and it
may be presumed that during the armis-

" tice this force was strengthened by artil-

lery. :
CHANCE AT CONSTANTINOPLE.

Should the Bulgars capture the Turkish
forts there is nothing to prevent the
Greek fleet from entering the Dardanelles,
where, in the opinion of naval officers, it
could easily defeat the inferior Turkish
fleet, in which case Constantinople would
be at the mercy of the allies.

During a sortie by the Turkish troops
from Adrianople today 1.000 of them were
taken prisoners by the Bulgarians, accord-
ing to a dispatch from Sofia.

The 48-hour bombardment of Adrianople
by the Bulgarians and Servians has thus
far resulted in only eight deaths within
the city, according to the Turkish War
Office’s official statement. Fifty private
houses have been set on fire.

The Constantinople correspondent of the
Standard sends a strange story, reporting
that the remnant of the Turkish army of
Monastir, which has never been precisely
accounted for, is still operating in that
district and has captured the important
town of Koritza, less than 50 miles froin
Monastir. '

Her deck planks, once swabbed and
holystoned to a glistening white, bore the
marks of many feet, but there was noth-
ing to explain the disappearance of her
master and crew. In her cabin some
odds and ends rolled and clinked in the
corners -with the rolling of the ship: the
lockfast places were undisturbed; her
charts and papers were quite secure. In
her water-breaker there was a full supply
of fresh water; salt junk and biscuit
A mainsail and two
Jibs were snugly furled and her lifeboats
swung and groaned in the davits.

The Roumanian’s boarders bent a
hawser to their prize and took her in
tow. A few hours later the pair ran
into gales which lost the tank of her
consort, but not until after a valiant fight
to save her, and brought the steamer into
port here with the scars of red rust and
salt of a rough experience to show for her
work.

BREAKS AWAY IN A GALE.

The steamer and her salvage bowled
along together in fairly favorable weather
for several days, and in the first blow,
which they met 100 mileg off Cape Henry,
Captain Claridge lost the Remittent. At
the long hawser the bark
plunged along in the gale, first rushing up

as if gshe had been stung and then laying
down as if she wese about to die, and
in one of her flights she snapped the line
and blew away from her rescuer.

Twice the Roumanian attempted to
launch boats to carry a new line, and
each time they were crushed against her
side by heavy seas and their crews nar-
rowly escaped drowning. Captain Clar-
idge finally gave it up and made for port,
leaving the Remittent riding out the gale.
No other ship has reported her since.

The Remittent was commanded by Cap-
tain Torgarsen and she salled from Rio
Grande do Sul October 25, for Liverpool.
She was of 351 tons, a comparatively
small ship, and probably carried, in addi-
tion: to her master, a crew of five or six.

Sulzer Will Give All Interested 2a

Chance to Be Heard.
Albany, N. Y., February 5.—No stock
exchange reform Ilegislation will be en-
acted until after every one interested has

an opportunity to express their
views on the seven bills drafted by Gov-
ernor Sulzer and introduced in the legis-
lature today, according to the Governor.
While one of these measures would fix a

maximum rate of interest of 15 per cent.
on call loans, the Governor tonight said
he was not committed to such a propo-
sition, and that the question of enﬂct‘.ng
legislation calling for the incorporation
of the New York Stock Exchange was
being held in abeyance until further in-
formation is available.

"I am not committed to either the bill
fixing the maximum rate of interest on
call loans or to the question of incor-
porating the New York Stock Exchange,”
said the Governor. “It is for the legis-
lature to decide whether. such proposed
legislation would be detrimental to the
business interests,

“It is the duty of the State of New
York to enact legislation calling for re-
forms on. the stock exchange; If we don’t
meet that duty federal legislation is sure
to follow. 1 believe the legislature will
meet the situation and that laws will be
passed which will stand as a model for
other states.

“This whole matter is now before the
legislature.

A PRESIDENT’S PERIL

Attempt to Assassinate the

Executive of Salvador.

San Salvador, February 5.—An attempt
was made last night to assassinate the
Dr. Manuel E.
Araujo. The President was wounded in
several places, but none of the wounds is
considered serious.

Several persons were involved in the
attempt, and the leader of the President’s
assailants is under arrest. He is a Gua-
temalan, who gave the name of Virgilie
Mulatillo. He arrived in this country
only a few days ago.

Mulatillo made a confession, in which
he declared that the plot to assassinate
President Araujo had been concocted at
Guatemala City, and that he had Dbeen
gsent directly to San Salvador to carry out
