Governor’s Aid Sought.

After approving the committee’s work
the City-wide Congress adopted a reso-
lution recommending that ‘‘Governor
oldsborough call a meeting of represen-
tatives of various bodies and interests of
Baltimore city and state to consider both
the latent possibilities of agricultural de-
velopment of Maryland and to determine
what should be done with respect to the
Maryland Agricultural College in eorder
that these possibilities under its leader-
ship may be so utilized as to further the
best interests of the state.”

The representative bodies as enumer-
ated are:

The press of the city and state, all
farmers’ organizations, Maryland Agri-
cultural College, City-wide Congress,
Board of Trade, embracing city trade or-
ganizations; Johns Hopkins University,
Board of State Aid and Charities, State
Board of Hducation, Bureau of Immigra-
fion, ABssocliated Boards of
Maryland, all transportation companies
of the state. the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture, the Federated
Women’s Clubs of Maryland.

Among these subjects are that the train-
ing of the college be directed with a
view to better education on food prod-

‘ucts: that the plan of study be so ar-

ranged as to interlock with the general
educational system of -the state; the em-
ployment of convict labor for benefit of
agricultural interests; the subordination
of military discipline to general educa-
tion, and' that a continuance of federal
aid be made possible. This aid amounts
annually to $89,000. _

In its general report the committee
takes a strong ground against the aban-
donment of the site of the college and
The many advan-
tages of the proximity of the college to
Washington are pointed out.

America besides experts from every other
country who visit the national capital—
which has some 200 students, only one-
third of whom are taking some phase of
while two-thirds are
taking engineering. :

‘““We cannot shut our eyes -to the re-
grettable fact that in the administration
of the affairs of this institution as com-
pared with similar institutions in other
states, there have been both serious errors
and grave neglect.

“While other states made and are mak-
ing most liberal provisions by 'appro-
priating a regular tax levy for their agri-
cultural colleges, we compelled the trus-
tees and faculty of this institution at
every session of the legislature to neglect
their proper duties and spend weekshand

Baltimore business men called on the

Former Captain Herr was charged with
failing to comprehend a signal of the

This left a big
business territory uncovered, according
to the Fire Commissioners, He was sum-
moned to appear before -the board and
hig explanation evidently failed to cob-
vince the board, for they voted to re-
duce Herr from a captain to a plain
fireman. -

" Councilman Heller made an eloquent
plea in behalf of the former officer. He
said that the Commissioners ought not to
hold the fireman responsible because he
made an error. ‘‘He has been an officer
of the department for a long time,”
said Mr. Konig. ‘“He has shown that he

‘possesses executive ability and keen fore-

sight. Besides, he is said to be a brave
fireman. Therefore, I think that the pun-
{shment that wyou have .inflicted. on .him
is' ‘too severe.” ' | ,

Dr Heller said that if a man in his
employ made a blunder he would never
think  of ‘punishing the man. ‘It 18
only when the same man makes & num-
ber of costly mistakes that I would
think of punishing him,” he said. ‘‘You
tried Mr. Herr on the charge of not com-
prehending the signal of a district chief.

here yesterday. A graphic account as to
how the huge vessel met its doom is told
in the Liverpool Echg of January, 23 and
in part is as follows:

When only within 12 miles of\1ts des-
tination the British steamship Ulstermore,

druing a Dblizzard, scraped the bottom on

the reventment wall in the Crosby Chan-
nel, while en route from Baltimore for
Liverpool, and the tide receding, she broke
in half and has been abandoned a total
wreck. A pilot had been taken on fthe
ship at Point Lynas, which is 48 miles
from ILiverpool. When the vessel struck
there was a scraping sound and the ship
quivered from stem to stern. At first it
was not thought that the matter was of a
serious nature and the only inconvenience
be the delay in waiting for the
return of the tide.

Tug Dalzelline Damaged by Fire.
