Mrs.. Wolfert Committed for Court.

A dramatic scene was enacted in fthe
Southwestern Police Court yesterday
afternoon when Mrs. Emma Wolfert

At the time of her arrest Mrs. Wol-
fert declared she was not sorry for her
action and added -that her only regret
was that she had not blinded Henry
Brandau in both eyes. She told the po-
lice that Henry Brandau had solemnly
promised that as soon as she and her
husband were divorced he would marry
her., Mrs. Wolfert went on to tell how
she had purchased a bottle of acld four
years ago on the very day that Brandau
had said that he hoped he would be
~ struck blind if he did not keep his prom-
ise to marry her. “I showed him the
bottle,” said Mrs. Wolfert, “and told
him that I would throw the acid in his
face and blind him myself if he did not
keep his promise.”

When the brothers faced her yesterday
Mrs. Wolfert was just as deflant. She
admitted that she was glad that she had
thrown the acid, but further than that
refused to make a statement. Magistrate
Ulrich committed Mrs. Wolfert for the
action of the Criminal Court, Henry
Brandau, who appeared to testify against
the woman, had his face swathed in
bandages. He will probably be disfig-
ured for life. His brother, John, was
- also in court. His injuries were of a
much slighter nature and the acid had
not entered his eyes. Henry Brandau
. went back to Franklin Square Hospital
after the preliminary hearing.

- Cortland WIIl Is Sustained..

The sealed verdict brought in yester-
day morning by a jury in the Superior
Court sustains the will of the late James
C‘ortland, which was attacked by certain
of his grandchildren. The estate is said
to be worth about $100,000. When he
died, September 19, 1910, Mr. Cortland was
about 86 years old. By a will dated June
1, 1908, he left his property Iz_o-his daugh-
ter, Laura Cortland Norton, and to his
son, James Wakefield Cortland, with the
provision that should his daughter pre-
deceasSe him all the property was to' go
to the son. Mrs. Norton died before her
father and the son inherited all.

Three children of a deceased son—
- Namuel Cortland—then attacked the will,
alleging improper execution, ignorance of
the contents by the testator, testamentary
incapacity - and wundue influence. The
caveators were Mrs. Laura Thomas, of
Washington; Mrs. W. H. Diggs, of Phil-
adelphia, and Clinton W. Cortland. The
case was on trial for 17 days, Attorneys
J. Kemp Bartlett and Edgar Allan Poe
appearing for the plaintiffs, and Afttor-
neys Whitlock, Deming and Kemp for

the defendant, James Wakefield Cortiand,

executor of the will. On Tuesday the jury
was instructed to find a verdict for the
defendant on the 1issues which alleged
improper execution, ignorance of contents
and testamentary incapacity. Upon the

case, after argument, was submitted to
the jury, which returned a sealed verdict
upholding the will yesterday morning.
