MORTGAGE ON THE EMERSON

New York Life Co. Takes Lien on

Hotel for $650,000.

~ The largest mortgage to be recorded
here for several years past wag filed at
Record Office vyesterday. The mort-
gage, which is for $650,000, was placed
by Capt. Isaac E. Emerson and the Em-
erson Hofel Company with the New York
Life Insurance Company and covers the
Emerson Hotel property, both realty and
personélty, on the northwest corner of
Baltimore and Calvert streets.

The lien extends over six years and is
to be reduced on the basis of $£100.,000
for the first five years, the remainder of
$150,000 to be raised during the sixth
yvear. Interest at the rate of 6 per cent.
is exacted for the first year while for the
remaining five years the rate will be 514
per cent.

The rats of interest charged on the
property establishes for Baltimore a high-
water mark of premium for money of this
amount. It is remembered by . local
brokers that not earlier than a year ago
4 local merchant placed with a Baltimore
savings institution a mortgage for $500,-
000, covering a commercial property at
