Mr. Weyler's Reasons.

The resignation and the reasons sel
forth by 'Mr. Weyler follow: |

I hereby tender my resignation as
warden emeritus of the Maryland Peni-
tentiary, to take effect at once. My
present determination to sever the rela-
tions I have so long held with the Mary-
land Penitentiary 1is neither hasty nor
unexpected, for it is well known to your
honorable board that it was niy purpose
to withdraw from the exacting cares and
responsibilities of my office three Yyears
ag0 because of advancing years, and I
only remained in the position at your
earnest solicitation. “because of your ex-
pressed belief that I could still render
efficient service to,the institution, and for
the -added reason that I felt I owed an
obligation to you for your Kindly treat-
ment throughout your entire administra-
tion. |

When, therefore, the legislature of
Maryland, at the January session of 1912,
acting upon the suggestion of a previous
grand jury, authorized you to annually
appoint me as warden emeritus and you
clevated me to said office accordingly on

May 1, 1912, 1 accepted this new peosition |

not only because I.considered it a compli-
ment I could not refuse, but because I
believed that the duties being advisory
only I would be able to render some
service to the institution without too
severely taxing my physical powers..

Experience, however, early. convinced
me - that even though the duties of the
warden emeritus are advisory only, that
an ingtitution like the Maryland Peniten-
tiary should have no division of authority
whatsoever, and responsibility should be
concentrated in the warden alone, and
hence at the close of the fiscal year, oOn
November 30, 1912 1 again made known
to you my determination to resign, as I
believed such action to be for the best
interests for all concerned.

Awaited Investigation.

Inasmuch, however, as an investigation
of the affairs and management of the
Maryland Penitentiary, instituted by his

excellency Gov. Phillips Lee Goldsborough, |

under the auspices of the Commission
Maryland Penitentiary Penal System, was
then in progress I felt it my duty to
remain in the service until such time as
this honorable commission would have full
apportunity for my personal examination,
for any other action I thought might be
interpreted as being unmanly, 1f not

cowardly. ;
But now that more than s8ix months

have passed since the inauguration of this
investigation and the commission has had
every facility and opportunity to examine
both myself and the general administra-
tion of the Penitentiary, I feel that there
is no reason for a longer continuance in
the office which you so kindly and gen-
erously bestowed upon me, the duties of
which I tried earnestly and faithfully to

discharge.
The resignation was accepted without

comment, and after a committee had been
appointed on the suggestion of Warden
T.eonard to study an educational feature
by which to take care of the {illiterates
in the institution, the board went to
dinner. The committee ‘is composed of
Frank A. Furst, chalrman; Charles F.
Crane and Josiah I. Kerr. Mr. Weyler
was elected warden of the Penltentiary
on June 1, 1888, and served until 1911,
making 24 years of continuous service.
In January, 1912, the legislature enacted
a law by which Mr. Weyler was to be
appointed warden-emeritus of the Peni-
tentiary.

THE PRISON REPORT

Work of Penal Commission Is Near-
ing Completion. |

The long-waited-for report of the Mary-

land Penitentiary investigating commit-

tee is in sight at last. Governor Golds-

borough said yesterday he understood the

report would be sent to him at least by |
tomorrow.

The commission appointed by the Chiet
Executive has been investigating the
workings and conditions of the state
prison for the past six months. Hun-
dreds of pages of testimony of convigts
who are now or who have been incarce-
rated in the ‘“Pen” during the past few
vears "have been obtained and will be em-
bodied in the report.

The commission furnished every inmate
of the prison with a printed blank and
asked that each man and woman file his
individual report of conditions. The sift-
ing out of these statements has taken
many months. Beside this branch of the

investigation, the committee hasg vVvisited:

try to inspect large prisons.

It igs understood that the report will
embody recommendations for many re-
forms.

GOV. WILSON’S SISTER HERE

Smiling sweetly and her bright, intelli-
gent countenance aglow with happiness,
Mrs. Annie Wilson Howe, sister of Presi-
dent-elect Wilson, talked last night of the
happy childhood of the next chief execu-
tive of the United States. Mrs. Howe is
stopping at the home of Mrs. Harris E.
Kirk, 502 Cathedral street. Slnce Wed-,
nesday she and her daughter, Mrs., P. C.
Cathran, and the Ilatter’s chubby little
baby girl Josephine have been the guests
of Mrs. Kirk.

Mrs. Howe likes to talk with report-
ers, and a few minutes’ conversation with
her soon discloses this fact. She has
learnt the art of what few statesmen
achieve—saying much in a few words. She
said she had a brother who was a news-
paper man and, therefore, felt at home
when talking to scribes.

Mrs. Howe bears a striking resemblance
to her distinguished brother. In fact, many
persons unknown to her, comment on the
similarity of looks between her and the
next president. Tall and slender, with
a finely chiselled face, striking brown
eyes and a manner that betokens grace,
charm and dignity, her presence is easily
felt.. 'And  with 'the highly cultivated
strength, there is a soft, motherly touch
that soon displays itself when her sense
of humor 1is aroused. _That Woodrow
Wilson when a boy was just like his play-
‘mates: that he played marbles, hookey
from school; had no particular fondness
for books, were some of the interesting
statements made by Mrs. Howe. It was
only when he went to a private school at
the age of 15 that he displayed his first
liking for:the classics. Then young Wood-
row spent a considerable portion of his
time with bhis books.

Mrs, Howe said that she is much gmused
at what is written in newspapers. and
magazines about her brother’s boyhood
life. “One paper printed a story saying
that my  brother never walked until he
was 12 years old,”” she said.  “It re-
quested me to furnish an explanation, and
I replied that it wag because he was al-
ways running.”

Strange to say, Mrs. Howe inever ex-
pected "her brother to enter public life.
Moreover, she mnever thought vears ago
that he would be elevated to the high
office of President of the United States.
“It i8 only mothers, I belleve, that enter-
tain such views,”” she explained. *“Sisters
are not the ones who entertain such |
views.”’

Mrsg. Howe laughed heartily when asked
whether she expected her brother to make

the best President of the United States.
“You ecannot expect me to answer that,”

she laughted. It was plain to see, how-
ever, that she expected her famous brother
to make a great President.

Mrs. Howe will leave for Philadelphia
this morning. She will go to Washington
for the inauguration and will probably
spend some time at the White House.

PUT AN END TO PAUPERISM

In a Lecture Before the Bryn Mawr

School
omist Discusses \Methnd of Treat-

League the Noted Econ-

ment—How the Poorer Classes
May Be Saved—Urges Minimum
Wage Scale for the Underpaid—
Bill to Go to Legisiature.

Dr. Jacob Hollander, of the Johns Hop-
king University, delivered the first of a
series of five lectures vesterday afternoon
at Bryn Mawr School, Preston and Cg-
thedral streets, on Social Ills—Their
Chief Causes and Remedies. These talks
are given under the auspices of the Bryn
Mawr School League, and that of yester-
day was attended by students and the
members: of the faculty,
number of ladies interested in the social
question.

Dr. Hollander began by referring to the

social unrest in the community, and the !

fact that not only what might be termed
the lower, but the upper class was inter-
ested. The fact that those better pro-
vided for are more concerned .now the

speaker attributed in great measure to a

feceling of responsibility and a desire to
correct existing conditions. This class, he
said, was iﬁﬂuenrjed by the conwviction
that misery is not inevitable, but, like
dsease, may be conquered by using prac-

tical methods.
‘‘These diseased conditions,”’ said Dr.

Hollander, ‘‘may be remedied. "I'he be-
lief is they are mot necessary, and since
they are not necessary their presence

ascertained and then removed. We have
come to look upon misery as we do upon
disease. If we take the view that pov-
erty is not preordained, and comes where

it need not be, but is due to conditions,
then we must try for the elimination of
such conditions.”

Paupers and the Poor.

The speaker then divided those directly
affected into two - classes—paupers and
the poor—and differentiated as between
these by comparing: the pauper to the
hopeless consumptive, who is down and
out, and for whom provision must be
made and care taken to prevent trans-
mission. For this class the state and pri-
vate corporations are providing In the
way of housing them in asylums and Kin-
dred institutions. ,

The poor class he described as those
who are not yet entirely gone over and

misfortune overtake any member . of this
class he would -be gone. - These, said Dr.
Hollander, are the people for. whom

something should be done. _

“The poorer element to which I refer
and which may become destitute,”” said
the lecturer, ‘‘is made up of the under-
paid, unemployed and the unemployable.
If we could correct these conditions the
problem may be solved. When I speak
of the underpaid I refer to those who
are unable to find employment at living
wages. The unemployed, those capable
and willing to work, but for reasons
cannot s&fure positions, and the unem-
ployable are those who by reasons of

injury sustained, disease or age are un- |

able to work.

“T'he remedy for the underpaid is to
organize workers into trades unions, soO
as to make possible equal competitive
strength and ability to meet on an equal
plane organized capital. When unable to
obtain concessions in this way, then by
legal enactment. AS the state fixed the
hours of labor for women and children
it could fix a minimum wage scale which
would prohibit man from working for

any amount that would prevent a decent

living, and this the next legislature will
be asked to do.

The Unemployed.

“As to the unémployved. measures should

be taken to secure work for them, through
employment agencies, and where the brand
of labor they. were employed in ,is con-
gested and other employment is not to
be had, every wage earner should be edu-
cated to cultivate his own truck garden,
so that food may be provided until other
work is found.
“For the unemployable, those no longer
able to work, a system of state insurance
may be devised, the workman and the
employer each contributing to
fund, and the state then . set aside g
moderate sum sufficient to provide for
such a person.”

The point made by the speaker was
that by preventing the poorer classes
from lapsing into the pauper class, the
later could be eventually eliminated and
attending misery endegd.

ately to the San TFrancisco authorities.

Towles, a local attornev and real estate
agent. The two became friendly, and the
former got Towles interested in the con-
cern of which he was the head. Accord-
ing to the story told by Towles., the al-
leged swindler declared that the com-
pany was formed for the purpose of so-
liciting advertisements to be displayed
on the small purchase checks,
grocerymen issue to their patrons as g
small rebate; Towles did not invest any
money in the concern, however, until
some time later, when Ball went to New
York and incorporated the eompany with
an alleged capital of $60,000. Soon after
this a large contract was received at the
office in the Hoffman Building. On the
strength of this Towles invested $1,500.
Soon after this Ball gave up his portion
of . the. partnership and Towles assumed
complete . control. It .was then that he
found the contracts were fraudulent.

At about the same time Mrs. Ball is
alleged to have passed a bogus check
for $300 on the National Bank of Balti-
more under the name of Grace D. Wood-
burn. The check:-was drawn on the First
National Bank of Spirit Lake, Iowa. in
the name of James K. Craven, president
o! the bank. Cill ._

The local detective 'bureau wag noti-
fied immediately and they succeeded in
tracing Ball to Memphis, Tenn., and later
to Nashville, where it.is alleged he gained
money by . means -of false, pretense in

both cities. Ball also.is said .to be wanted

under numerous: aliases in Duluth, Minn.,
and Sioux City, Iowa, on similar charges
to the one on which he is under indict-
ment here.
